The following is to be added under § 2922:

(c) On June 18, 2013, the State Water Board amended the Water Quality Control Policy on the Use of
Coastal and Estuarine Waters for Power Plant Cooling under Resolution No. 2013-0018.

Resolution No. 2013-0018 amended the Policy to reassign the responsibility for National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit issuance for existing power plants to the Regional Water
Boards. Section 1.N and subsequent sections of the Policy are modified so that NPDES actions to issue,
modify, reissue, revoke, and terminate are assigned to the Regional Water Boards.

Section 4.Track 2 Monitoring Provisions are amended so that the Regional Water Boards take
responsibility for reviewing and approving the Impingement and Entrainment Impact studies.
