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Course Description   
Do you edit the work of others but spend too much or too little time editing?  Are you a writer who wants to learn more about the editing process?  Could you use some tips on how editors can communicate better with writers?    

This class teaches effective editing strategies for getting to the final draft and is aimed at managers, supervisors, and peer editors—people who edit the work of others—but writers also will learn a lot about the editing process.  This class is for editors or writers of any skill level.  See the syllabus at the end of this flyer for more details.  

A complementary class—Polishing the Final Draft—is offered the following day.  (You must register separately if you want to attend both classes.)      
Editing the work of others (or even your own) is a skill separate from writing.  We focus on practical strategies you can use immediately, and we reinforce skills with 

in-class editing.  Many real-world examples of Water Board writing are the core of the training.
