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Course Description:   If you do field work for the Water Boards at Hazardous Waste facilities, you are required to maintain health and safety certification.  Check with your supervisor to see if you need this 24-hour HAZWOPER Training– especially if you have not had this previously and/or you have not kept up-to-date with the annual 8-hour HAZWOPER refresher classes.   

The course content includes identifying potential hazards, evaluating potential exposures, and controlling exposures through safe work practices, use of personal protective equipment, and other protective measures.  It also covers health and safety regulations, decontamination practices, health and safety planning, use of monitoring equipment, and biological and environmental hazard awareness.
