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GIS allows professionals to analyze and manage spatially distributed data more effectively than ever before. This class will show how desktop GIS software (ArcGIS) can be used for displaying and analyzing groundwater and surface water monitoring data, grants, permits and water rights with a focus on Water Rights.
This workshop offers an overview of GIS, and some hands-on practice and training. Specifically, you learn about terms and concepts, available systems, data sources, and design and policy decisions, which must be addressed prior to implementation of a GIS project.

Combining lectures by professionals and hands-on experience working with ArcGIS (version 9.3), this course will provide you with a basic working knowledge of GIS and its terminology, as well as a concrete sense of the planning and design work involved in using GIS.  This class requires no knowledge of GIS.
