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Precedential Decision 
On January 23, 2002, the State Board adopted Order No. WQO-2002-0001 (the Order) concerning an administrative civil liability order for failure to respond to a request for technical reports.  A petition was filed by “Mr. Kelly Engineer / All Star Gasoline, Inc.” requesting review of an administrative civil liability order (the ACL) issued by the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Board) to “Mr. Kelly Engineer / All Star Gas, Inc.”  The ACL order attempted to name both a corporation and the individual who owned the corporation as liable.

The Order determines that the Regional Board did not deny the petitioners due process, but it concludes that the Regional Board did not justify the basis for liability when it imposed personal administrative civil liability upon an owner of a corporation.  The Order concludes that a regional board must justify the basis of personal liability through findings.  Additionally, the Order addressed the contention that the Regional Board named the wrong corporation, as the corporation named in the ACL is currently operating under a different name.  The Order remands the matter so that the Regional Board can correct the naming error in order to ensure the enforceability of the underlying ACL.
