BY THE BOARD:


The City of Turlock (Turlock) has petitioned for State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) review of waste discharge requirements in Order No. 5-01-122 and Cease and Desist Order No. 5-01-123 for the wastewater treatment facility serving the City of Turlock and community service districts of Keyes and Denair.  The Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board issued the requirements on May 11, 2001.


On June 26, 2001, the State Board notified Turlock that its petition was complete. Under the State Board’s petition regulations, the State Board must take final action within 270 days of the date that the petition is complete.
  If not, the petition is deemed denied.  The time for final resolution in this case is March 23, 2002.


The State Board anticipates taking final action on the Turlock petition after March 23, 2002.  Therefore, the State Board has decided to review Orders 5-01-122 and 

5-01-123 on its own motion.

ORDER


IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the State Board will review Order Nos. 5-01-122 and 5-01-123 on its own motion.
