APPROVAL OF A SMALL COMMUNITIES GRANT (SCG) FOR MARKLEEVILLE PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT (DISTRICT), MARKLEEVILLE CREEK BANK STABILIZATION PROJECT (PROJECT), PROJECT NO. SCG-810
DISCUSSION

In accordance with the State Water Resources Control Board's (SWRCB) Implementation Policy for the Small Communities Grant Program (Policy), adopted on January 23, 1997, and amended and reauthorized on June 15, 2000, projects on the adopted priority list need SWRCB approval to receive a SCG construction grant.  The SWRCB can authorize construction grants after the Division of Clean Water Programs (Division) approves the final plans and specifications (P&S).  The Division approved the final P&S for the District’s Project on March 28, 2001.

The District is located in Alpine County, approximately 30 miles from South Lake Tahoe and about 12 miles west of the Nevada border.  The population of the community is approximately 100 and the 1996 median household income was $28,762.  Based on the Policy’s funding formula, the District qualifies for a 62.82 percent SCG.

The District’s force main leading to the wastewater treatment plant is located beneath an access road, adjacent to the Markleeville Creek.  This embankment has undergone significant erosion and poses a risk of force main failure.  Failure of the force main would result in uncontrolled raw sewage release into Markleeville Creek.  The Lahontan Regional Water Quality Control Board (LRWQCB) issued Time Schedule Order (TSO) No. 6-00-70 in July 2000, requiring the District to eliminate or significantly reduce the threat of an unauthorized discharge due to force main or access road failures. The District’s project includes stabilizing and restoring the eroded embankment by placing large rocks as riprap, planting vegetation and rerouting the treatment plant’s fresh water line along the access road. The proposed project will enable the District to comply with this TSO.

The District’s project is categorically and/or statutorily exempt under the CEQA.  The District posted the Notice of Exemption on August 18, 2000, at the District Office for public comments as required under the CEQA.  During the posting period the District did not receive any comments from public or any regulatory agency. 

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB approve a $120,000 SCG construction grant for the District’s proposed Project?

RWQCB IMPACT 

The LRWQCB issued TSO No. 6-00-70, requiring the District to eliminate or significantly reduce the threat of an unauthorized discharge due to force main or access road failures. The District’s project will enable compliance with this order.

WHEREAS:

1. The Implementation Policy for the Small Communities Grant Program was adopted by the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) on January 23, 1997, and amended and reauthorized on June 15, 2000;

2. The SWRCB, on August 17, 2000, adopted the SCG Program Priority List which included the District’s Project in Priority Class B;

3. The Division of Clean Water Programs (Division) approved the Facilities Plan, which includes the project report, Notice of Exemption, and draft revenue program, by issuing Concept Approval on March 20, 2001, for the District’s Project;

4. The Division approved the plans and specifications, on March 28, 2001, for the District’s Project; and

5. The District’s Project is categorically and/or statutorily exempt under the CEQA.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The State Water Resources Control Board approves a $120,000 SCG construction grant for the District’s Project.
