Dan Frink, Office of Chief Counsel, presented the item, recommending a revision to the proposed decision, which had been agreed to by the parties.  

Page 11, Permit Term 3, after the third sentence, add:  "Reasonable access for the purpose of this permit term may be further defined by agreement between the Department of Fish and Game and Permittee."

Page 12, Permit Term 5, add to the end of the permit term:  "For the purpose of this permit term, reasonable access means advance notice of between 24 hours and 7 days by BLM of its intent to inspect, unless modified by subsequent agreement between BLM and Permittee."

     Motion:  The Board unanimously approved the proposed water right decision as revised.

WATER RIGHTS

14. Proposed Water Right Decision Regarding Extraction of Water by Garrapata Water Company From Alluvium of the Valley of Garrapata Creek in Monterey County.

Barbara Katz, Office of Chief Counsel, presented the item, recommending approval of the proposed decision that finds the water in the alluvium is a subterranean stream and that Application 29664 in its present form is not exempt from CEQA.  Ms. Katz also responded to comments from the Permitting Team, Department of Fish and Game and the California Sportfishing Protection Alliance.  It was also noted that an additional sentence had been added to the first full paragraph, page 31 of the proposed decision:  "Nor has there been any change or expansion in place of use or purpose of use since CEQA was enacted."

Dana Differding, Nancy Murray and Donald Lane addressed the Board.

15.  In the Matter of the Petition of Environmental Health Coalition for Review of Waste Discharge Requirements Order No. 96-03, NPDES Permit No. CAS0108740, Issued by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Diego Region.  SWRCB File A-1041.
Betsy Jennings, Office of Chief Counsel, addressed the Board recommending adoption of the proposed order which would revise the receiving water limitations language placed in municipal separate storm sewer permits.  Ms. Jennings responded to comments from Robert Falk, Environmental Health Coalition, San Diego Regional Board, Santa Monica BayKeeper, and the County of Orange.
