WATER RIGHTS


8.  Consideration of a Proposed Order Denying a Petition for Reconsideration of a Division of Water Rights Decision Rejecting Temporary Application Number X00133 of Robert Fetzer to Divert Water From the Russian River in Mendocino County.

Tom Johnson, Alan Lilly and Clayton Brennan addressed the Board.





Barbara Leidigh, Office of Chief Counsel, responded to comments by Messrs. Johnson and Lilly.  Ms. Leidigh recommended that the Board make a change on the draft order, page 8, first full paragraph, 4th sentence to strike "Most" and replace with "A substantial portion".

CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES STORM WATER PERMIT


9.  Consideration of Approval of the Reissuance of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) General Permit for Storm Water Discharges Associated with Construction Activities.  





Kathleen Groody, Division of Water Quality, presented the item summarizing revisions to the draft permit following the June 16 workshop.  Ms. Groody submitted an errata sheet showing several revisions:





	(1)  Fact Sheet, page 2, second paragraph: At the end of the paragraph add the following sentence:  "Proponents of construction projects which disturb five or more acres of land within the jurisdictional boundaries of a CWA Section 404 permit should contact the local RWQCB to determine the applicability of this permit to the project."





	(2)  Order, page 7, #5.  New last sentence to read:  "Additional requirements imposed by the RWQCB should be consistent with the overall monitoring effort in the receiving waters."





	(3)  General Instructions, page 1, second paragraph.  At the end of the paragraph add the following sentence:  "Linear construction projects which will have construction activity occurring in one or more than one Region should contact the State Water Resources Control Board at the number listed below prior to submitting an NOI application for specific information related to the use of the NOI form."





Michael Lozeau, JoLinda Thompson and Cliff Moriyama addressed the Board.  Ms. Groody agreed with Mr. Moriyama's comment that the citation "Section A.9", page 6 of the draft permit should read "Section A.10".  Also in response to Mr. Moriyama's comments the Board agreed to provide a "side-by-side" comparison between the 1992 permit and the newly adopted 1999 permit.





Betsy Jennings, Office of Chief Counsel, responded to comments by Mr. Lozeau and Ms. Thompson.





Motion:  The Board unanimously adopted the draft permit as revised.
