Project 
Description  

The purpose of this project is to address the nutrient rich run-off in 
the Pinto Lake Watershed by capturing sediment and reducing the 
loading of nutrients to Pinto Lake. 
 
The project activities includes: 

 Constructing a sediment basin to capture sediment from 
neighboring agricultural lands; 

 Removing the existing  concrete culvert and installing a 
culvert with a perforated standpipe; and, 

 Installing a swale, lined with erosion control fabric. 
 
No compensatory mitigation is proposed by the County of Santa 
Cruz. 
 
The Resource Conservation District of Santa Cruz County filed a 
(Mitigated) Negative Declaration on August 4, 2010. 
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
