ARVIN SANITARY LANDFILL 
KERN COUNTY 

 
 
The County of Kern owns and maintains the Arvin Sanitary Landfill about five miles west 
of the City of Arvin.  The facility is currently regulated by Waste Discharge 
Requirements Order 5-00-023.  The 170-acre facility contains one 127-acre waste 
management unit that accepted municipal solid waste until 30 June 2003.  This order 
revises the existing Waste Discharge Requirements to provide for the construction of a 
final cover, regulate post-closure maintenance of the facility, and regulate corrective 
action for groundwater degradation.   
 
An abandoned non-hazardous oil field waste processing facility, formerly operated by 
VenVirotek, is on a five-acre parcel within the southwest corner of the waste 
management facility property.  An estimated 100,000 cubic yards of processed waste 
(VenVirotek material) and processing equipment remain.  The County of Kern intends to 
move the VenVirotek material to the Arvin Landfill and place it above the existing interim 
soil cover and beneath the final cover.  Placement of the VenVirotek material will be 
performed in accordance with a Removal Action Workplan approved by the Department 
of Toxic Substances Control. 
 
A public hearing concerning this matter will be held during the Central Valley Regional 
Water Quality Control Board (Central Valley Water Board) meeting, which is scheduled 
for:

The designated parties for this hearing are as follows: 
 

• County of Kern. 
 
Designated parties, but not interested persons, will have these rights: to call and 
examine witnesses; to cross-examine opposing witnesses; to impeach any witness; and 
to rebut the evidence against him or her.  Central Valley Water Board staff will prepare 
the administrative record, and may present evidence, make an oral presentation and 
cross-examine opposing witnesses.   
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Interested persons may not cross examine witnesses, and will not be subject to cross 
examination.  Interested persons may submit evidence (e.g., photographs, eye-witness 
testimony, monitoring data) if the evidence is submitted in accordance with the 
deadlines for submitting evidence described below.  Interested persons who present 
evidence may be subject to cross-examination. Interested persons may request status 
as a designated party for purposes of this hearing by submitting such request in writing 
to the Central Valley Water Board no later than 24 June 2010.  The request must 
explain the basis for status as a designated party and in particular how the person is 
affected by the discharge. 
 
The tentative Waste Discharge Requirements, dated 24 May 2010, were issued on 
24 May 2010.  Persons wishing to comment on this item must submit testimony, 
evidence, if any, and/or comments in writing to the Central Valley Water Board no later 
than by noon on 24 June 2010. Written materials submitted after noon on the above 
date will not be accepted and will not be incorporated into the administrative record 
absent a ruling by the Central Valley Water Board Chair.  A party requesting to submit 
late materials must demonstrate good cause for the late submission, and the Central 
Valley Water Board Chair must find that the late submission would not prejudice the 
Central Valley Water Board or any designated party.   
 
All designated parties and interested persons may speak at the Central Valley Water 
Board meeting, and are expected to orally summarize their written submittals. Oral 
testimony and cross examination will be limited in time by the Central Valley Water 
Board Chair.  Both designated parties and interested persons may be asked to respond 
to clarifying questions from Central Valley Water Board members, counsel staff or 
others, at the discretion of the Central Valley Water Board.

The procedures governing Central Valley Water Board meetings may be found at 
Title 23, California Code of Regulations, Section 647 et seq. and are available upon 
request.  Hearings before the Central Valley Water Board are not conducted pursuant to 
Government Code section 11500 et seq.
