Please take the following actions.

Water quality cannot be protected if you don’t measure actual dischargesto quantify pollution and evaluate the effectiveness of
implemented management measures.

Require al farm dischargersto prepare individual farm water quality management plans that identify measures implemented to reduce
pollution. These plans must be made available to the Regional Board and the public.

Require compliance with water quality standards in the near-term, not some uncertain distant future. After decades of no regulation
and seven years of voluntary compliance, itstime for an effective program.

Thelaw actually authorizes and requires you to do this.
