e AttachmentE, 1.H. (page E-3) — The sentence that states “Unless otherwise specified, discharge flows shall be
reported in terms of the monthly average and the daily maximum discharge flows.”
o | mentioned we were concerned about providing daily maximum discharge flows —as we are only onsite
weekly. You mentioned that the Board might consider striking out that sentence.
e Attachment E, Table E-1 (page E-4) — the monitoring location description for the up/down stream receiving
water shall be approximately 200 feet from the point of discharge.
o You reminded me that it says “approximate”. So —we won’t freak out that our locations are 160’ feet
from the discharge point as you stated that was ok.
