Materials received by 11 October 2013 will be
included in the administrative record; response to submitted comments will not be prepared, but
staff will consider the comments when preparing the tentative Order. Written comments shall not
be read into the record unless allowed by the Central Valley Water Board Chair.

Valley Water Board at the workshop. Oral testimony will be limited in time by the Central Valley
Water Board Chair. Interested persons may be asked to respond to clarifying questions from
Central Valley Water Board members, counsel, staff, or others, at the discretion of the Central
Valley Water Board Chair. The Chair may, at his discretion, allow presenters to supplement their
oral testimony with slides or other digital media. If you plan to use visual aids such as
PowerPoint slides, contact staff prior to the meeting to arrange for equipment set-up. You must
provide a printed or electronic copy of any visual aids.
