@ In addition to Monitoring Well Installation and Sampling Plan, Monitoring Well Installation Completion Reports are due 60 days after completion of any monitoring network, or
monitoring well construction data are due 90 days after well completion. Summary MPEP reports are due 6 years after each stage is completed.
