Re: ESIWQC Monitoring and Reporting Project Plan (MRPP) and 2013 monitoring schedule updates — removal of
Burnett Lateral as an Assessment site

Dear Ms. Creedon,

The East San Joaquin Water Quality Coalition (ESJWQC or Coalition) is submitting a request to remove the
monitoring site Burnett Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd from its Monitoring and Reporting Program (MRPP, approved
September 15, 2008). The Coalition is requesting to remove Burnett Lateral from the MRPP because the site is no
longer located within the ESJWQC boundary as outlined in the Waste Discharge Requirements General Order for
Growers within the Eastern San Joaquin River Watershed that are Members of the Third-Party Group (R5-2012-
0116, adopted December 7, 2012).

Background

In 2008, the Coalition developed a list of monitoring sites at which water would be sampled over the next several
years. Coalition monitoring is stratified based on zones with one Core Monitoring location and several Assessment
Monitoring locations present in each zone. Sites rotate into Assessment monitoring within each zone (Zone 1 for
Burnett Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd) and after two years the Assessment site is rotated to another location.

Burnett Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd Site Subwatershed

The Coalition began Assessment Monitoring at Burnett Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd (target location: N37.80336, W -
120.84071) in January 2013 based on the monitoring schedule in the ESJWQC MRPP (Table 10, Page 51). Burnett
Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd consists of 1,376 acres (1,159 irrigated acres) and is located just north of the city of Oakdale.
The site subwatershed is part of the Oakdale irrigation district. Burnett Lateral flows into South San Joaquin Main
Canal. The two primary irrigated crops are almonds and mixed pastureland which represent 97% of the irrigated
crops in the subwatershed.

New subwatersheds are mapped when they rotate into Assessment Monitoring to ensure that any updates to the
subwatershed delineation are accounted for. The Coalition first became aware that Burnett Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd
is no longer within the ESJIWQC boundary when they mapped the site in February 2013. Figure 1 identifies the
Burnett Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd subwatershed boundary in light yellow in relation to the ESJIWQC old boundary under
Order R5-2008-0005 and under the new boundary under Order R5-2012-0116 (Figure 1).

2013 Monitoring

During 2013, exceedances of the WQTLs for DO, pH and toxicity to algae have been reported to the Central Valley
Regional Water Quality Control Board; none of the exceedances have triggered a management plan. The Coalition
would like to remove Burnett Lateral @ 28 Mile Rd from its monitoring schedule and replace it with the next

rotating Assessment site, Mootz Drain downstream of Langworth Pond. Once approved, the Coalition will
continue Assessment Monitoring in Zone 1 at the Mootz Drain downstream of Langworth Pond location until a
Monitoring Plan Update is submitted and approved by the Regional Board (August 2013).
