WATER SOURCE

The Mokelumne River drains into Camanche by way of Pardee Reservoir.  With a 12-square mile surface area, Camanche Reservoir is larger than all other EBMUD reservoirs combined.  The Camanche Dam impounds the 7,700-acre Camanche Reservoir, with a total capacity of 431,000 acre-feet of water, and has a hydroelectric generating capacity of 10.7 MW.  This site was chosen as a representative of day use recreation within a lake.
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
