This site is about nine miles northeast of Manteca.  Starting at Highway 99 and French Camp Road, head east on French Camp Road.  Turn left (north) on Austin Road and continue north on Austin Road approximately 3 miles to Littlejohns Creek (approximately 2 miles past Lone Tree Creek.  Parking is located at the southeast corner.  Samples were collected across the street at the northwest corner, past the fence.

WATER SOURCE

Littlejohns Creek is a natural ephemeral stream that originates in the Sierra Nevada Foothills and flows in a westerly direction till its confluence with French Camp Slough and eventual discharge to the San Joaquin River upstream of the City of Stockton.  Littlejohns Creek at Austin Road is representative of the lower Farmington Basin before its confluence with Lone Tree Creek.  The lower portion of Littlejohns Creek has been reconstructed to recapture agricultural tail water to be used for irrigation (ISWP).
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
