Site Description, Location and Access:

This site is located about three miles north of the town of Knight’s Ferry.  Head north on Sonora Road from Knight’s Ferry.  At the Orange Blossom/Sonora Junction, veer north (right) to continue on Sonora Road.  The fourth water crossing, located on private land, with a house on the east side of the road and a barn on the west side, is Littlejohns Creek.  Park on either side of the road, check in with the homeowner upon arrival.  Samples were collected from near the base of the bridge.

WATER SOURCE

Littlejohns Creek at Sonora Road is representative of the upper Farmington Basin, before the creek flows into the Farmington flood control basin.  Originating from the Sierra Nevada Foothills, Littlejohns Creek is, at this point, a natural ephemeral stream that flows through the Farmington Drainage Basin and small holding reservoirs, and then west to its confluence with French Camp Slough.  Grazing is the predominant land use. This site was dry from April 1 to May 6 and again from October 7 to November 17.
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
