Site Description, Location and Access:

This site is approximately four miles from Ripon along Austin Road, approximately seven miles upstream of the confluence with the San Joaquin River.  The site can be reached by entering Caswell Memorial State Park via Austin Road, then following signs to campsite number 17. Samples were collected from the bank of the River.

Water Source

Water quality at this site is representative of drainage from the entire watershed (1,100 square miles).  Caswell Park is a 258-acre park containing examples of riparian forest.  The area is a daytime and overnight recreation area supporting activities such as swimming, fishing, camping, and hiking.  There are urban influences from nearby communities such as Oakdale and Riverbank.  Orchards, cropland, pastureland, and herbaceous rangeland are among the land uses in the Caswell park vicinity.  Flow at this site is moderate and the channel is approximately 30 feet wide.  As a long term monitoring site, sampling was augmented as part of this project.
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
