WATER SOURCE

Salado Creek is an ephemeral stream originating in the Coast Range whose flows only reach the San Joaquin River during high flood periods.  Natural runoff occurs for 2-3 months of the year upstream of power lines which transverse the creek approximately 1.5 miles upstream of Interstate 5.  Downstream of the power line, the Creek channel is dominated by agricultural return flows from March to November.  Downstream of the Delta Mendota Canal, the flood channel has been extensively reworked; now it can be considered a constructed channel carrying only agricultural return flows that is then piped underground from Highway 33 until it discharges into the San Joaquin River along Olive Avenue.
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
