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Leviathan Mine Treatment Activities,
Alpine County — Chuck Curtis

The Water Board’s Leviathan Mine
treatment contractor began this year’s
acid mine drainage (AMD) treatment
activities on July 9, 2010. This followed
the late-June sludge disposal activities for
about 600 tons of sludge from the
previous year’s treatment activities.

Three ponds at the site collect AMD from

a former mine tunnel (the Adit) and from
an underdrain system in the former mine
pit. The ponds were constructed in 1984
by the Water Board as part of a pollution
abatement project at the site. The ponds
capture these two AMD sources that
otherwise would discharge to Leviathan
Creek.

Significant mining activities that started in
about 1952 by the Anaconda Company
exposed the pyrite and other sulfide
minerals in the rocks at the site to water
and air. AMD is formed by the oxidation
of these minerals, resulting in the
production of hydrogen ions, and
ultimately sulfuric acid. This acid
solubilizes iron and other metals in the
rock. The resultant AMD is very acidic
(typical pH of about 2) and contains
arsenic, cadmium, copper, aluminum,
nickel, iron, and other metals at
concentrations that are deleterious to
water quality and that would adversely
affect aquatic organisms. The Water
Board’s capture and treatment of the AMD

results in removal of most of the metals,
neutralization of the acidity, and discharge
of water that meets the established U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency’s
(USEPA) discharge criteria.

As of mid-August, the Water Board’s
treatment contractor had treated and
discharged about 5.8 million gallons of
AMD from the ponds. Water Board staff
estimate that a total of about 7.5 million
gallons of AMD will be treated this year,
making it the third highest volume treated
since the Water Board began treatment in
1999. The variation in amount of AMD
generated in any year is directly
proportional to the amount of precipitation.
Higher precipitation years result in greater
groundwater flows into the adit and
underdrain system. All of the AMD in the
ponds is treated during the summer in
order to maximize the pond volume
available for AMD capture through the fall,
winter and spring, when access to the site
is limited and treatment is not readily
available.

Water Board staff provide oversight of the
treatment contractor through the
treatment season. Oversight activities
include checking plant operations,
treatment quality, sludge production, and
effluent quality. Effluent discharge
monitoring is conducted twice weekly by
Water Board staff through sampling and
laboratory analysis. Stream monitoring is
conducted monthly at numerous sampling
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sites by Water Board staff. All treatment
and monitoring activities are conducted in
conformance with the USEPA’s orders to
the Water Board and Annual Workplans
approved by the USEPA.

A couple of significant staffing changes
have occurred on the project this past
month. Laurie Scribe, an Environmental
Scientist who has worked on the project
for ten years, transferred to the TMDL and
Basin Planning Unit to expand her Water
Board experience. Laurie managed all
the Water Board’s monitoring activities,
laboratory contracts, and much of the
supply and equipment purchasing for the
project, as well as providing support for
other Leviathan project activities. Her
presence on the project will be missed.
Laurie has trained Lisa Scoralle, an
Engineering Geologist, to take over the
monitoring and related activities. Also,
Chein Kao, the Leviathan Mine Unit
supervisor, retired at the end of July, after
two and a half years with the Water Board
and many years at the Department of
Toxic Substances Control. Due to the
current state budget situation, we will not
be able to fill that supervisory position for
some time. In the interim, unit supervisor
duties will be filled by Chuck Curtis, the
Cleanup and Enforcement Division
Manager.

. Construction Begins on Meyers
Landfill Cap, El Dorado County — James
Brathovde

. After final settlement in June of a 10-year-
~ long litigation process, earth-moving
equipment began relocation of
approximately 40,000 cubic yards of
municipal waste from areas next to a
sewer line into the main waste mass at
the former Meyers Landfill. The seven
million dollar settlement agreement
resolved certain claims by the United
States Forest Service (USFS) against El
Dorado County, the City of South Lake

Tahoe and other public and private
parties, and certain counter claims made
by the County.

When finished, the new multilayer cap
and cover system will reduce or eliminate
erosion and surface water infiltration
through the waste mass that has caused
groundwater contamination. The cover
system includes surface controls for
drainage and storm water management,
and passive landfill gas venting. The
landfill design meets the requirements for
California landfills and storm water
management in the Lake Tahoe Basin.

Last minute engineering design changes
due to unanticipated discovery of
additional waste material to be relocated
and consolidated may push the
construction project past October 15. The
normal construction season in the Tahoe
Basin is May 1 through October 15.
Although pre-construction activities began
in July and earth moving began in August,
capping activities may not be completed
before winter storms arrive, requiring
winterization and dividing construction
between two summer seasons.

Remedial History

The Meyers Landfill was operated mainly
by El Dorado County between 1946 and
1971, and is entirely on USFS land. In
1976, the Water Board issued a Cleanup
and Abatement Order to the USFS, due to
erosion of the cover material and exposed
waste and leachate. The USFS corrected
the problems and graded the site to
improve drainage. However, the original
native sandy cap placed over the 13-arce -
landfill allowed precipitation and snowmelt
to permeate the landfill mass and carry
volatile organic compounds (VOCs) into
the groundwater beneath the landfill. The
VOCs were likely produced by
degradation of organic material and
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household hazardous waste within the
landfill waste mass.

Monitoring wells, installed in the early and
mid 1990s in compliance with a state
groundwater program resulted in the
detection of VOCs downgradient of the
landfill. In August 1996, VOCs, including
vinyl chloride, were detected 1,200 feet
downgradient in Saxon Creek, a tributary
of Lake Tahoe. In 1999, | required the
USFS to install an interim groundwater
remediation system. The USFS installed
a groundwater pump and treatment -
system but realized that a much larger
and costlier system was eventually
needed to address the entire groundwater
plume.

CERCLA

In 1999, the USFS initiated a response
action under the Comprehensive -
Environmental Response, Compensation,
and Liability Act (CERCLA) and the
National Oil and Hazardous Substances
Pollution Contingency-Plan (NCP). The
USFS divided the site into two Operable
Units: OU-1 for the landfill cap and OU-2
for the contaminated groundwater plume.
The USFS finalized the OU-1 Record of
Decision (ROD) in November 2007 and

the Remedial Design for OU-1 in January ’

2009. The USFS conceptual model of the
site is that when the landfill OU-1 is
appropriately capped, migration of
contaminants to groundwater will stop,
and the OU-2 groundwater contaminant
plume will attenuate naturally.

El Dorado County, as designated lead for
construction, is required to meet all
Remedial Action Objectives and
Applicable or Relevant and Appropriate
Requirements (ARARs) set forth in the
November 2007 ROD. Water Board staff
believe that the Meyers Landfill ROD
ARARs incorporated all of the Water
Board’s substantive and prescriptive

requirements for landfills and stormwater
management, including the Lahontan
Basin Plan, California Water Code,
California Code of Regulations Title 27,
the Water Board’'s Tahoe Basin-specific
requirements and State Water Board’s
Policies.

OU-1 Remedial Action !

The capping remedy for OU-1 addresses
the containment and isolation of the waste
mass. The cover system includes
sediment basins and drainage for storm
water management.

The relocation of waste from above and
adjacent to the existing sewer line and
consolidation into the main waste mass
will allow for access to the sewer line for
repairs. A passive landfill gas venting
system will control landfill gas migration
from the waste mass. An expanded
French drain will prevent or reduce
uncontaminated perched groundwater
from affecting groundwater levels within
the waste and contributing to the
contaminated groundwater plume beneath
the landfill.

Finally, the groundwater monitoring
program will assess the effect of the
selected remedy on groundwater levels
below the waste mass and contamination
concentrations emanating from the waste
disposal area. Monitoring may be
required for years to evaluate whether this
expected attenuation is occurring and
whether it is sufficient to meet water
quality objectives. Water Board staff will
review the groundwater monitoring results
to evaluate whether the remedy is
producing the desired result. If
groundwater quality is not improving,
Water Board staff will request the USFS
to implement an active remedy for the
groundwater contamination either through
the CERCLA process or using the Water
Board'’s independent authority.
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. USEPA Wetland Grant Awarded to

TRPA, Water Board and Aquatic
Science Center for Sierra Nevada Test
of California Wetland and Riparian
Area Monitoring Program (WRAMP) -
Tobi Tyler

In June, U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency awarded a grant to the Tahoe
Regional Planning Agency (TRPA), Water
Board, and the Aquatic Science
Center/San Francisco Estuary Institute for
the Sierra Nevada Test of California
Wetland and Riparian Area Monitoring
Program (WRAMP). The Aquatic Science
Center is a Joint Powers Authority created
by the State Water Board to assist in
efficiently delivering financial, scientific,
and monitoring information from the San
Francisco Estuary Institute, a not-for-profit
science organization, to the Water
Boards. The Institute is also a Regional
Data Center for the State Water Board, a
member of the California Wetland
Monitoring Council, and co-leads the
development of the WRAMP toolkit,
including the California Rapid Assessment
Method (CRAM).

SB1070 directed the State to develop
coordinated and comprehensive
monitoring and assessment programs that
are available and accessible to the public.
WRAMP is a comprehensive mapping,
monitoring and assessment program of
the California Wetlands Monitoring
Council (set up in response to SB1070)
that serves state agencies and supports
the State Board’'s Wetland and Riparian
Protection Policy. CRAM is a
standardized, cost-effective tool within the
WRAMP toolkit for assessing the health of
wetlands and riparian habitats in
California.

This project will establish a multi-agency
Sierra Regional Team (Team) to (1) test
the ability of the draft wetland and riparian
mapping protocol to depict the Tahoe

Basin Stream Environment Zones (SEZs)
that are jointly managed by Federal,
State, and local agencies; (2) use the
mapping protocol to assess the
distribution, abundance, and size-
frequency of wetlands and other aquatic
habitats in the demonstration watershed,;
(3) integrate the Sierra ecoregion into the
California Wetlands Portal (online data

~ system of the California Wetland

Monitoring Council) by adding the base
map and selected wetland projects to the
Wetland Tracker of the Portal; and (4)
begin developing a montane wet meadow
module of the CRAM. The Team will be
represented on the statewide multi-
agency workgroups for CRAM and for
aquatic resource mapping. Members of
the Team will be trained to teach others
on the use of CRAM, and the regional GIS
community will gain capacity to contribute
to the California Aquatic Resources Base
Map. The project will enable the TRPA,
the Lahontan Water Board, and other
Sierran interests to map and assess
wetland and riparian conditions and make
this data available to the public.

. Néw Biomass Energy Facility

Proposed at Lake Tahoe, Placer
County - Alan Miller

Water Board staff recently submitted
preliminary scoping comments on a
project by Placer County, in cooperation
with NV Energy, to construct a one to
three megawatt biomass energy facility at
one of two locations in the Tahoe Basin.
The County is working in cooperation with
the Tahoe Regional Planning Agency
(TRPA) to prepare the joint environmental
document for this project. The site may
be located in Kings Beach or Tahoe City
and is expected to use direct combustion
to produce steam or gasification to run a
gas-fired turbine. The proposed project
includes construction of an approximate
6,400 square foot, two-story building that
houses the power generating and ’
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emissions control equipment, and an
adjacent single story building for materials
storage of approximately 5,500 square
feet. Additional site improvements include
a parking lot, paved circulation area,
stormwater/snowmelt detention and
treatment, and perimeter screening and -
landscaping. The purposes of the project
are several: reducing air pollution and
greenhouse gas emissions from open
burning from the forest thinning projects,
creating energy from renewable sources,
and providing sustainable economic
development. Principal waste products of
concern to the Board include: stormwater
runoff containing fine sediment, nitrogen
and phosphorus. The environmental
document must also analyze impacts from
emissions associated with combustion.

. New Statewide Construction General

Permit Takes Effect - Alan Miller

In September 2009 the State Water Board
adopted significantly revised general '
permit requirements for construction
projects in California (other than at Lake
Tahoe) that disturb one or more acres.
The new Construction General Permit
requires applicants to submit all
application and compliance information
through an online registration and
centralized web-based administration
system. In response to State Water Board
notifications and outreach, staff at the
Regional Water Boards have been busy
processing terminations for applicants
enrolled under the prior general permit.
These terminations are for completed
projects where applicants failed to follow
revocation requirements and could be
subject to the more stringent requirements
of the new general permit.

Owners of projects that were not complete
~ or stabilized from erosion and that may
discharge storm water associated with
construction activity are required to go
online and re-enroll for permit coverage,

or may be liable under Clean Water Act
provisions for discharging without a valid
permit. While the Water Boards have
processed many permit terminations,
there remain a substantial number of
incomplete and active projects that have
not enrolled for coverage under the new
permit. At this time, the State-wide
number of permittees failing to re-enroll is
well over 5000; approximately 328 of
those are in the Lahontan Region, and the
majority of those are in the southern
portion of the Region. It is expected that
the State Water Board will take a lead role
in enforcement to track and resolve these
non-filers. \

Silver King Creek Paiute Cutthroat
Trout Restoration Project
Implementation Delayed Until 2011,
Alpine County - Bruce Warden

The Water Board approved an NPDES
permit for California Department of Fish
and Game (CDFG) project in April 2010.
The project involves use of fish toxicant
rotenone to eliminate competing species
as part of a project to restore Paiute
cutthroat trout, a species federally-listed
as threatened. On July 21, 2010, CDFG

issued a press release announcing it has

decided to delay implementation of the
Paiute Cutthroat Trout Restoration Project
in Silver King Creek for the summer/fall
2010 until 2011. The delay is due to
potential contracting difficulties arising
from the lack of a State budget and
spending authority.

USFS Lake Tahoe Basin Management
Unit Blackwood Creek Phase IlIB
Stream and Floodplain Restoration
(Berm Restoration) Project Approved
to Commence Late August 2010 —
George Cella

Lahontan staff has reviewed a Clean
Water Act Section 401 Water Quality A
Certification application, a Notice of Intent
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- to comply with the National Pollutant -
Discharge Elimination System General
Permit for Construction Activities in the
Lake Tahoe Basin (Lake Tahoe
Construction Permit), and a detailed
Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan
(SWPPP) for the USFS Lake Tahoe
Management Unit (LTBMU) Blackwood
Creek Phase |lIB Stream and Floodplain
Restoration (2010 Project). | have issued
a Water Quality Certification Order and a
Notice of Applicability to comply with the
Lake Tahoe Construction Permit.

The 2010 Project involves boulder
stockpiling and native alluvial material
gathering/stockpiling operations, which
will occur in late August. A temporary
road and stream crossing will be
constructed across the main stem of
Blackwood Creek to.harvest the native
alluvial materials from a man-made berm
located within the natural floodplain.
Removing a portion of this berm will
restore currently impacted floodplain
functions, and the harvested and
stockpiled material will be used for
channel and floodplain restoration

upstream of the berm location in 2011. 9.

The 2010 Project work will be completed
before the October 15th grading deadline.

. Compliance with Timber Harvest
Waiver Monitoring and Reporting
Requirements - Anne Holden

The 2009 Timber Waiver contains
requirements to conduct effectiveness,
forensic and winter implementation
monitoring for certain categories of
projects. Monitoring is generally
conducted between November and May,
and reports are due to the Water Board
on-July 15. Compliance with the recent
reporting deadline was very high: thirty
projects had July 15 reporting
requirements, and all 30 project
implementers submitted reports, with only
three reports arriving past the due date.

No significant water quality issues were
noted in monitoring reports, except for the
US Forest Service - San Bernardino
National Forest. Monitoring of the North
Arrowhead Fuel Reduction Project revealed
evidence of sediment delivery to streams
due to off highway vehicle (OHV) trail use in
the project area. Most of the problem areas
have been addressed, and Water Board
staff are working with US Forest Service
personnel to ensure needed improvements
to an OHV stream crossing are made.

The Miller Canyon Fuel Reduction project
in the Silverwood Lake area had several
operational and BMP deficiencies related
to poor contractor performance. The
National Forest hydrologist and fuels
manager inspected the project and
recommended actions and additional
monitoring to address the problem areas.
The US Forest Service, San Bernardino
Forest staff have been proactive in
reporting issues to Water Board staff, and
efforts are proceeding to ensure timely
correction of identified water quality
concerns.

Staff Attend Quarterly Tahoe Forest
Fuels Team Meeting — Doug Cushman

The Tahoe Forest Fuels Team (TFFT)
held a quarterly meeting in August to
discuss challenges and accomplishments
encountered during the 2010 field season.
The TFFT is a group of local, state and
federal land managers and fire protection
districts working together to reduce fire
risk in the Lake Tahoe Region. Issues
addressed included future funding
opportunities and an update on the
development of a comprehensive
database that will allow for better project
tracking and reporting from all of the
Tahoe Basin Fire Districts and
Departments.
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The TFFT is maturing and communication
among the participatory entities is
resulting in increased coordination in
implementing the 10-year strategy to_
reduce the threat to Tahoe Basin
communities from catastrophic wildfire.

Antelope Valley Integrated Regional
Water Management Plan and
Salt/Nutrient Management Plan
Meetings — Jan M. Zimmerman

Beginning in May 2006, member agencies
of the Antelope Valley Regional Water
Management Group (RWMG) have met
and developed an Integrated Regional
Water Management Plan (Plan). The
purpose of the Plan is to develop a

- watershed-based approach for addressing

water supply, water quality, flood control,
land use, and environmental resource
management in the Antelope Valley. The
Antelope Valley Plan was adopted in early
2008. The Antelope Valley RWMG was
originally formed through a Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) among 11 public
agencies for development and
implementation of the Plan. The MOU is
necessary to sustain the Plan and to
support applications for grant funding of
water-related projects in the Antelope
Valley.

Water Board staff attended a meeting of
the Antelope Valley RWMG on July 14,
2010. During this meeting, member
agency representatives gave updates on
the status of several projects described in
the Plan. Los Angeles County provided an
update on the development of the draft
Antelope Valley Area Plan. The effort
focuses on rural preservation through the
effective designation of land uses based on
a number of factors including community
recommendations, environmental
constraints, and economic opportunities.

The remainder of the meeting was spent
discussing potential grant funding
opportunities and selecting projects for the
different grant proposals. Dave Rydman,
Los Angeles County, Waterworks Districts,
provided an update on Proposition 84 grant

. funding. Water Board staff, Cindy Rofer-

Wise, informed the group of other funding
options including Proposition |IE funding for
stormwater related projects. At the close of
the meeting, the Antelope Valley RWMG
voted to apply for Proposition |IE funding
for the Amargosa Creek Project, which will
recharge stormwater in the upper reaches
of the system near the foothills. All were in
favor, with the exception of representatives
of Edwards Air Force Base voicing concern
that the project-will limit the flooding of
downstream on-base lakebeds. The Air
Force utilizes the lakebeds for runways and
the seasonal flooding aids in the
compaction of the soil. The Antelope
Valley RWMG also voted in favor of
applying for Proposition 84 project-specific
grant funds for several Antelope Valley
groundwater banking projects, as well for
planning grant funds, which can be used

_ for the preparation the Urban Water

Management Plan, updates to the Plan and
the development of Salt/Nutrien
Management Plan. '

The Salt/Nutrient Management Plan
coordinators gave an update on the
progress of the water quality assessment.
Jessica Bunker, Los Angeles County,
Waterworks District, presented a map
showing the locations of the existing wells
that will be used in the analysis of the
basin’s assimilative capacity and provided
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an overview of the development schedule.
The Draft Salt/Nutrient Management Plan
is scheduled to be completed by Fall 2013.
Erika de Hollan, Sanitation Districts of Los
Angeles County, provided an overview of
current and future projects that will
evaluated in the assimilative capacity
analysis and informed stakeholders that
they will be asked to provide water use
projections, using 25-year increments, for
their respective projects. The water use
projections will be used in the water quality
assessment. Concerns regarding industrial
producers of salts and nutrients were also
discussed, particularly the use of recycled
water in power plant projects. To address
these concerns, the committee members
suggested that the Salt/Nutrient
Management Plan include land-use
overlays for industrial, agricultural, and
solar facilities. The next Salt/Nutrient
Management Plan committee meeting is
schedule for October 13, 2010.

Hometown America — Los Ranchos
Mobile Home Park — John Morales

The Los Ranchos Mobile Home Park in the
Town of Apple Valley has two package
wastewater treatment plants that work in
conjunction to treat domestic wastewater
from the park. These plants have been the
subject of complaints from residents of the
mobile home park for foul odors emanating
from the treatment plant. Additionally,
violations of Waste Discharge -
Requirements (WDRs) for maintaining
adequate freeboard have been on-going.
Hometown America (owner of the mobile
home park) is currently under a Cleanup
and Abatement Order to come into

“compliance with the WDRs regarding

nuisance odor emissions.

The Discharger has implemented various
operational procedures and installed
additional equipment that has successfully

brought the odor emissions under control.
There were two recent instances where the
residents of the mobile home park have
complained of nuisance odors. Each of
these incidents were of short duration (less
than 4 hours) and related to specific
events. One event occurred during plant
start-up after a power outage in the area. -
The other event was during testing of a
new operational procedure to improve the
plant’s efficiency. The nuisance odors
were adequately controlled after each
event and Hometown America has been in
compliance since.

During the past winter, the Discharger
struggled to maintain freeboard compliance
in the facility’s percolation ponds and
concrete-lined aeration pond. During this
summer season, the Discharger was able
to attain freeboard compliance on both
percolation ponds, but not on the concrete-
lined aeration pond.

The Discharger discovered a faulty
isolation valve installed between one of the
percolation ponds and the concrete-lined
aeration pond. This faulty valve allowed
wastewater to seep from the percolation
pond into the concrete-lined aeration pond,
thus preventing the concrete-lined aeration
pond from complying with free board
requirements. The Discharger recently
reported that the faulty valve has been
repaired and all three existing ponds are in
compliance with Board Order Standards.
Water Board staff will continue to conduct
follow-up inspections to verify conditions at
the treatment plant.

12. Mount Whitney Fish Hatchery NPDES
Discharge Permit Update — Mary
Dellavalle and Patrice Copeland

The QOak Creek watershed received over 7-

inches of rain on one day in July 2008,
which triggered a mud and debris slide
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from the headwaters of Oak Creek. Oak

. Creek flows easterly from the Sierra

Nevada near the town of Independence,
Inyo County. The debris flow altered the
historic Oak Creek channel and destroyed
much of the Mount Whitney fish hatchery
ponds, fish brooding area, and one
residence at the hatchery. Water Board
staff recently received a memorandum from
the California Department of Fish and
Game (CDFG) requesting termination of

- the National Pollutant Discharge

13.

Elimination System (NPDES) Permit for the
Mount Whitney Fish Hatchery. In its
request, CDFG stated that a flood event in
July 2008 destroyed the fish-rearing
capacity of the Mount Whitney Fish
Hatchery, and the only remaining fish are a
few hundred trout in a brood stock pond '
that are kept for public viewing and
enjoyment.

Water Board staff has requested additional
information from CDFG concerning the
current operation at the facility. Based on
our review of the information, Water Board
staff will recommend appropriate regulatory
action for the facility. Current operations
may no longer require an NPDES permit,
but ongoing waste discharges may have
the potential to impact water quality and
may require waste discharge requirements.

George Air Force Base - Jehiel Cass

Site investigation and cleanup is in
progress at the former George Air Force

- Base in Victorville, with the goal of

transferring ownership of the base property
which would allow for other uses. The
Water Board is the state lead agency to
ensure that state requirements for
protection of public health and the
environment are identified and satisfied

.during the cleanup process. Two cleanup

Records of Decision are in place

addressing chlorinated solvents in
groundwater and for landfill closures.

To date about 75 percent of the land at the
former base has been transferred to either
the City of Victorville or the Federal Bureau
of Prisons. The former main base area is
now primarily occupied by the Southern
California Logistics Airport (SCLA),
including an industrial park and air, truck
and (planned) rail transportation centers.

As part of the cleanup oversight, the base
cleanup team (staff from the Air Force, US
EPA and the Water Board) identified the
need to protect potential receptors ,
associated with development and use of
base property from contaminants in soil
and groundwater that will remain until

- cleanup is complete. Because some

cleanup actions will take a long time,
measures are needed to ensure that public
health is protected while contaminants
remain. These measures are needed for

_ base lands and for any areas where

contaminants have moved off site.

Upon property transfer, deeds issued by the
Air Force contain specific restrictions
depending upon the types of cleanup sites

_ 'within the parcel. For sites where vapors

pose an inhalation risk, vapor barriers and
extraction systems are being used to prevent
indoor air exposure. For areas with
groundwater contaminant plumes the base is
proposing the following actions: 1) have a
prescribed cleanup plan along with specific
monitoring report requirements, 2) use deed
restrictions that restrict drinking water well
installation, 3) contaminant plume areas are
flagged by San Bernardino County
Department of Environmental Health staff
when reviewing well permit applications, and
4) groundwater plumes are considered by the
City of Victorville when issuing building
development permits, including whether to
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allow private wells or require hook-up to the
city water supply.

These protections have been developed
through a coordinated approach involving
the Air Force, US EPA and State and local
government. This approach is designed to
provide a “layered” system of protections
that will extend into the future.

Status Update for Sierra Suntower
Generating Station — Christy Hunter

In December 2009, the Water Board
adopted waste discharge requirements for
Sierra Suntower LLC (Discharger), to
discharge wastewater to lined Class Il
Surface Impoundments. The Sierra
Suntower Generating Station is a 7.5-
megawatt solar power generating station
that converts water to steam to run steam
turbines for production of commercial
electricity. The generating station has
been operating intermittently since
December 2009. Wastewater is
discharged to aboveground tanks onsite,
as construction of the Surface
Impoundments and installation of the
monitoring systems have not yet been
completed due to contracting delays.
Wastewater is then trucked to a nearby
wastewater treatment plant for disposal.
Wastewater consists of cooling tower
blowdown water and reverse osmosis
reject water.

At this time, the Discharger is using
groundwater from an onsite well to supply
the plant. However, they propose, and it is
recognized in the WDRs, to eventually use
disinfected recycled water, or tertiary-
treated water, from the nearby Los Angeles
County Sanitation Districts (District),
Lancaster Water Reclamation Plant, when
this water is made available to them and
such use is properly permitted.

The WDRs require that the Discharger
report on the installation of groundwater
monitoring wells by April 1, 2010, and
provide a water quality protection standard
that proposes groundwater constituents of
concern by December 31, 2011. Periodic
quarterly and semi-annual monitoring
reports are also required, including semi-
annual reports of the status of the
installation of the tertiary-treated water
delivery system. On April 28, 2010, Water
Board staff issued a Notice of Violation to
the Discharger for failing to submit the first
quarterly monitoring report and the well
construction report. The Discharger has
since submitted its first semi-annual report,
which states that the tertiary water delivery
system piping design has been completed.
The Discharger plans to submit the final
recycled water system piping plans and
engineering report to the Los Angeles
County Department of Public Health and
the California Department of Public Health
shortly. On August 9, 2010, the Discharger
submitted the monitoring well installation
work plan and sampling and analysis plan
for Water Board staff's review.

The WDRs also require the Discharger to
submit financial assurance instruments that
are acceptable to the Water Board at least
60 days prior to discharge to the Surface
Impoundments. The Discharger
anticipates completion of construction of
the Surface Impoundments and monitoring
systems by November 2011. To date the
Discharger has not submitted instruments
of financial assurance to cover the costs of
closure, post-closure maintenance, or
corrective action for a foreseeable release.

system. US.EPA is coordinating with state
agencies (Department of Toxic Substances
Control and the Water Board) regarding the
work at the site. EPA anticipates
implementation of the workplan by mid-
September and that the work will continue
for about six months.

-~ US EPA staff anticipates that ongoing
oversight activities will be referred to the
state once the objective to eliminate
imminent danger to public health and
environment is achieved.

Another issue regarding this site is
potential adverse impacts to local
groundwater being pumped from individual
residential wells. In response to this
concern, Water Board staff sampled
residential wells in the vicinity of the site in
mid-July. Based on available local and
state agency information, a total of four
domestic supply wells were identified as
wells of interest for being potentially
hydraulically downgradient of the former
NuWay Dry Cleaners site. Of the four wells
identified, staff received permission from
the owners to sample two residential wells.
Samples were analyzed for volatile organic
compounds (VOCs), nitrates, and total
dissolved solids. The laboratory report
indicated that VOCs were not detected
above the method detection limits and the

other constituents analyzed did not exceed -

drinking water maximum contaminant
levels. Staff provided the results to the well
owners.
