SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT AND STIPULATION FOR ENTRY OF (PROPOSED)
ORDER NO. R4-2012-0138-M FOR CAMARILLO SANITARY DISTRICT, CAMARILLO
WATER RECLAMATION PLANT AND CAMARILLO WATER RECLAMATION PLANT
UPGRADE CONSTRUCTION (ORDER NOS. 97-125, 98-027, R4-2003-0079, R4-2003-0080,
R4-2003-0111, R4-2004-0121, AND R4-2007-0010 NPDES PERMIT NOS. CA0053597 AND
CAG994004, C1 NOS. 1278 AND 9007).

Dear Mr. Feng:

Enclosed is a Settlement Agreement and Stipulation for Entry of (Proposed) Order No. R4-2012-
0138-M on Complaint No. R4-2004-0009 (Complaint), Settlement Offer Nos. R4-2008-0068-M,
R4-2008-0111-M, R4-2010-0192-M for mandatory minimum penalties (Settlement Offers) and
alleged effluent violations from October 31, 2010 through August 3, 2011 in the amount of
$864,000 against Camarillo Sanitary District (CSD) for violating waste discharge requirements
contained in Regional Board Order Nos. 97-125, 98-027, R4-2003-0079, R4-2003-0080, R4-2003-
0111, R4-2004-0121, and R4-2007-0010.

In a letter to the Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles Region (Regional Board)
dated March 8, 2012, the CSD proposed a joint resolution of the Settlement Offers and a
Complaint. Of the combined total liability of $864,000, the CSD proposes to contribute $469,500 to
a Supplemental Environmental Project (SEP) as follows: $88,500 of the $162,000 liability for
Complaint No. R4-2004-0009, $138,000 of the $261,000 liability for the Settlement Offer No. R4-
2008-0068-M, $96,000 of the $177,000 liability for the Settlement Offer No. R4-2008-0111-M,
$91,500 of the $168,000 liability for the Settlement Offer No. R4-2010-0192-M, and $55,500 of the
$96,000 liability for the alleged effluent violations from October 31, 2010 through August 3, 2011.

Enclosed for your consideration is Stipulation and (Proposed) Order No. R4-2012-0138-M
(Stipulated Order) for mandatory minimum penalties in the amount of $864,000. If CSD accepts
this Stipulated Order, please complete and return the enclosed Stipulated Order on or before
November 24, 2012.

Federal regulations require the Regional Board to publish and allow the public thirty (30) days to
comment on any settlement of an enforcement action addressing NPDES permit violations (40
C.F.R. section 123.27(d)(2)(iii}).

If no comments are received within the 30-day comment period, and unless there are new material
facts that become available to the Regional Board, the Regional Board Executive Officer may
execute the Stipulated Order assessing the uncontested mandatory minimum penalty amount
pursuant to California Water Code (CWC) sections 13385 and 13385.1.

As noted in Stipulation (III)(17)(a) of the Stipulated Order, the State Water Board received a
payment of $73,500 of the $162,000 alleged in Complaint No. R4-2004-0009. Therefore, CSD
agrees to pay $790,500 in mandatory minimum penalties, of which $469,500 of this mandatory
minimum penalty shall be suspended pending completion of a SEP as outlined in the Stipulated
Order. A payment in the amount of $327,000, including the remaining $321,000 assessment as well
as an additional $6,000 in Regional Board oversight costs, is due and payable no later than thirty
(30) days from the date on which this Stipulated Order is issued.

Section I: Introduction

1.

This is a stipulation between the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control
Board (“Regional Board”) Prosecution Team and the Camarillo Sanitary District
(“Discharger” or “CSD") (hereinafter collectively referred to as “the Parties”) to
resolve alleged violations contained in the Mandatory Minimum Penalty
Complaint (“Complaint”) No. R4-2004-0009, Settlement Offer Nos. R4-2008-
0068-M, R4-2008-0111-M, R4-2010-0192-M (“Settlement Offers”) and alleged
effluent violations from October 31, 2010 through August 3, 2011. The Parties
intend that the terms of this stipulation become incorporated into an Order of the
Regional Board. The Stipulation and the proposed Order shall be referred to as
the Stipulated Order or Order.

Section lI: Recitals

2.

The Discharger owns and operates the Camarillo Water Reclamation Plant
(“Camarillo WRP") located at 150 East Howard Road, Camarillo, California.

Camarillo WRP receives wastewater from the City of Camarillo and
unincorporated sections of Ventura County. Treatment at the Camarillo WRP
consists of comminution, primary sedimentation, activated sludge treatment,
secondary clarification, chlorination and dechlorination.

As required by the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. § 1251 et seq.), the Regional
Board has issued National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System ("NPDES”)
Permits to the Discharger authorizing the discharge of treated wastewater from
the Camarillo WRP, a tertiary wastewater treatment plant.

The Discharger has operated the facility subject to waste discharge requirements
set forth in the following Regional Board Orders:

c.

a. Order No. 78-062 was adopted on May 12, 1978;
b.

Order No. 84-073 was adopted on September 17, 1984, which renewed
Order No. 78-062;

Order No. 90-57 was adopted on May 21, 1990, and rescinded Order Nos.
78-062 and 84-073, respectively. Order No. 90-57 expired on August 10,
1994, but was administratively extended,;

Order No. 96-042 was adopted on June 10, 1996, which imposed effluent
limitations for toxic pollutants on the facility's treated wastewater discharge
and rescinded Order No. 90-057. Order No. 96-042 expired on May 10, 2001,
but was administratively extended;

Order No. 97-125 was adopted on September 29, 1997, which revised Order
No. 96-042 to incorporate provisions from Resolution No. 97-10, Support for
Watershed Management in the Calleguas Creek Watershed. The
modifications to Order No. 96-042 included adding a finding regarding the
Calleguas Creek Characterization Study and adding a footnote to the nitrogen
effluent limitation and to the ammonia receiving water objective. The
expiration date, and all other limitations, requirements, and provisions of
Order No. 96-042 were unchanged and remained in effect;

Order No. 98-027 was adopted on April 13, 1998, which amended Order No.
96-042's effluent discharge limitation for chioride. The expiration date, and all
other limitations, requirements, and provisions of Order No. 96-042 amended
by Order No. 97-125 were unchanged and remained in effect;

Order No. R4-2003-0079 was adopted on June 5, 2003, which imposed new
waste discharge requirements on the facility’s treated wastewater discharge
and rescinded Order No. 96-042 as amended, except for enforcement

~ purposes. Order No. R4-2003-0079 expired on May 10, 2008, but was

administratively extended;

Time Schedule Order (“TSO") No. R4-2003-0080 was adopted concurrently
with Order R4-2003-0079 on June 5, 2003, which provided a schedule for
compliance with certain effluent limitations prescribed in Order No. R4-2003-
0079, including an interim effluent limit for chloride of 190 mg/L;

On December 21, 2005, the Executive Officer of the Regional Board
determined that the waste discharges from the Discharger’s facility met the
conditions to be enrolled under Order No. R4-2003-0111 adopted by the
Regional Board on August 7, 2003, and the facility was so enrolled effective
December 21, 2005. Order No. R4-2003-0111 serves as General NPDES
Permit No. CAG994004 (General National Pollutant Discharge Elimination

- System- Permit and Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges of
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Groundwater From Construction and Project Dewatering to Surface Waters in
Coastal Watersheds of Los Angeles and Ventura Countries), :

j. Order No. R4-2004-0121 was adopted on August 5, 2004, which amended
Order No. R4-2003-0079 numeric chronic toxicity final effluent limitations with
State Water Resources Control Board's (“State Water Board's”) precedential
decision. The expiration date, and all other limitations, requirements, and
provisions of Order No. R4-2003-0079 amended by Order No. R4-2004-0121
were unchanged and remained in effect;

k. TSO No. R4-2007-0010 was administratively issued by the Executive Officer
of the Regional Board on April 2, 2007, which provided requirements to
ensure compliance with final effluent limitations contained in Order No. R4-

2003-0079 and interim effluent limits for total dissolved solids (“TDS") and -

sulfate. TSO No. R4-2007-0010 expired on January 31, 2011;

. TSO No. R4-2011-0126 was adopted on July 14, 2011, which provided
requirements to ensure compliance with final effluent limitations for TDS and
sulfate contained in Order No. R4-2003-0079 and interim effluent limit for total
dissolved solids and sulfate. TSO NO. R4-2011-0126 expires on December
31, 2014, or upon the effective date of a new NPDES permit, whichever date
OCCUrs sooner.

6. On April 29, 2002, the Cities of Simi Valley and Thousand Oaks, the CSD, the
Camrosa Water District, and Ventura County Water Works District No. 1 filed
with the State Water Board a petition for review of effluent limitations for chloride
contained in orders adopted by the Regional Board. The parties also moved for a
stay of the challenged effluent limitations. The State Water Board adopted Order
No. WQO 2002-0017 staying chloride effluent limitations contained in WDRs
issued to the five publicly owned treatment works. The petitions were held in
abeyance until July 15, 2007.

7. In 2003, the Regional Board renewed the NPDES permits for CSD, the City of
Thousand Oaks, and the City of Simi Valley. The permits contained final effluent
limitations for chloride. On July 7, 2003, CSD filed a petition with the State Water
Board seeking, in part, review of the chloride effluent limitations in Order No. R4-
2003-0079 and TSO No. R4-2003-0080. A stay was again requested. On
October 20, 2003, CSD, the City of Thousand Oaks, the City of Simi Valley and
this Regional Water Board entered into a stipulation entitled Stipulation for
Further Order Issuing Stay, which stayed the final chloride effluent limitations in
the NPDES permits, as well as provisions pertaining to chloride limits in the
TSOs, for those three wastewater treatment plants. On November 19, 2003, the
State Water Board adopted Order WQQ 2003-0019 approving and ordering the
stay. The petitions were held in abeyance until November 19, 2006.

8. On September 28, 2008, the State Water Board granted the request to extend
the abeyance period for the Petition for Review of NPDES permits and related
TSOs until July 15, 2008. Subsequent extensions were granted by the State

- Water Board -on April 8, 2008, July 15,2009 and most recently on July 18, 2011.

The current status is that the effluent limitations and TSO are stayed pending
State Water Board disposition of the petitions, and the petltlons are in abeyance
until July 15, 2013.

On April 2, 2007, the Executive Officer of the Regional Board administratively

issued TSO No. R4-2007-0010 to CSD for its Camarillo WRP. The TSO expired ~

on January 31, 2011 and at that time, CSD was not eligible for another TSO
under California Water Code section 13385(j)(3)(B)(i) that would shield CSD from
mandatory minimum penalties for violations of the final effluent limitations for
TDS and sulfate, because Order No. R4-2003-0079 did not contain new, more
stringent or modified effluent limitations when compared to those found in the
previous: permit. S

TSO No. R4-2011-0126 establishes interim effluent limits for TDS and sulfate
and milestones leading to compliance with the final effluent limitations for these
pollutants in Order No. R4-2003-0079. The TSO did nct establish interim effluent
limitations for chloride because the stipulation which stayed the final effluent
limitation for chloride, adopted by the State Water Board’s WQO No. 2003-0019,
is still in effect. TSO No. R4-2011-0126 expires on December 31, 2014, or upon
the effective date of a new NPDES permit for the Camarillo WRP, whichever date
occurs sooner.

Attachment B describes administrative civil liability totaling $864,000 in
mandatory minimum penalties (“MMPs”) for alleged violations of Order Nos. 97-
125, 98-027, R4-2003-0079, R4-2003-0080, R4-2003-0111, R4-2004-0121, and
R4-2007-0010. These alleged violations, reiterated in Attachment C of this
Stipulated Order, are incorporated herein by reference.

A total of two hundred ninety-eight (298) alleged violations of the Board Orders
were determined from the Discharger's self-monitoring reports. The alleged
violations are identified in Attachment C attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference.

a. Complaint No. R4-2004-0009 (Attachment D) resolves administrative civil
liability in the amount of $162,000 for sixty (60) alleged effluent violations,
of which fifty-four (54) are subject to MMPs, of Order Nos. 97-125, 98-027,
and R4-2003-0079 as identified in Table 1.

b. Settlement Offer No. R4-2008-0068-M (Attachment E) resolves MMPs in
the amount of $261,000 for ninety (90) alleged effluent violations, of which
eighty-seven (87) are subject to MMPs, of Order Nos. R4-2003-0079, R4-
2003-0080, R4-2004-0121, and R4-2007-0010.

c. Settlement Offer No. R4-2008-0111-M (Attachment F) resolves MMPs in
the amount of $177,000 for sixty (60) alleged effluent violations, of which
fifty-nine (59) are subject to MMPs, of Order No. R4-2003-0111.

d. Settlement Offer No. R4-2010-0192-M (Attachment G) resolves MMPs in
the amount of $168,000 for fifty-six (56) alleged effluent violations, all of
which are subject to MMPs, of Order Nos. R4-2003-0079, R4-2003-0080,
R4-2004-0121, and R4-2007-0010.

e. Upon review of the self-monitoring reports since the issuance of
Settlement Offer No R4-2010-0192-M, an additional thirty-two (32) alleged
effluent violations totaling $96,000 were added in Attachment C.

The Parties have engaged in discussions concerning the Regional Board
Prosecution Team’s allegations and agree to seftle this matter without

administrative adjudication by presenting this Stipulated Order to the Regional -~ -~ =~ -

Board, or its delegee, for adoption as an order by settlement pursuant to
Government Code section 11415.60. The Parties believe that the resolution
embodied in this Stipulated Order is fair and reasonable and in the best interests
of the public.

A portion of the stipulated penalty amount may be directed to a Supplemental
Environmental Project (SEP) in an amount not to exceed fifteen thousand dollars
($15,000) plus fifty percent (50%) of the penalty amount that exceeds fifteen
thousand dollars ($15,000) pursuant to Water Code section 13385, subdivision

().

Section lll: Stipulations

The Parties incorporate Paragraphs 2 through 14 by this reference, as if set forth fully
herein, and stipulate to the entry of this Order as set forth below, and recommend that
the Regional Board issue this Stipulated Order to effectuate the settlement:

Definitions 7

“Cleanup and Abatement Account” — the State Water Pollution Cleanup
and Abatement Account.

“Designated Water Board Representative” — the representative from the
Los Angeles Water Board responsible for oversight of the SEP. This person is
Ms. Pansy Yuen.

“Milestone Requirement’ — a requirement with an established time
schedule for meeting/ascertaining certain identified measurements of completed
work. Upon the timely and successful completion of each milestone requirement,
an amount of liability will be permanently suspended or excused as set forth in
the description of the SEP below.

“SEP Completion Date” — the date in which the SEP will be completed in

its entirety. -

ADMINISTRATIVE CIVIL LIABILITY FOR MMPS: To resolve by consent and
without further administrative proceedings, the Parties have agreed to the

imposition of EIGHT HUNDRED AND SIXTY-FOUR-THOUSAND DOLLARS - - -

($864,000) in MMPs against the Discharger for alleged violations of the Water
Code and Regional Board Order Nos. 97-125, 98-027, R4-2003-0079, R4-2003-
0080, R4-2003-0111, R4-2004-0121, and R4-2007-0010 as -set- forth in-
Complaint No. R4-2004-0009, Settlement Offer Nos. R4-2008-0068-M, R4-2008-
0111-M, R4-2010-0192-M (Attachments D through G), and alleged effluent
violations from October 31, 2010 through August 3, 2011. The civil liability
includes an initial liability payment of $321,000, less the amount paid by CSD of
$73,500, as referenced in Paragraph 17, below, and a suspended MMP

“administrative civil liability amount of $469,500, pending the completion of the. -

SEP.
Payment and Costs:

a. On February 18, 2004, the State Water Board received payment of $73,500
of the $162,000 alleged in the Complaint No. R4-2004-0009. Consequently,
the outstanding amount due to the State Water Pollution Cleanup and
Abatement Account is THREE HUNDRED TWENTY-ONE THOUSAND
DOLLARS ($321,000). CSD hereby agrees within thirty (30) days of the
effective date of this Stipulated Order, to remit, by check, THREE HUNDRED
TWENTY-ONE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($321,000) in MMPs, herein payable
to the State Water Pollution Cleanup and Abatement Account, and shall
indicate on the check the number of this Stipulated Order.

b. CSD hereby also agrees that within thirty (30) days of the effective date of
this Stipulated Order, to remit, by check, SIX THOUSAND DOLLARS
($6,000) as set forth in Paragraph 23 of Section Ill (Regional Board Oversight
Costs), herein payable to the State Water Pollution Cleanup and Abatement
Account according to the same terms in Paragraph 18.a of this Stipulated
Order.

c. CSD shall send the original signed check(s) to:

d. SEP AMOUNT: CSD shall deposit the remaining FOUR HUNDRED SIXTY-
NINE THOUSAND AND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($469,500) in penalties
" ("SEP Amount” or “Suspended Liability”) in full into a segregated account,
earmarking the SEP Amount and submit evidence of the deposit no later than
30 days following the Regional Board’s execution of this Stipulated Order.
Failure to deposit the full SEP Amount to the segregated account no later
than 30 days following the execution of this Stipulated Order, will result in the
entire SEP Amount immediately due and payable to the State Water
Resources Control Board for deposit into the Cleanup and Abatement
Account. Payment, by check, shall be made in accordance with Paragraph
17 a, above

Description of the SEP

Background: Since the early 1990s, both groundwater levels and salinity have
been increasing in northeastern Camarillo. This area of the Pleasant Valley (PV)
basin is not meeting Basin Management Objective targets for groundwater levels
or water quality. Solutions to the salinity problem will likely be based on a
desalter to remove and treat the high-salinity water. Before ultimate treatment
solutions are implemented, additional monitoring studies are needed to better
determine the hydrology of the area.

SEP Project: The Parties have agreed the SEP Amount will be applied towards
the installation and construction of three new groundwater monitoring wells (MW)
in the PV groundwater basin (SEP Project). The PV basin is a major source of
portable water for the region. The three monitoring wells will be constructed at
the following proposed locations: MW#1 — Appian Way/Ponderosa, MW#2 —
Temple/Lewis Rd., and MW#3 — Camarillo Ranch Rd./Mission Oaks Bivd. (see
Figure 1in Attachment A).

The groundwater hydrology is not well understood because of the lack of
monitoring wells in the area. The three monitoring wells will assist in
understanding groundwater conditions in the north PV basin by allowing for the
collection of groundwater information, including water levels and water-quality.
Additional data would assist in developing regional strategies to better manage
the north PV basin and understanding the connectivity with the surrounding sub-
basin. The monitoring wells will be utilized as part of an ongoing groundwater
monitoring program and efforts toward evaluating a region-wide groundwater
desalter facility.

The Discharger's SEP workplan, Attachment A, shall be incorporated by
reference into this Stipulated Order and satisfies the provisions of the State
Water Board SEP Policy, as outlined further in Attachment A. The SEP meets
the SEP Policy's nexus criteria where there is a relationship between the nature
and location of the violation and the nature and location of the SEP. The project’s

This SEP is a step towards reducing the environmental and public
health impacts of the poor-quality water within the PV basin by providing the
necessary data to implement ultimate treatment solutions, such as a region-wide
desalter. This SEP, therefore, meets the nexus criteria between the alleged
violations and the SEP. "

SEP Completion Date: Exhibit 1 of Attachment A is a project timeline listing the
key tasks, and corresponding duration of each task, along with the milestones of

" the SEP. The Parties have agreed the SEP must be completed by November ----

13, 2013, (SEP Completion Date) provided that the proposed locations of the
monitoring wells remain unchanged and that no right-of-way acquisitions are
required. If CSD is required to obtain a right-of-way or if the proposed location(s)
of the monitoring wells are modified, in order to provide meaningful data to better
understand groundwater conditions, CSD must provide the Regional Board with
a report justifying the need for the right-of-way acquisition and/or the change of
the monitoring well location(s). The Executive Officer or Executive Officer's
delegee has the authority and discretion to extend the SEP Compietion Date
should CSD’s justification report provide a reasonable basis.

Compliance with Applicable Laws: CSD understands that payment of the
stipulated MMP amount in accordance with the terms of this Stipulated Order is
not a substitute for compliance with applicable laws, and that continuing
violations of the type alleged in this Stipulated Order may subject CSD to further
enforcement.

Attorney’s Fees and Costs: Each Party shall bear all attorneys’ fees and costs
arising from the Party’s own counsel in connection with the matters set forth
herein. '

Matters Addressed by Stipulation: Upon signature of the Executive Officer,
this Stipulated Order represents a final and binding resolution and settlement of
the violations alleged in the Complaint, Settlement Offers, and the alleged
effluent violations from October 31, 2010 through August 3, 2011, and all claims,
violations or causes of action that could have been asserted against the CSD as
of the effective date of this Stipulated Order based on the specific facts alleged in
the Complaint or Settlement Offers or this Stipulated Order (“Covered Matters”).
The provisions of this Paragraph are expressly conditioned on the full payment of
the stipulated penalty amount, in accordance with Paragraphs 17 and 23. In

eDescribe the project

Background. The Pleasant Valley (PV) groundwater basin is located in Ventura County. PV
i basin is a sub-basin of the Fox Canyon aquifer, which is the major water-bearing unit in the
: region. Groundwater management responsibilities of the Fox Canyon aquifer are the
responsibility of the Fox Canyon Groundwater Management Agency (FCGMA). Figure 2 shows
the sub-basins located within the FCGMA area.

The PV basin is adjacent to the Oxnard Plain basin and does not have an Upper Aquifer System.
The PV basin is confined by thick fine-grained deposits overlying the aquifers of the basin.
Despite the fault barrier to the west, the Lower Aquifer System (LAS) is in hydrologic continuity
with the adjacent southern portion of the Oxnard Plain basin.!

Historically it was assumed that the LAS of the PV basin was relatively confined and received
little overall recharge across the fault that extends from the Camarillo Hills to Port Hueneme.
However, since the early 1990s, water levels have begun to rise in the northern adjacent basins.
The City of Camarillo (City) has two existing wells (A & B) in the northeast portion of the PV
basin and these wells confirm that rising water levels in northern adjacent basins directly impact
recharge rates, water quality, and water levels in the area. The recharge in the area may be a
result of the uplift and folding of Lower Aquifer units that allow rapid stream flow percolation.
The area where groundwater is rising is located at the north end of the PV basin as indicated in
Figure 3 to reflect the uncertainty of the extent of this area of recharge.”

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The groundwater hydrology of the portion of the PV basin east of the City is not well understood
because there are not many wells drilled in the area. PV basin groundwater information is
gathered from two wells located south of 101 Freeway and east of the City of Oxnard. Along
Calleguas Creek near California State University Channel Islands, water has been produced
historically from aquifer depths that are shallower than the typical LAS well, suggesting that
water-bearing strata are not limited to the LAS in this area.>

The eastern and northeastern portions of the PV basin need to be better understood, and
additional groundwater wells would assist FCGMA develop strategies to better manage the basin
and understand connectivity between sub-basin surrounding it. Past studies have considered the
PV b?sin as largely confined, with perhaps some perched water along a portion of its eastemn
edge.

Basin Management Objectives (BMOs) are quantitative targets used by FCGMA to measure and
evaluate the health of a groundwater basin. BMO targets are set for individual sub-basins and

Problem. Water customers rely on a blend of local groundwater and imported water (40%
groundwater and 60% imported water) for their potable water. Since the early 1990s, both
groundwater levels and salinity have been increasing i northeastern Camarillo. The northeastern

portion of the PV basin, which underlies the City, has experienced an ongoing decline in water
quality and a significant rise in groundwater levels. This area of the PV basin is not meeting

BMO targets for both groundwater level and water quality when compared to those listed in -

Table 1. The high concentrations of salts in the area has reduced the effectiveness of water
blending operations, which has prompted the need to remove one of the groundwater wells from -
regular pumping and decrease pumping from the remaining two wells. This poor-quality water
was likely pulled up along fault zones or other conduits towards the lower pressures of the LAS
aquifer that were created by overpumping of the basin. Where Arroyo Las Posas crosses into PV
basin in the northern area of the City, the increased flows in the arroyo have raised groundwater
levels in the area to historic highs. Coincident with this, water quality has degraded, especially
for the constituents sulfate, chloride, iron, and manganese. As in the South Las Posas basin, this
higher —salinity water will need to be treated for potable or irrigation use.”—— - e

Increased salt concentrations (chloride, sulfate, total dissolved solids) in aquifers underlying the
Arroyo Las Posas in the East Las Posas, South Las Posas, and northern PV basin correspond in
time with rising groundwater levels along the arroyo. This rise in groundwater levels has been
created by increased recharge as natural streamflow was augmented by the addition of the
upstream discharge of treated wastewater and aquifer dewatering projects along the arroyo. The
shallow groundwater levels, which are higher than any historic levels, apparently leach salts
from the previously unsaturated portions of the aquifer. The problem caused by high
groundwater levels in the shallow aquifer has migrated down Arroyo Las Posas across the Las
Posas basin and into the northern part of the PV basin, where water levels have risen and salts
have increased. Solutions to this salinity problem will likely be based on removing and treating
the high-salinity water,

Before ultimate treatment solutions are implemented, additional monitoring and studies are
needed to better determine the hydrogeology of the area. Existing monitoring wells were
decommissioned in 2004 as part of a well destruction program managed by Ventura County.
The information provided by field observations and studies of these monitoring wells will be
integrated into a variety of efforts including future groundwater modeling, and determining the
dimensions and nature of the recharge areas to the PV basin, the amount of groundwater
“mounded” in the northeast PV basin, as well as pumping strategies for treatment solutions, etc.

Solution. Pumping of this poorer-quality groundwater does not affect the main groundwater
basins, any such projects would require monitoring of both water levels and water quality to
determine its effect on adjacent areas of the basins.  Future basin monitoring efforts would
reestablish a network of appropriately distributed wells that will facilitate the observation of
groundwater conditions and assist in verifying the accuracy of a localized groundwater model

Tt is recommended that the monitoring wells be completed at multiple depths (e.g., typ1ca1 U.S.
Geological Survey monitoring well), with each sampled zone sealed from the rest of the well.

CSD would manage the proposed SEP which includes contract management with outside
technical staff, obtain approval from City’s to drill wells within the City’s existing right-o of-way,
prepare design and technical specifications, prepare CEQA document, obtain well drilling permit.
from Ventura County Watershed Protection District, obtain a City encroachment needed by
contractor to place construction equipment and traffic control measures within the City’s right-
of-way, public bidding procedures for construction activity, manage contractor to drill the new
monitoring wells, etc.

The proposed SEP described herein is consistent with the State Water Resources Control Board’s
Policy on Supplemental Environmental Projects (February 2009). The monitoring wells would
be a tool used to evaluate the condition of the groundwater basin, the proposed SEP meets the
Policy’s General SEP Qualification Criteria (Section C.2.c). In addition, the proposed SEP meets
the Policy’s nexus criteria (Section E) in that the project’s nature is related to the type of
violations (i.e., salinity) and the project’s location is within the watershed where the violations
occurred (i.e., the Calleguas Creek Watershed).

Pollution prevention

The information gathered by the monitoring wells would assist in the design and
construction of future groundwater desalter treatment facilities, which are needed to
contain a salt plume located in the north east PV basin.

Environmental restoration

Monitoring wells serve several purposes: 1) assisting future groundwater desalter
operators in fine-tuning operation, providing a basis for compliance with FCGMA water
quality requirements (i.e. best management objects for water levels and water quality),
and providing a level of comfort for other pumpers in the PV basin that groundwater
management strategies are effective.

Once the monitoring wells are drilled, regular monitoring of the wells will be conducted
by Ventura County, as part of the groundwater monitoring program, which monitors
wells on an annual basis for groundwater levels and general minerals. If a groundwater
facility is approved in the PV basin, then the operators of the facility will monitor for
groundwater levels and general minerals as part of the monitoring program required by
FCGMA to determine the effectiveness of the extraction operations.

Public awareness/education

While no pﬁblic outreach or education Iﬁrograms are-plaﬁned for the 'propo'sed SEP, the -
information gathered from the monitoring wells would be submitted with FCGMA as a
tool for determining groundwater conditions in the northern area of PV basin.

Watershed assessment and management

The information gathered from the monitoring wells would be used as a tool for overall
groundwater desalter treatment facilities in the PV basin, and is consistent with
implementation activities for the Calleguas Creek Watershed Salts Total Maximum Daily
Load (TMDL) approved by the RWQCB (2007) and the EPA (2008).

Facilitation Services

The information gathered by the monitoring wells will facilitate many project activities
including: determining groundwater basin conditions, developing specific groundwater
management strategies by FCGMA in order to meet BMOs for PV basin, supporting
future groundwater desalter treatment facilities.

Non-point source program implementation

Non-point source pollution is a leading cause of water quality impairments in California.
Non-point source pollution includes increases in groundwater salinity due to a rise in
groundwater levels and infiltration from upstream high salinity sources. Additionally,
salts imported through irrigation with State Project Water can be classified as non-point
source pollution.

The information gathered by the monitoring wells would assist in future groundwater
treatment facilities used for reducing salts accumulated in the north PV basin.

The information gathered by the monitoring wells would assist in determining groundwater
conditions in the PV basin and future groundwater treatment facilities and in developing
groundwater management strategies for attainment of FCGMA’s best management objectives for
the PV basin. The protection of groundwater supplies in the PV basin is important because these
supplies are used by municipal and agricultural entities in the region, which are also a source
during drought conditions.

The information gathered by the monitoring wells would assist in future groundwater treatment

facilities and in developing groundwater management strategies for attainment of FCGMA’s best
management objectives for the PV basin.

4 Compliance with California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)

CSD Board of Directors would approve the proposed SEP, budget and add it to the
Capital Improvement Program for 2012/13. Once the proposed SEP is approved by the
CSD Board of Directors, staff would then hire a consultant to begin design efforts and
put together design plans and technical specifications for the drilling of the proposed
SEP. Once the design team is hired, well locations would be confirmed in the field, prior
to 50% design completion. Once well locations are confirmed, CSD will prepare a
Categorical Exemption document under CEQA for this SEP, the construction and
installation of monitoring wells. The CEQA document would be filed with the Ventura
County Recorder and a 30-day appeal period would begin. Duration to prepare the
CEQA document is 1 day.

eKey personnel involved with the project

Lucia McGovern, Deputy Director - Environmental for CSD, will be the project manager for the
proposed project for the entire project’s duration and a third-party technical consulting firm
would be hired to perform engineering services and construction services. The project manager
would review the technical specifications prepared by the consultant team at various stages
(50%, 90%, and 100% design efforts) and prepare progress reports to RWQCB on a monthly
basis, financial information would be reported on a quarterly basis. Once the design phase is
completed, the project manager would conduct formal bidding to drill the wells and oversee the
construction contractor to ensure that the wells are drilled per technical specifications. The
project manager may hire a third party construction manager to perform inspection activities,
ensure that schedules are being met, and be the main liaison between CSD and the construction

It is recommended that the monitoring wells be completed at multiple depths (e.g., typical U.S.
‘Geological Survey monitoring well), with each sampled zone-sealed from the rest of the well -~

The approximate depth and screened intervals at each well location as indicated in Table ; the
actual screened intervals will have to be determined after a geophysical log is run between the
time the well is drilled and it is cased. Each screened interval is continuously gravel-packed
from 10 to 20 feet below the screen to 10 to 20 feet above the screen. A bentonite seal is placed
at the bottom of the hole and between each screened interval (Figure 4).

The screen length in a monitoring well can vary from tens of feet (targeting a specific zone
within an aquifer) up to hundreds of feet (targeting most or all of an aquifer’s thickness). Each
end member has its own advantages and disadvantages. The purpose of the recommended
monitoring wells is to determine the salt content in each of the major units and how they change
‘with time. Thus, a relatively thick interval is sampled in each recommended screen interval

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(particularly in the Fox Canyon Aquifer, which is the primary water-producing zone in north PV
basin and is the target of the desalter project). Thus, sampling results should be similar to what

At this time CSD does not anticipate the need to acquire an additional right-of-way because the
three monitoring well sites are all located within the City’s existing right-of-way. If an
additional right-of-way is needed, the schedule may be impacted by an additional 160 days
because of the need to: evaluate land, negotiate purchase price with the owner, and approval of
acquisition with the CSD Board. Measures to minimize impact to the schedule are to confirm
the well locations as soon as possible and ensure it happens early on in the design phase, reduce
review time of design plans from 21 days to 10 days, perform certain design tasks
simultaneously. '

A well drilling permit will be needed for all three monitoring well locations. The permit will be
issued by the Ventura County Watershed Protection District. CSD will apply for the permit and
then a tentative permit is issued; this step takes about 3 days. Prior to work beginning, the
drilling contractor hired would then obtain the final permit by providing a copy of the tentative
permit to the permit office’s field counter person — duration 3 days. Finalizing the well permit
would be accomplished while other contractual documents and technical submittals are being
processed by CSD. Other contract-related tasks (i.e. signing public works contract, obtaining
insurance verification, traffic control, and encroachment permits, etc.) may occur simultaneously
and help in maintaining the project on schedule.

CSD will provide funding for well monitoring during construction, and then funding the well
monitoring efforts will be transferred to either FCGMA or Ventura County so that the new wells
are incorporated into their groundwater monitoring program. Funding for the FCGMA or
Ventura County well monitoring program are paid for by registered well owners in Ventura
County as part of the annual fee structure. If groundwater desalter facilities are built in the
future, then the operators would fund the well monitoring efforts as part of their operations and
maintenance efforts.

CSD understands that after successful completion of the SEP, any funds left over and not applied
toward the cost of the SEP must be turned over to the State Cleanup and Abatement Account.

CSD will provide quarterly progress reports to the RWQCB on the activities undertaken with the
proposed SEP. Before design phase begins, CSD will participate in conference calls twice a
month to provide a status on project. At a minimum, the reports would include a list of all
activity on the proposed SEP for each reporting period, an accounting of funds expended
(reported quarterly), and the proposed work for the following reporting period. The following
provides a list detailing reporting period and due dates for progress reports.

Upon completion of the Panel Hearing, the Hearing Panel shall designate one of the Panelists to
prepare and present the Panel’s written report consisting of findings of fact and proposed decision and

order to the Regional Board.

Ata regularly scheduléd meeting of the Regional Board, the designated Panelist shall present the
Hearing Panel’s report to the Regional Board. The Hearing Panel report shall become a part of the

Upon its consideration ‘'of a decision and Order in the matter, the Regional Board shall accept the
Hearing Panel’s findings of fact, and shall not ordinarily permit additional evidence to be submitted;
however, the Regional Board may take additional evidence and entertain additional argument from
any of the parties as may be necessary if the evidence or argument could not reasonably have been

offered before the Hearing Panel.

The Regional Board shall make an independent review of the record before adopting a final Regional '
Board decision and Order. The Regional Board, at its discretion, may deliberate in open or closg:d

session.

The Regional Board decision and Order may adopt, with or without revision, the proposed decision
and order of the Hearing Panel. '

This Corhplaint to assess the mandatory minimum penalty pursuant to California Water Code
(CWC) § 13385, subdivisions (h) & (i) is issued to Camarillo Sanitary District (hereinafter
Permittee) based on findings of violations of waste discharge requirements prescribed in Order
Nos. 97-125, 98-027 and R4-2003-0079 (NPDES No. CA0053597, CI No. 1278).

The Executive Officer (Executive Officer) of the Regionél ‘Water Quaiity Control Board,
Los Angeles Region (Regional Board) finds the following:

1. The Permittee operates the Camarillo Water Reclamation Plant (hereinafter facility)
located at 150 East Howard Road, Camarillo. The Permittee discharges up to 6.75
million gallons per day (MGD) of wastewater at the facility (Latitude 34°11°40”,
Longitude 119°00°00™), consisting of wastewater treated from an advanced secondary
wastewater treatment plant at the facility. The wastewater is susceptible of containing
total dissolved solids (TDS), suspended solids (SS), chloride, coliform, total residual

- chlorine (TRC), sulfate and other pollutants which can degrade water quality and impact
beneficial uses of water, and which are defined as-wastes under the Porter-Cologne Water
Quality Control Act (CWC § 13000 et seq.). The wastewater is discharged to the area’s
storm drain system and flows to Conejo Creek, a navigable water of the United States.
