ORDER NO. 72-7

WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS
FOR

DE LAVAL TURBINE INC.

ALAllEDA COUNTY

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region,
finds that:

1. De Laval Turbine Lnc . , called the discharger below, submitted a report of
waste discharge dated June 30, 1971.

2. The discharge is described as approximately 1.41 million gallons per day (rngd)
of industrial wastewater from a sand cleaning process and a dust control
system.

3. The wastes are discharged to settling ponds on the discharger's property in
Oakland and then to Elmhurst C'reek which flows into San Francisco Bay.

4. This Board adopted an interim tvater quality control plan for the San Francisco
Bay basin on June 14, 1971.

5. Bene f Lc LaI uses of San Francisco Bay which may be affected by this discharge
are:

Swimming, water skiing, wading, pleasure boating, marinas and fishing

Fish, she Ll.f Lsh , and wildlife propagation and sustenance, and migratory
birds habitat and resting

Navigation channels and port facilities

Esthetic enjoyment

6. This Board has notified the discharger and Interested agencies and persons of
its intent to prescribe waste discharge requirements for the proposed discharge,

7. The Board in a public meeting heard and considered all comments pertaining to
this dIscharge.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, the discharger shall comply with the f ol l owtug :

A. Discharge Specifications

1. The treatment or disposal of waste shall not create a nuisance as defined
in Section 13050(m) of the California Water Code.
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
