
ORDER REQUIRING THE SAN PABLO SANITARY DISTRICT
CEASE AND DESIST DISCllARGING WASTES CONTRARY
TO REQUIREMENTS PRESCRIBED BY THE CALIFORNIA
REGIONAL WATER QUALITY CONTROL BOARD, SAN
FRANCISCO BAY REGION

ORDER NO. 72-57

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay
Region, finds that:

A. On March 26, 1970, this Board adopted Resolution No. 70-27 prescribing
revised waste discharge requirements for the San Pablo Sanitary District.

B. The discharge requirements provide, in part, as follows:

"WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS - WASTE STREAM

The waste discharged from Outfall "B", except as otherwise indicated
below, shall meet these quality limits at all times:

1. In any grab sample:

pH 7.0 minimum
8.5 maximum"

C. Inspeetions by Board staff and discharger I s monitoring data indicate
that the discharger has violated the requirements on effluent pH.

D. On August 22, 1972, at a meeting starting at 9:30 a.m. in the Alameda
County Public Works Building Auditorium, 399 Elmhurst Street, Hayward,
after due notice to the discharger and all other affected persons, the
Regional Board conducted a public hearing at which the discharger
appeared and evidence was received concerning the discharge.

E. The discharger is violating the requirements for effluent pH.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:

A. The San Pablo Sanitary District cease and desist fortlmith from
discharging waste contrary to requirements for effluent pH.

B. The San Pablo Sanitary District is required to provide to the Board by
September 30, 1972, and monthly thereafter a report, under penalty of
perjury, on progress towards compliance with the provisions of this order.
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
