ORDER AMENDING ORDER NOS. 74-136.
76-49 and 77-110 TO ADOPT REVISED
REQUIREMENTS AND TIME SCHEDULE FOR'

NOVATO SANITARY DISTHICT - BAHIA PLANT
MARIN COUNTY

The California Regional j"ater Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region
(hereinafter Board), finds that'

1. The Board, on November 1, 1974, adopted O:rder No. 74-136 (NPllES Permit
No. CA0037435) prescribing waste diseharge requirements and compliance
time schedule.s for Novato Sanitary District (hereinafter discharger)
Bahia Plant.

2. The Board, on May 4, 1976, adopted Order No. 76-49 prescribing revised
waste discharge requirements and compliance time schedule for the
discharger.

3. The Board, on September 20, 1979, adopted Order No. 77-110 prescribing
a revised compliance time schedule for the discharger.

4. The discharger is participating in the Marin-Sonoma Subregional Agency
Study to deve.lop a wastewater management project and achieve compliance
with the effluent and receiving water limitations and prohibitions in
Order No. 77-136. Finalization of the Environmental Impact Report/
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIR/EIS) is anticipated in June
1979.

5. As this project approval is an NPDES permit revision, this Board,
pursuant to Water Code Section 13389, is not required to comply with
the provisions of Chapter 3 of Division 13 of the Public Resources
Code (California Environmental Quality Act).

6. The Board has notified the discharger and interested agencies and
pe.rsons of its intent to proscribe revised requirements fOT the
discharger.

7. Tbe Board, in a public meeting, beard and considered all comments per­
taining to tbis discharge.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, that:

Provisions D.2.b. and D.ll. of Order Nos. 74-136, 76-49, and 77-110 are
amended to read as f oLl.ows:
