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SUBJECT: 	ARROYO  DEL VALLE ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION CENTER & YOUTH CAMP, EAST BAY REGIONAL PARK DISTRICT, ALAMEDA COUNTY – Adoption of Waste Discharge Requirements





DISCUSSION:	East Bay Regional Park District (hereinafter District) has constructed a natural passive wastewater treatment and disposal system to serve a new residential environmental education center and summer youth camp located on a 138-acre site in the Park District’s Del Valle Regional Park (Del Valle Park) at the south end of the Livermore Valley and adjacent to Lake Del Valle and along the banks of Arroyo Valle Creek.





The project area is the former site of a County health center for the treatment of tuberculosis. The property was transferred to the East Bay Regional Park District in 1995. The proposed facilities will serve 225 visitors and staff in residence, throughout the year. During special one-day events, the facilities will serve a maximum of 400 people.





The Youth Camp facilities will discharge an average of 6800 gallons per day (gpd) of domestic wastewater from 225 people (approximately 30 gpcd), with a peak flow of 12,000 gpd during special events, to be treated on-site with sufficient storage to allow irrigation reuse of all effluent. A four pond system (oxidation and wetland ponds) will treat the wastewater to sufficient quality for reuse via subsurface drip irrigation to a constructed plant interpretive area to be used for education purposes.    		.
