San Francisco Dry Dock Inc. and Port of San Francisco, San Francisco, San Francisco County- Permit Amendment 

CHRONOLOGY:
May 25, 1999 - NPDES Permit reissued

June 25, 1999 - Discharger filed Petition with State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) and requested a Stay of Petition

July 07, 1999 - SWRCB held Petition in Abeyance

June 08, 2000 - Discharger withdraw Petition Stay Request

DISCUSSION:
San Francisco Dry Dock Inc., (SFDD) operates a ship repair facility specializing in both government and commercial work.  The facility is located at the foot of 20th Street in San Francisco, immediately adjacent to San Francisco Bay.

The repair and maintenance activities conducted by SFDD include painting, abrasive blasting, hydroblasting fabrication of parts, and cleaning of tanks on board vessels.

On May 25, 1999, the Board reissued the NPDES permit for SFDD (SFDD Permit).  On June 25, 1999, SFDD filed a petition with the State Water Resources Control Board objecting to the ballast water prohibition and the non - cooling water temperature effluent limitation contained in the SFDD Permit.  SFDD believes that the SFDD Permit would prohibit ballast water discharges from vessels in the dry docks and vessels docked else where in the facility.  In addition, SFDD also believes that the Board does not have the authority to regulate the discharge of non-contact cooling water from vessels.

The attached Tentative Permit Amendment contains revised languages that clarify the ballast water discharge prohibition only applies to vessels in the dry dock.  In addition, non-contact cooling water monitoring station location, constituents, and frequency are modified to better characterize the non – contact cooling water discharges.

No Comments were received for this item.  With the proposed modifications, SFDD had indicted it is willing to withdrawn the petition pending before the SWRCB.
