AMENDING NPDES PERMITS FOR THE SEVENTEEN DISCHARGERS CITED: Dublin San Ramon Services District, Fairfield-Suisun Sewer District, City of Hayward, City of Livermore, Napa Sanitation District, Novato Sanitary District, Oro Loma/Castro Valley Sanitary District, City of Palo Alto, City of Petaluma, City and County of San Francisco (Oceanside Treatment Facility), Cities of San Jose and Santa Clara, City of San Leandro, South Bayside System Authority, Cities of South San Francisco and San Bruno, City of Sunnyvale, Union Sanitary District, and Vallejo Sanitation and Flood Control District - Permit Amendments to Incorporate Pretreatment Program Requirements

CHRONOLOGY:
September 16, 1980 - Permits amended to require development of pretreatment programs




September 19, 1984 - Permits amended to incorporate revised pretreatment program requirements




December 13, 1989 - Permits amended to incorporate revised pretreatment program requirements

January 18, 1995 - Permits amended to incorporate revised pretreatment program requirements

DISCUSSION:

The Pretreatment Program is a program whereby publicly owned treatment works (POTWs) regulate industrial discharges into their sewerage systems.  Federal law mandates POTWs with a flow of five million gallons per day, or more, and smaller POTWs having significant industrial discharges to develop and implement a pretreatment program in accordance with federal standards and regulations.  U.S. EPA delegated the Pretreatment Program to the State of California on September 22, 1989.  The Board is the Approval Authority and is responsible for oversight of local pretreatment programs.




The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) proposes to amend the NPDES permits for 17 dischargers to revise pretreatment programs in accordance with Federal and State laws and regulations.  The amendments will allow the Dischargers to submit the influent, effluent and sludge monitoring data electronically which will increase the ability to evaluate the effectiveness of the source control programs.

Comments (Appendix B) have been received on the draft permit amendments from the City of Hayward, City of Petaluma, City of Sunnyvale and South Bayside System Authority.  These comments have been resolved and are incorporated into the attached Tentative Order.
