ADOPTION OF WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS AND WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION FOR WINTER ISLAND RECLAMATION DISTRICT (RD2122) LEVEE REHABILITATION AT WINTER ISLAND, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY
CHRONOLOGY:
Water Quality Certification issued November 26, 1990.
DISCUSSION:
Winter Island Reclamation District (the Discharger) proposes to use dredge material to rehabilitate the levees on Winter Island to the Hazard Mitigation Plan Standard of 7.5 feet above sea level.  Dredge material will be obtained from various projects throughout San Francisco Bay and brought to Winter Island by barge.  The material will be placed directly on the inboard side of the levees and allowed to dry, then graded as appropriate.  The estimated volume to be used at Winter Island over the next five years is approximately 800,000 cubic yards.  This project provides an additional location for the disposal of dredge material and provides material needed for the levee rehabilitation.




The attached Tentative Order includes specific criteria to determine what material is acceptable for placement as part of the levee rehabilitation process, discharge limitations, and monitoring requirements for the dredge material and receiving waters that may be impacted by the runoff from the dredged material. This Tentative Order was circulated to a large group of potentially interested parties and no formal written comments were received. The discharger supports the Tentative Order as included in Appendix A.
