CHRONOLOGY:
July 1977 – Waste Discharge Requirements adopted.
October 1990 –Waste Discharge Requirements updated.


September 1993 –Amendment of Waste Discharge Requirements.
DISCUSSION:
The discharger operates a Class III landfill southeast of the City of Los Gatos.  The Tentative Order serves to update the Waste Discharge Requirements for the landfill.  Periodically, the Board is required to review a facility’s requirements to determine whether changes are needed, or whether the existing requirements are still adequate.   

The Tentative Order updates requirements by adding and/or modifying many of the findings and monitoring requirements to reflect the current status of the landfill.  Updated language from the State regulations for solid waste disposal to land, contained in Title 27 of the California Code of Regulations, is included.  The Tentative Order also requires the discharger to demonstrate that new landfill liners are consistent with approved fill-sequencing plans, as-built construction drawings, and construction quality assurance documents prior to their placing waste on the new liner.  The Tentative Order also specifies the minimum liner requirements consistent with requirements specified for owners and operators of landfills in orders recently adopted by the Board. 

The discharger had initially expressed consent for the Tentative Order and indicated they would be requesting a few minor changes.  Their comments were received late and were not simply minor in nature.  Staff does concur with many of the requested changes, and the Tentative Order has been modified accordingly.  Staff is meeting with the discharger and will have a recommendation at the time of the Board meeting regarding the remaining comments.    We may be providing a supplemental mailing.
