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SUBJECT:
Michael Hamilton, Riverside Recreational Vehicle Park Wastewater Treatment Plant, Unincorporated Santa Clara County

CHRONOLOGY:
The Board has not previously considered this discharge.

DISCUSSION:
Mr. Michael M. Hamilton (Discharger) plans to install and operate a 130–space recreation vehicle park wastewater treatment plant within a 9.9-acre site.  The treatment plant will be constructed and installed by Water Technologies International Corporation (operator) and will be located on the Eastside of Monterey Road between Palm and Bailey Avenues in Unincorporated Santa Clara County.

The treatment plant will have a rated design treatment capacity of 19,200 gallons per day.  The system would consist of a 5400-gallon trash-trap tank, a 5400-gallon surge tank, and an 11,000-gallon sequencing batch reactor.  In the trash-trap tank, the floatables rise to the top of the liquid and the settleables sink to the bottom. The activated sludge in the bottom ¾ of the trash-trap tank remains for the next batch of raw sewage and a small amount of sludge is pumped to a sludge thickening tank after each decant. 

Two leachfields will receive the decanted effluent after it is treated with an ultraviolet disinfection unit. The leachfields will consist of two leach line systems of 772 linear feet of trenches that will be 10 feet deep and 2 feet wide.  The trenches will be 14 feet apart and the total leachfields area will be one half an acre. The use of each leachfield will be alternated about every six months. Final treatment will take place as the decanted effluent percolates into the soil. Up-gradient and down-gradient monitoring wells will be installed in the vicinity of the leachfields to monitor the groundwater.  

The Tentative Order (Appendix A) permits the construction and operation of the proposed wastewater treatment plant and the onsite discharge of the treated wastewater and establishes a self-monitoring program for the treatment plant.
