ULTRAMAR, GOLDEN EAGLE REFINERY, MARTINEZ, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY – Amendment of NPDES Permit (Order No. 00-011)

CHRONOLOGY:
February 2000  - NPDES Permit reissued.

DISCUSSION:

Ultramar Inc. owns and operates its Golden Eagle Refinery at Martinez.  Process water together with contaminated stormwater are treated at the refinery’s wastewater treatment plant prior to discharging to Suisun Bay.  

In March 2001, the State Water Resources Control Board adopted Order No. WQ2001-06 (Remand Order) remanding several portions of the Regional Board Order No. 00-011 which re-issued Ultramar’s NPDES Permit.  The Remand Order stated that the existing permit should be amended if Ultramar requests to do so.  On August 31, 2001, Ultramar submitted a letter requesting two changes to the existing permit.  These changes are highlighted in the attached Tentative Order. 

Contra Costa County Building and Construction Trades Council contests the deletion of the implementation portion of the waste minimization program from the existing permit.  Board staff’s response is that the deletion is at the direction of the State Board’s Remand Order and to comply with Water Code section 13263.3.
