PORT OF OAKLAND, GALBRAITH DREDGED DISPOSAL SITE, OAKLAND, ALAMEDA COUNTY – Hearing to Consider Imposition of Administrative Civil Liability or Referral to the Attorney General for Violation of Waste Discharge Requirements Discharge of Leachate to Surface Water 






  DISCUSSION:


The Port of Oakland (the Port) owns the Galbraith Dredged Sediment Disposal Site (Galbraith). Galbraith is located immediately south of the Oakland Airport.  Prior to being used as an upland sediment disposal site, Galbraith was an active golf course, a majority of which is underlain by the former San Leandro landfill.

During June and July 2000, after completion of upland sediment disposal at Galbraith, the Port's contractor began dewatering two test pits and a trench as part of a subsurface evaluation of conditions for a reconstructed golf course at the site. Unfortunately, this dewatering resulted in the illegal discharge of landfill leachate to waters of the State. 

Based on the Port’s violations of its waste discharge requirements and the State Water Code, staff issued an administrative civil liability complaint (Appendix A) to the Port on August 28, 2001.  In this
 Complaint, staff proposed administrative civil liability in the amount of $107,200, which included $7,200 in staff costs.
In a letter dated October 9, 2001, the Port waived its right to a hearing on the Complaint and agreed to pay the proposed liability.
