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SUBJECT:
CITY OF PALO ALTO, WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, SANTA CLARA COUNTY – Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

DISCUSSION:
There were four effluent violations of the City’s NPDES permit limit during the period between December 22, 2000 and December 31, 2001. All four violations were caused by exceedances of the chlorine residual limit.  These are serious violations, and are subject to a mandatory penalty for a total minimum penalty of $12,000.  Since the chlorine residual limit violation on June 29, 2001 is the first serious violation in a six-month period, the City is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project or a pollution prevention project in lieu of $3,000 of the penalty.  The City has signed the waiver to a Board hearing and has recently proposed a supplemental environmental project for staff review.
