MANDATORY MINIMUM PENALTY

IN THE MATTER OF

MT. VIEW SANITARY DISTRICT

CONTRA COSTA COUNTY

This Complaint to assess mandatory minimum penalties pursuant to California Water Code Section 13385 is issued to the Mt. View Sanitary District (hereinafter the discharger) based on a finding of violations of Waste Discharger Requirements Order No. 00-086 (NPDES No. CA0037770).

The Executive Officer finds the following:

1. On August 16, 2000, the Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region, (Regional Board) adopted Waste Discharge Requirements Order No. 00-086 for the discharger to regulate discharges of waste from their treatment plant.

2. Water Code Section 13385(h)(1) requires the Regional Board to assess a mandatory minimum penalty of three thousand dollars ($3,000) for the first serious violation in any six-month period or in lieu of the penalty require the discharger to spend an equal amount for a supplemental environmental project or to develop a pollution prevention plan.

3. Water Code Section 13385(h)(2) defines a serious violation as any waste discharge of a Group I pollutant that exceeds the effluent limitation by 40 percent or more, or any waste discharge of a Group II pollutant that exceeds the effluent limitation by 20 percent or more.

4. Order No. 00-086 includes an interim monthly average concentration effluent limitation of 0.019 (g/l for mercury.

5. The Complaint alleges there was one violation of effluent limitations of your NPDES permit during the period between January 1, 2001 and December 31, 2001: monthly average mercury result on April 30, 2001 was 0.032 (g/l, which exceeded the limit of 0.019 (g/l.  The exceedance of mercury limit is a serious violation, as it is a Group II pollutant and exceeds the effluent limitation by more than 20 percent.  

6. The total amount of the mandatory minimum penalty for this violation is $3,000, for the serious violation that occurred on April 30, 2001.

THE MT. VIEW SANITARY DISTRICT IS HEREBY GIVEN NOTICE THAT:

1. The Executive Officer of the Regional Board proposes that the discharger be assessed a mandatory minimum penalty in the amount of $3,000.

2. A hearing shall be held, by the Regional Board, on February 27, 2002, unless the discharger agrees to waive the hearing and pay the mandatory minimum penalty of $3,000 in full. 

3. In lieu of the $3,000 penalty for the first serious violation the Executive Officer may allow the discharger to complete a pollution prevention plan or conduct a supplemental environmental project approved by the Executive Officer. The discharger must make such a request by February 4, 2002. 
4. The discharger may waive the right to a hearing. If you wish to waive the hearing, please check and sign the attached waiver and return it and a check made payable to the State Water Resources Control Board for the full amount, or propose a supplemental environmental or pollution prevention project as described above for the Executive Officers approval within 30 days of signing the waiver.
