SUBJECT:	Sewerage Agency of Southern Marin, Mill Valley, Marin County  – Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State





CHRONOLGY:  	No previous MMPs. 





DISCUSSION:	Sewerage Agency of Southern Marin (SASM) has violated its NPDES permit effluent limitations for settleable matter two times during the period between January 1, 2000 and July 1, 2001. Both violations are serious.





The Complaint (Attachment A) imposes a Mandatory Minimum Penalty (MMP) in the total amount of $6,000.	


For the first serious violation in a six-month period, the District is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project (SEP) or a pollution prevention project in lieu of $3,000 of the penalty.  SASM has signed the waiver to a Board hearing and intends to undertake an SEP.
