CITY AND COUNTY OF SAN FRANCISCO, SAN FRANCISCO INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT, INDUSTRIAL WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, NORTH BAYSIDE SYSTEM UNIT, SAN MATEO COUNTY – Reissuance of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:      
September 1992 – Permit reissued




December 1998 – Permit amended




DISCUSSION:



The City and County of San Francisco, San Francisco International Airport (Discharger) owns and operates the Industrial Wastewater Treatment Plant (IWTP), which treats industrial wastewater from facilities at the airport as well as storm water runoff from industrial areas.  The IWTP currently discharges about 0.88 million gallons per day (mgd) of treated wastewater into Lower San Francisco Bay through a submerged diffuser about 5300 feet offshore.  

This NPDES Permit is unique as it combines the NPDES, General Stormwater, and Construction Stormwater requirements to address the discharge of the treated industrial wastewater and stormwater.   

The attached Tentative Order proposes final effluent limitations for: nickel, Dieldrin, 4,4-DDE, and Bromoform.  Interim limits are proposed for copper, mercury, and beta-BHC.  An interim performance-based mass limit for mercury is also proposed.  

We only received comments from the Discharger and staff has resolved most of the Discharger’s comments.   To support and accommodate the Discharger’s practice of treating stormwater,  Board staff proposes an alternate method to determine compliance with the BOD percent removal requirement, and has established a flow-based exemption to comply with the interim mercury mass limit.
