DISCUSSION:	Castrol operates a petroleum lubricant storage, blending, and packaging facility in Contra Costa County. 





Since 1987, Castrol has discharged all the wastewater permitted by the NPDES Permit to the City of Richmond’s sanitary system.  These discharges consist of stormwater and extracted groundwater.





Since Castrol has not needed nor used its NPDES Permit, this Permit should be rescinded.
