DISCUSSION:
The Old Pleasanton Landfill was closed in 1976 and is owned by Pleasanton Garbage Service, Inc.  The landfill covers approximately 13 acres of an irregularly shaped 23-acre parcel, located within the City of Pleasanton.  Land use at the site is currently open space while adjacent land use consists primarily of residential homes.  

The primary purposes of this Tentative Order are to update the existing Waste Discharge Requirements, to implement corrective action for an identified discharge of volatile organic compounds into groundwater, and to assure compliance with the appropriate portions of Title 27 of the California Code of Regulations.  

The discharger submitted comments on December 21, 2001 and January 25, 2002.  Staff has incorporated the appropriate comments into the Tentative Order.  The discharger has indicated acceptance of the Tentative Order.
