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SUBJECT:

LUST CLEANUP PROGRAM - CASE CLOSURE STATUS REPORT 

DISCUSSION:
Attached is a table summarizing the closure status of leaking underground fuel tank (UST) cases for local agencies and the Regional Board within the nine counties under this Regional Board's jurisdiction as of February 28, 2002.  The agencies overseeing UST cleanup include seven Local Oversight Program (LOP) agencies, five Local Implementing Agencies (LIA), and the Regional Board. 




Santa Clara Valley Water District has closed the most cases since our last report.




This Report is a continuation of our earlier case closure report which was suspended in September 2001 to allow for the recent Lustis - Geotracker Transition in which local agencies will be doing their own data entry for their cases.  Although this report has not been published for several months, Board staff has been continuing to input data.




The LOP agencies are nearing completion of their transition to Geotracker. Currently, San Mateo County, Solano County, Sonoma County, and the Santa Clara Valley Water District are expected to take over full responsibility for tracking of their tank data on Geotracker within the next two weeks. The remaining LOP agencies are expected to follow shortly thereafter once they complete their process of reconciling and testing their data uploads to Geotracker. 




As to the LIA Agencies, Regional Board staff is working with these agencies to encourage them to manage their own data also. Most of the agencies have expressed interest in participating in this program. It is hoped that their transition to Geotracker will occur within the next few months.
