Concord staff, in their daily activities of maintaining the stormwater system, looks for sources or evidence of illicit discharge.  These are identified 

by unusual color, cloudiness, or odor or telltale marks, or discoloration on pavement or storm drain facilities.  Illicit discharge is also identified as 
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discharge during dry weather when there should be no discharge to the drainage system.  Trash capture devices are cleaned two times per year.  

Storm drain inlets (8,000) were inspected and cleaned if needed, in addition to two miles of V-ditches and open channels, and six miles of 

roadside ditches and watercourses including: inlets, culverts, and a trash rack.  Any problems were corrected immediately.  City staff also 

investigates complaints/observations called in by residents.

The City of Concord’s illicit discharge complaint and response program is implemented as follows: public calls and staff encounters are 

documented on a call out work order as soon as the information is received.  Staff evaluates availability and either dispatches City staff or 

contacts an on call contractor (Junk Pros).  For this past FY, Concord received no complaints that were unsubstantiated in the field.  City staff 

responded to three spills, each occurring during dry weather which allowed staff to immediately clean up the spills before they reached the storm 

drain system.

Development Committee and participated in the BASMAA Development Committee.  Concord now trains/re-trains the inspectors every other year

 The Trash Generation and Trash Management Area maps are included in the Long-term Plan. 

 272 Full Trash Capture devices have been installed in areas identified in the trash generation map as being medium and high trash 

generation areas.  

       The publicly owned devices that are in the ground and online are REM – Triton Bioflex Drop Inlet Trash Guards. These are full capture 

devices. 

 The Private devices are predominately bio-retention facilities with a couple sites that have proprietary devices.  

       A map that includes locations of all full capture devices installed (private and public) to-date and associated treatment areas, trash 

generation rates/areas, creek trash hot spots, and trash management areas defined to-date has been developed and is included in the 

Long-term Trash Plan.

Discussion of Trash Reduction Estimate: 

 

The City of Concord estimates that it has achieved an overall trash reduction percentage of 34% within its Moderate to Very High trash generation areas.  This is based 

on the 3% Jurisdiction-wide Estimated Trash Reduction, plus a calculated 22% reduction in trash generation from full trash capture devices, an additional 9% reduction 

in trash generation due to other reduction measures, including the Adopt-a-street program in addition to City and volunteer on-land cleanups. 

 

The City of Concord’s assessment methods used to estimate the 34% reduction are based on actual trash load reduction achieved on a conservative level. Volumes of 

trash collected have been multiplied by multiplication factors that are described in each specific TMA. These adjustment factors have been used to better quantify the 

actual reduction jurisdiction-wide. It is likely that there may be additional on land cleanups that have not been included in this calculation and may be added in 

coming reports. The City of Concord has strategically placed full trash capture devices in very high and high trash generating areas within TMA’s 1-5 that are part of 

the first phase of the Long-Term Trash Reduction Plan. The City of Concord has a strong community volunteer base that participates in on land cleanup through the 

Adopt-a-street program. This program alone accounts for approximately 10-12% of trash reduction.
