Summary:

The City of Lafayette Public Works Services continues to contract with MCE Corporation and several other contractors for landscape 
maintenance, catch basin inspection and cleaning, litter removal, storm patrol and cleanup, street sweeping, minor road repairs, sign repairs and 
graffiti removal. City and contract staff are required to follow NPDES permit requirements. Parks municipal operations are maintained by the City’s 
Park Maintenance Specialist. The City contracts with the Contra Costa County Building Inspection Department (CCCBID) to perform building code 
plan-check and inspection services.  Business inspections are conducted by the Central Contra Costa Sanitary District. 
 
Street sweeping and storm drain cleaning significantly reduce the amount of debris and trash that could potentially enter the storm drain system 
and that could cause flooding within the City during major storms. Calls from residents and/or businesses with concerns about possible spills or 
discharges to storm drains or other waterways and creeks are investigated. While creeks are typically inspected on a 5-year rotational basis, in FY 
2013-2014, the Creek Inspection Program was doubled; a list of creeks inspected in fiscal year 2013-2014 is attached. The Creeks Committee 
provides an advisory role to the City, providing information and advice regarding creeks planning, protection, and enhancement. 
 
The City’s contractors maintained and cleaned the 38 full trash-capture devices in the downtown area which were installed in Fiscal Year 2011-
2012.  
 
The City strives to provide updated educational information and stormwater pollution prevention requirements to City contractors, businesses and 
residents throughout the year through various means such as City-wide events, brochures, information available at City Hall and at the City 
Community Center, and on the City’s regularly updated and newly redesigned web site.

Portions of Lafayette Creek and of Las 
Trampas Creek are City owned and maintained by Public Works, and portions of Las Trampas and Grizzly creek are owned and maintained by 
Parks and Recreation. During the 2013-2014 fiscal year, enhanced Creek Inspection protocols were enacted; Public Works staff inspected Reliez 
Creek, Old Jonas Creek, Lafayette Creek, and the City maintained portions of Las Trampas Creek and Grizzly Creek. Inspection showed the City-
maintained creeks to be in overall good condition; consultants were brought in to assess areas of concern, and Public Works Staff performed the 
necessary cleanup/ abatement measures as budget allowed.

Attached maps show the 
locations of the devices and the approximate land area treated by each device, as well as the approximate trash generation rates within the 
treatment area. Additionally, the City’s Public Works Corporation Yard surface drainage is contained and drains to a LID Facility. Total land area

The City had several small, high trash generation areas. These areas have been found to have very little litter and litter found at the sites has been picked up. Several 
follow-up inspections have been performed. One site that has had recurring litter is being inspected with litter picked up weekly, as needed, by the City’s 
maintenance crew. Existing medium trash generating areas in TMA 2 have been assigned a generation rate at the lower end of the “medium” generation rate scale, 
based on on-land assessments of TMA 2.  Remaining medium trash generating areas are being further evaluated by on-land trash assessments and many are being 
found to be low trash generating. Maps will continue to be corrected to reflect these changes. The majority of the Moderate and high-moderate trash generating 
areas are treated by full trash capture devices. The remaining Moderate trash areas are continually monitored and inspected, their generation category changed 
accordingly.  
Full Trash Capture devices are the major factor in trash load reduction. Annual Creek cleanups are the second highest contributor to load reduction. Ongoing on-land 
pickup efforts are now being tracked in TMA 2 and will count towards future reporting years. Installation of new trash bin containers results in an increase of trash being 
disposed of properly in TMA 2.  
 

Discussion of Trash Reduction Estimate: 
As the majority of the trash load reduction comes from quantifiable actions (e.g. full trash capture, reportable quantities removed from cleanup 
efforts), the certainty of the reduction is high. The only professionally guessed reduction values come from the installation of the new container bins; 
these values were assigned a very conservative reduction amount and thus provide a minor overall trash load reduction. Thus, the certainty of our 
Trash Load Reduction percentage is high.
