Program Highlights and Evaluation 
Highlight/summarize activities for reporting year: 

 

Summary:   (See the Fiscal Year 2009 – 2010 Group Program Annual Report for a summary of activities conducted countywide and regionally on 

our behalf.) 

 The City of Walnut Creek is a member of the Municipal Operations Committee (of the Contra Costa Clean Water Program/CCCWP) and a 

member of the Municipal Operations and Trash Reduction Committee (of the Bay Area Stormwater Agencies Association/BASMAA).  

 The City’s commitment to pollution prevention is outlined in the Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) prepared for its main 

Corporation and three maintenance yards. This fiscal year, we updated the SWPPP document to meet the provisions of the City’s Municipal 

NPDES Regional Permit. The SWPPP along with other reference documents are made available at all Corporation and maintenance yards. 

 To verify that best management practices (BMPs) were implemented in daily activities, annual audits were performed in August and 

September 2009 at all four locations (the City’s main Corporation Yard, Boundary Oak Golf Course maintenance yard, Heather Farm Park 

maintenance yard, and Traffic Operations Center). Deficiencies were noted and corrected (see Table C.2.f below). 

 Most municipal maintenance activities are performed by the Clean Water crew, which consists of four full-time employees of the Street 

Maintenance Division. They are responsible for the street sweeping, drainage maintenance, and routine dry-weather inspections. They 

perform these stormwater-related activities throughout the year according to an established schedule. 

 Stormwater best management practices for construction activities were required in all capital investment projects (CIPs) through contract 

specifications, pre-construction meetings, and regular construction inspections. In this permit year, the City constructed three roadway related 

maintenance projects. A copy of “Pollution Prevention – It’s Part of the Plan” poster was attached to each project’s construction plans. 

 The City swept a total of 13,100 curb miles in this fiscal year and removed 1,850 cubic yards of debris from street sweeping activities. 

Additionally the City inspected 4,172 storm drain inlets, 113 culverts, 23 trash racks, 13 miles of V-ditches and 18 miles of open channels; our 

crews cleaned these facilities at least once a year.  A total of 85 cubic yards of debris were removed from these drainage structures. 

 In November 2009, the NPDES Coordinator gave four trainings to sixty staff members from Public Services Department and Building Division on 

spills responses, installing erosion and sediment control measures at their work areas and updates on the new Municipal NPDES Regional 

Permit. Staffs were trained to use the telephone tree to route phone calls when dealing with major spills and other environmental-related 

concerns.

Comments: 

Appropriate best management practices (BMPs) were implemented during street and sidewalk repair and maintenance. Prior to the work, nearby 

storm drain inlets were protected. Stockpiled materials, if any, were placed away from inlets. Regular sweeping was conducted to remove debris 

from entering inlets. Upon completion of the work, slurry and wastewater were removed with a portable vacuum and disposed of properly. These 

best management practices were highlighted in the “Pollution Prevention – It’s Part of the Plan” poster that was included with the construction 

standard specifications and plans.

Comments: 

The City’s maintenance staff person responsible for flat-surface cleaning activities is a BASMAA-certified surface cleaner. He is trained to contain 

and properly dispose of wastewater during cleaning of sidewalks, plazas, parking lots and parking garages. This staff and NPDES Coordinator 

provided in-house training to staff of Public Services Department and Building Division on surface cleaning best management practices. 

BASMAA’s surface cleaning BMPs brochure was used as a reference document. This brochure was distributed to other City staff who perform 

surface cleaning as part of their routine works. All divisions within Public Services Department either own or have access to a portable Vacuum 

unit that can be used to remove wastewater during cleanups.  

Three of the four municipal maintenance yards have a wash pad equipped with a 3-chamber oil separator with a connection to the sanitary 

sewer system. At these pads maintenance staff disposed of wastewater collected during these activities.

Comments: 

The same Maintenance staff person responsible for activities outlined in Section C.2.b is also responsible for graffiti removal. He is a BASMAA-

trained and certified surface cleaner. Most graffiti was removed by painting over the affected surface. If washing is required, staff blocked nearby 

inlets to prevent wastewater from entering. In all cases, a portable vacuum unit was used to remove debris and wastewater. 

 

The City typically contracts out maintenance of public bridges and includes a reference to Caltrans’ Stormwater BMPs Guideline for such work in 

the contract standard specifications. Extra precaution was exercised when maintaining a bridge over a waterway. A barrier was placed under 

the working area to catch any debris that may otherwise fall onto the waterway below. In FY 2009-10 there was no maintenance project for 

bridges and other structures.

Comments: 

The Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) for the City’s Corporation and three municipal maintenance yards was recently updated in 

April 2010. The document identified potential sources of pollutant discharges at each site, described the implementation of best management 

practices to reduce and prevent pollutant discharges as well as spill responses. The document identified the Implementation Committee 

responsible for updating, reviewing and overseeing BMPs implementation. Consistent with the recently adopted MRP, this document referred to 

applicable BMPs described in the Caltrans Storm Water Quality Handbook: Maintenance Staff Guide and the California BMPs Handbook for 

Municipal Operations. The SWPPP and reference documents are made available at each Corporation and maintenance yard location.  

 

In August and September 2009, NPDES Coordinator inspected all four yards. Deficiencies were noted and shared with the respective supervisors 

who made the corrections promptly. Part of the inspection was to assure that each facility is equipped with spill kits easily accessible to staff. Most 

City vehicles and equipments have spill kits. Locations of the kits were made known to Public Services staff. 

 

At least once a year, NPDES Coordinator provided in-house training to City staff on storm water-related topics. In October 2009, the training 

focused on surface cleaning best management practices (BMPs) followed by a field demonstration. Sixty-one staff members from Public Services 

Department and Building Division attended four sessions of the training. Staffs were trained to use the telephone tree to route phone calls when 

dealing with major spills and other environmental-related concerns. Future training (in FY 2010-11) will go over the revised Storm Water Pollution 

Prevention Plan and pertinent reference documents.

Summary: 

 

 The City of Walnut Creek is a member of the New Development and Redevelopment Committee as well as the C.3 Implementation Work 

Group (of the Contra Costa Clean Water Program). 

 The City incorporated policies and implementation measures into the General Plan 2025 to protect water quality by reserving and enhancing 

open space, parks, creeks and sensitive areas. As outlined in the General Plan, the City supports a regional planning effort to develop”smart 

growth” initiatives, which encourages more mixed-used development within existing urban areas, higher density and encourage alternative 

transportation. 

 Engineering and Planning staff received information and training on new development and redevelopment performance standards from 

NPDES Program Coordinator and through Contra Costa Clean Water Program workshop. At follow-up meetings, staff identified permitting and 

tracking processes that need to be revised including: 

o Modified permit processing checklist and Engineering Division’s General Notes. 

o Modified PermitPlus, the permit issuance tracking database used by Planning, Engineering and Building divisions, to incorporate 

milestones and critical project elements as required by Provision C.3 of the MRP (see Attachment C.3.a-1). 

o Modified Site Development Permits brochure and other handouts to include new development and redevelopment performance 

standards. See Attachment C.3.a-2 for updated brochure of Stormwater C.3 requirements. 

o Distributed outreach letters to project applicants informing them of the new requirements under the MRP. 

o Modified the City's Clean Water Program and Engineering websites to include the new requirements under the MRP. Check the 

following link at www.walnut-creek.org/citygov/depts/ps/cleanwater/permitreq.asp for Provision C.3 requirements. 

  In reviewing projects that were covered under Provision C.3, staff encouraged project applicant to minimize impervious surfaces, clustered 

development, direct roof runoff to landscape areas and minimize disturbance to natural drainage. To reduce pollutants generated from a 

project, project was encouraged to install appropriate structural BMPs for trash enclosure area, loading dock, service maintenance bay and 

others. These site design and source control measures were tracked under the project information to help with future inspections. 

 In this permit year, there were 14 projects that were under Provision C.3 requirements; four of which were not active due to an economic 

downturn. Staff reviewed the general development plan and Stormwater Control Plan (SCP). Each plan includes information on the party 

responsible to operate and maintain the facilities, type of source controls and stormwater treatment facilities that were constructed on site 

and their maintenance requirement for each facility.

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 With the City being held responsible for effective operation and maintenance of the stormwater treatment facilities, they had to be 

constructed properly.  City inspectors and engineering staff used an inspection checklist (Stormwater Treatment Facilities Construction 

Inspection Checklist) to ensure major milestones such as site layout, underground pipe installation and soil media mix were properly inspected. 

This checklist enhanced communication among contractor, City inspector and engineering staff, especially during construction of critical 

elements. Detailed explanation of items to be inspected at each major milestone was included to provide clarification and consistency 

among inspectors. See Attachment C.3.a-3 for a checklist of stormwater treatment facilities construction. 

 Project owner entered into an agreement with the City to ensure maintenance and operation of their on-site treatment facilities as well as to 

provide City staff access to inspect them in the future. This O&M agreement was recorded and filed along with its Stormwater Control Plan. 

Prior to inspecting the site, City inspector or staff conferred the agreement and plan to obtain additional information such as how many bio-

swales were constructed, type of media filter and type of maintenance needed for each treatment facility. 

 

 

 

To provide a visual demonstration for general public and project 

applicants of a stormwater treatment facility, an Engineering staff built 

a demonstration model of a bio-swale. This model was displayed near 

the City Hall’s Permit Counter; it was loaned to City of El Cerrito and 

Contra Costa Clean Water Program to be displayed at their events.

Summary: 

 Starting in July, NPDES Coordinator mailed out reminder letters and inspection forms to owners of projects with on-site stormwater treatment 

facilities to start their inspection and verification process (see Attachment C.3.h.iv-1 for the annual operation and maintenance inspection 

report). Owners would have to return either the completed inspection form or third-party verification to the City by October 1st. 

 Deficiencies found during the initial self-verification had to be corrected prior to submittal to the City or in the case of a major repair; property 

owner was encouraged to initiate a discussion with NPDES Program Coordinator to discuss their special circumstance. City staff followed up 

with inspections to ensure those structures functioned as intended. Inspections of stormwater treatment facilities were logged in a system. 

Currently a simple spreadsheet was used to track inspection activities. NPDES Coordinator is working with Engineering staff to evaluate a 

better tracking system. See Table C.3.h.iv.(1) below for detailed information. 

 For bio-retention areas, one common problem encountered was due to placement of bark or chipped wood (as a way to control weeds) on 

the basin bottom adjacent to a storm drain inlets. These materials could easily be washed off into the inlets by sprinkler irrigation or rains. City 

staff recommended that ground landscapers replacing these materials with larger gravel or river rocks. Other problem dealt with not  
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maintaining slopes of the retention basin either through over-growth vegetation or eroded slope from prior storms. In a few locations, 

landscapers placed bark or chipped wood (as a way to control weeds) on the basin bottom adjacent to a storm drain inlets. These materials 

could easily be washed off into the inlets by sprinkler irrigation or rains. City staff recommended replacing these materials with larger gravel or 

river rocks. 

 This is the first year the City inspects these stormwater control facilities. We do not have prior data to compare the inspection records with. 

 

(3) On an annual basis, provide a discussion of the effectiveness of the O&M Program and any proposed changes to improve the O&M Program 

(e.g., changes in prioritization plan or frequency of O&M inspections, other changes to improve effectiveness program).   

Summary: 

 Staff learned that by sending a reminder letter and an inspection form to project owners in July, the owners had plenty of time to schedule a 

self-verification and maintenance or repairs, if needed.  NPDES Program Coordinator scheduled a follow-up walkthrough with the project 

owner (or representative) and their maintenance staff after the deadline of October 1. The goal of the walkthrough was to familiarize 

everyone with the inspection, reporting process and to discuss maintenance issues that came up during the self-verification.  The walkthrough 

was used as a lesson-learned for next-year inspection.  

 As the number of inspections grow, the current tracking system using an excel spreadsheet is not an ideal method for City staff to compile 

inspection activities. We are currently evaluating a different tracking system to better store the information on the project and inspection 

records.  

 Staff received feedback from project owners who would like to receive a brochure or fact sheet on the maintenance requirements for each 

type of treatment structure. This information is useful to provide to their maintenance contractors, who often change from time to time.

 The City of Walnut Creek is a member of the Municipal Operations Committee and participated in the development of the countywide 

model Enforcement Response Plan. 

 The City co-funded Contra Costa Green Business Program (GBP) and is an active member of its Steering Committee. Staff incorporated the 

checklists developed by the GBP for each business categories into a standard inspection checklist (refer to the Business Inspection Plan 

document below).   

 The City’s current Stormwater ordinance gives staff the adequate authority necessary to enforce industrial and commercial inspections as 

specified under the Municipal NPDES Regional Permit. These municipal codes were incorporated into the citation section of GoEnforce, the 

City’s inspection tracking database. 

 Beginning November 2009, the City of Walnut Creek’s Clean Water Program took over the commercial and industrial inspections from its 

contractor, the Central Contra Costa Sanitary District as a cost saving measure. All commercial and industrial inspections after November 1, 

2009 were performed by City staff and inspectors. Inspections performed by the District inspectors were entered into GoEnforce database. 

 GoEnforce software was acquired to track inspections and enforcement activities to meet this Provision. The web-based software allowed 

staff to enter inspection data and upload photos as well as to generate citation documents (i.e. warning notice or notice of violation) off-site; 

hence improving efficiency by streamlining the record keeping process. See Attachment C.4.c.ii.(5)-1 for a sample screen of GoEnforce 

database.  
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Because of its wireless connectivity, the program allows staff to update the entire the database as data is entered; this functionality helps field 

inspector communicate effectively with staff at City Hall. Staff is currently working with the software developer to create annual (summary) 

reports in the format specified by the MRP. 

 Inspected facilities that were found to be in compliance with the City’s Stormwater Ordinance were scheduled to be re-inspected in three 

years. Facilities issued an enforcement action were placed in a higher priority and inspected once a year.  

 The City adopted the model Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) in this permit year, which outlined specific thresholds and timeframes for each 

action before it escalates to the next enforcement level. NPDES Program Manager trained City staff and contract inspectors involved in 

commercial and industrial inspections to become familiar with the City’s Enforcement Response Plan and the Standard Operating Procedure 

(which was referred to as “Inspection Business Plan” in the MRP). Topics covered during trainings included: standard reporting procedure, 

mock inspection, follow-up timeframes, consistent enforcement level, and appropriate documentation. Regular meetings were conducted to 

review current efforts and find areas for improvement. 

 City staff completed 198 initial and re-inspections; a total of 166 facilities were inspected. The City’s goal for this permit year was to conduct 

153 total inspections. Staff issued 14 warning notices and 14 notices of violation. Each case of enforcement was followed up with a re-

inspection to ensure that deficiencies had been corrected.   

 Inspection data from GoEnforce was uploaded into our Geographical Information System (GIS) map regularly. The map was a visual tool 

showing inspection activities, enforcement action issued, if any, the date of next inspection and a link to related documents. See Attachment 

C.4.c.ii(5)-2 for a sample screen of the GIS map.  

 City staff attended five trainings and workshop to be more educated in facility inspections (in anticipation of taking over the program from 

the Sanitation District inspectors). Follow-up meetings were conducted regularly between NPDES Program Manager and City inspector to 

improve the process and record keeping. 

 Clean Water Program’s website offers an opportunity for residents to report storm water violation online. In this permit year, we received two 

online complaints related to illegal dumping incidents.

 To provide timely and consistent response to a spill incident or other environmental-related concern, a quick reference to route phone calls 

was developed. Administrative staffs responsible for handling general public calls were trained to use this reference. Refer to Attachment 

C.5.c.iii-1 for a Quick Reference Environmental Response Flowchart. Additionally, a field reference card containing telephone numbers for 

emergency and environmental agencies was provided to Public Services staff and inspectors to carry in their vehicles. See Attachment 

C.5.c.iii-2 for a copy of the field card. This information was provided at the annual Stormwater Pollution Prevention in-house training.  

 To improve coordination among City staff or with other agencies, a Spill Response Flowchart was jointly developed by staff members from 

Clean Water Program, Maintenance Services division and Police Department for different type of spills (see Attachment C.5.f.iii.(1) for the 

flowchart showing an overview of spill response process). It highlighted how assessment should be made and who the first responder should 

be. 

 When responding to spill incidents, Maintenance crew filled out Spills Incident Response forms and distributed copies to the NPDES Program 

Manager. These forms were tabulated in a summary report at the end of the fiscal year. If there was an incident that needs a follow-up 

investigation, NPDES Program Manager would open an inspection case to locate the responsible party.   

 While performing their daily activities, Clean Water field crews carried “fish” door hangers in the event they observe non-stormwater discharge 

incidents.  They would leave the door hanger at the location where the incident occurred and forwarded the duplicate copy to NPDES 

Manager to be followed up. There was no door hanger handed out in this permit year.  
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 Control of pollutants associated with mobile business sources was done as part of the commercial and industrial inspection program. Currently 

enforcement of this type of business was in concert with the Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) and Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) for 

commercial and industrial inspections (see Attachment C.4.b.i). Staff provided a copy of BASMAA’s surface cleaning BMPs to contractors as 

educational outreach information. 

 The City of Walnut Creek identified three levels (high-, medium- and low-priority) of screening areas based on inspection history, proximity to 

the water bodies and adjacent land uses. Some inlets were targeted because they were located upstream from the selected trash hot spots 

(see section C.10 of this Report). In this permit year, Maintenance crew inspected 40 inlets and outfalls for evidence of illicit discharge 

activities. Information obtained from this activity was entered into a tracking database to generate historical data and to assist with future 

inspection program.

Description: 

The City refers to BASMAA’s guidelines for mobile surface cleaning best management practices (BMPs.) City staff distributed this brochure during 

inspections or when they encountered mobile surface cleaners committing stormwater violations. Additional educational outreach was provided 

to the building or business owner to retain environmentally-responsible surface cleaners. Because mobile businesses do not necessarily obtain a 

business license from the City, it is challenging to track and proactively inspect them. Our standard practice has been to enforce them if we see a 

stormwater violation committed during our regular inspection.   

To be considered a qualified contractor for City’s surface cleaning project, a BASMAA mobile surface cleaning certification is required as stated in 

the standard contract specification. Two years ago, the City awarded, to a contractor with such certification, a contract to clean three of its 

public parking garages. City staff and the contractor went over best management practices used during washing off the buildings to prevent 

stormwater pollution. A City inspector was assigned to the project for verification. 
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In past years, the City’s Clean Water Program contracted Central Contra Costa Sanitary District inspectors to conduct after-hours surveillance of 

surface cleaners. Typically surveillance would take place on three separate late evenings or early mornings. Results of the surveillance confirmed 

that some mobile cleaners released non-stormwater discharges without using proper best management practices. Unfortunately this pilot project 

was too expensive to carry forward as two inspectors were needed to conduct an inspection for security reason. The number of incidents 

observed during surveillance was too low to justify the high expense. The information obtained from this study indicated it was more effective for 

staff to conduct a public outreach to businesses hiring these mobile cleaners.

Description: 

In this permit year, Maintenance staff inspected forty inlets within the downtown area (upstream of the two trash hot spot locations) and 

residential areas. Consideration factors such adjacent land uses (commercial vs. residential area), proximity to a water body, prior inspection 

history and frequent maintenance needs were used to select these inlets and outfalls. Staff adopted the model Storm System Screening form that 

BASMAA developed and tailored it specifically to meet our need.  Maintenance staff is trained to identify possible irregularities in storm drain 

systems and to find the potential source. They looked for evidence of illicit discharge, or discolored pavement. Staff looked for high sediment 

levels, missing infrastructure components (missing bolts) and any other drainage problems. In many instances, they noted the business logo, name 

or brand found on the debris. Staff cleaned the storm drain inlet where debris was found. 

 

Half of the inspected inlets were found to have cigarette butts. The second most commonly found items were paper products followed by food 

(fast-food –related) packages. The list below ranked materials found inside those inlets (many structures had more than one type of debris): 

1. Cigarette Butts 

2. Paper products, newspapers 

3. Fast-food related packages (wrappers) 

4. Organic matter, leaves 

5. (Ranking shared) plastic bags, Styrofoam packing materials and trash 

 

These inspections identified storm drain inlets suitable to have inlet barriers installed to meet future trash full-capture devices requirement. Factors 

taken into consideration included proximity to facilities with high potential sources for trash, within the street sweeping routes and easy access for 

maintenance. The amount of debris found in these structures was relatively small because the City’s regular street sweeping program removed 

much of the larger debris. Smaller objects entered either through the grates or inlet opening.

Maintenance crews were trained to respond promptly to spills before they pose further damage to the environment. In past years, the City 

worked with other regulatory agencies and neighboring municipalities to identify and correct a number of illicit discharge cases. Any spills that 

would have posed potential harm to human and/or environmental health and safety were reported to appropriate agencies. Spill response 

training is provided annually to new and current City employees.  

 

Six spill incidents occurred in this permit year due to auto accidents, contractor or broken vehicles. None of the spills entered storm drain inlets. 

One incident involved a landscape contractor working without installing proper best management practices causing mud to be tracked onto a 

City street. This incident warranted a further investigation. Because the contractor had completed the job and left, the homeowner was liable for 

the charges accrued for cleaning up the street. See Attachment C.5.f.iii.(4) for a summary of discharges and complaints related to illicit discharge 

detection and elimination.

Description: 

A total of 457 construction inspections were conducted in this permit year to cover seven active projects over 1 acre of land disturbance and ten 

projects considered to be high priority. Unfortunately the current inspection tracking did not separate site development inspections from those 

related to stormwater BMPs or construction of stormwater treatment facilities. There were fifty-seven records made by inspectors for stormwater 

BMPs observations, erosion/sediment control discussions with project contractors and enforcement actions.  Having reviewed the current 

electronic dailies, Engineering staff came up with an improved process for tracking high-priority projects.  

 

The City has a comprehensive erosion and sediment control program. Engineering inspectors were trained in erosion and sediment control 

measures. They were regularly updated of recent developments such as the State General Construction permit, Water Board’s enforcement 

program to name a few. Inspectors paid closer attention to projects involving over one acre of land disturbance. Beginning in August, NPDES 

Manager mailed letters to project superintendents reminding them to prepare and submit erosion control plans for approval by the City/ The 

City’s grading ordinance require that all projects with active site development permits must made available or install erosion and sediment control 

measures by October 15 (when a rain event predicted within 24-hour, control measures must be effectively installed).  

 

The first focus of our inspection program had been on education.  At pre-construction meetings, detailed requirements of stormwater BMPs 

including erosion and sediment control measures were discussed.  When an engineering inspector determined that a project failed to install the 

required control measures, he issued a verbal warning to the contractor. In most cases, contractors fixed the problem almost immediately.  If the 

contractor was non-responsive, the inspector issued a Warning Notice or Notice of Violation. A joint inspection would be arranged within 24-hours. 

In this permit year, we issued a Stop Work order to one commercial project for failure to repair existing erosion and sediment control measures on-

site. With the Stop Work Order issuance, all contractors, sub-contractors and project owner were required to attend a meeting with City staff to go 

over and resolve the issues.

Description: 

 Our program’s strengths lay with City staff members’ dedication to improve our processes and efficiency. We continue to evaluate our 

processes and look for ways to improve them.  Regular meetings with inspectors were held weekly to discuss current issues and information 

sharing.  We started to use mock inspections to “test” a new process before launching it across the division. Current Development division 

used an electronic Job Board as a means of communicating high priority projects to our inspectors. This Board was updated each month as 

phases of the construction projects were concluded. 

 In the beginning of this permit year, Engineering inspectors used a standardized Wet-Weather Inspection Checklist to ensure adequacy of 

stormwater quality control measures. To simplify the reporting process, staff had been reviewing different means of capturing the inspection 

data. Consequently, Engineering staff and inspectors reviewed the model NPDES Construction Inspection report developed by Contra Costa 

Clean Water Program. We incorporated critical elements from wet-weather inspection and modified the Report accordingly.   

 As a follow-up to the new Inspection Report, staff is looking to improve our current tracking system so that inspection activities for a particular 

project can be easily tracked by pertinent City staff and inspectors.   

 Because the City is held responsible by the Regional Board to ensure effective operation and maintenance of stormwater treatment facilities 

in perpetuity, Engineering staff and inspectors recognized the importance of their being constructed according to the approved plan. A 

deviation in the placement of inlet structure could change capacity of the retention area. A slight deviation in the actual grading of a bio-

swale can cause water ponding, which could potentially create a mosquito-breeding habitat. Engineering inspector and staff used an 

inspection card to verify construction of stormwater treatment facilities (see Attachment C.3.a-4 for a copy of the Stormwater Treatment 

Facilities Construction card in the prior section). The card listed several critical construction milestones (such as site layout, underground pipe 

installation and soil media mix, to name a few) when extra attention was needed to assure proper installation.   

 Inspectors carry educational materials to be distributed to contractors when they observe deficiencies in the erosion and sediment controls 

installed on site. Refer to Attachment C.6.e.iii.(2)-1 for a practical guide for choosing erosion and sediment controls. This fact sheet includes 

locations where a contractor can purchase these materials. Refer to Attachment C.6.e.iii.(2)-2 for a guideline for minimum erosion and 

sediment control requirements for small construction projects. The drawing of a typical small construction site included the details for installing 

some of the control measures (such as a stabilized construction entrance, erosion control blankets and concrete washouts).

 The City adopted an Integrated Pest Management (IPM) policy and program (see Attachment C.9.a-1 for IPM policy and Attachment C.9.a-2 

for IPM Program). Parks Services staff used pesticides only after monitoring indicated that they were needed according to the established 

guidelines, and treatment was applied only for the targeted pests. Advance notification was posted in areas where pesticide application 

would occur to advise the general public of the materials being applied, targeted pest, treated areas, and the length of time until it would be 

safe to re-enter. 

 Since the adoption of the IPM Policy and Program, the City achieved an overall 18-percent reduction in the amount of pesticides applied on 

public parks, landscape medians and open spaces. 

 The number of pesticides used with signal word greater than “Caution” was reduced. In FY 2008-09 those pesticides with signal words 

“Danger” and “Warning” accounted for 24-percent of the total amount pesticides applied. In FY 2009-10, those with signal word “Warning” 

accounted for 15-percent of all applications, which is a reduction of almost 10-percent. 

 The City’s Parks Maintenance division did not apply pesticides with signal word “Danger” in FY 2009-10. 

 Parks Maintenance crews released beneficial insects (primarily ladybugs) to control aphids, insect pests to roses. 

 Turf areas within public parks were maintained using certified organic fertilizers. This type of fertilizer is chemicals-free and mostly consists of 

decomposed biological matters.

33 NPDES Program Manager briefed Parks Services staffs who apply pesticides of this 

limitation. As shown in the EPA’s online map, two areas within the City limits were affected by the injunction. Special care is exercised when 

maintaining these locations.

The City’s commitment to promoting sustainable landscaping and gardening practices in the San Francisco Bay is shown by its participation as a 

member of the Bay-Friendly Landscaping and Gardening Coalition since 2008. As a Coalition member, NPDES Program Manager participated in 

initiatives, such as: 

 Developed criteria for training qualification and compiled list of qualified trainers, 

 Continued to develop existing Bay-Friendly programs to fit a regional model, such as for Contra Costa county and cities 

 Encouraged the adoption of model policies and tools to implement Bay-Friendly in the public and private sectors 

 Worked with Contra Costa Green Business Program to include Bay-Friendly qualification as a requirement to be certified as a green 

business. 

The City of Walnut Creek has co-sponsored Bay-Friendly Landscaping Maintenance and Qualification workshops in Contra Costa County since FY

Although a City permit is not required, swimming pool and spas must be de-chlorinated prior to being discharged. City staff recommended that 

discharge of pool water to the sanitary sewer system was preferred method followed by discharge to a landscape area. Discharging to the street 

and storm drain was the last resort only after proper best management practices were in place. City staff distributed “Draining Pools and Spas” 

brochures to homeowners and contractors who pulled pool permits with the City’s Building Division. 

 

NPDES Program Manager informed field crews on the requirement to track planned and unplanned discharges of potable water and asked to be 

notified when they saw an unplanned discharge of potable water (such as water main break). Both Contra Costa Water District and East Bay 

Municipal Utility District had kept NPDES Program Manager informed of their planned discharges related to maintenance activities. This information 

included map of affected storm drain facilities, schedule of discharge (duration and rate), amount of planned discharge, monitoring results and 

discharge plan verification. The last planned discharge of potable water was done in February 9, 2009 by Contra Costa Water District.  

 

To reduce runoff from community car-washing activities, City asked event organizers to use the “car wash” kit that the City provided at no charge. 

NPDES Program Coordinator distributed brochures and trained the organizer on using the car-wash kit as well as helped to identify appropriate 

location near a landscaping area to allow for maximum infiltration. This information was posted at the City’s Clean Water Program website. See 

Attachment C.15.b.iv on planning car wash fundraiser information. To reserve the free kit, the organizer needs to fill out the reservation form and 

email it to staff. The car wash kit will be set aside for their event.

 The City’s Planning Division is working on a water efficiency landscape policy that would require certain development projects to incorporate 

water conservation measures in irrigation system, landscaping plan. The policy would encourage the use of water-efficient technology and 

best management practices. In the interim, staff continued to encourage project applicants to reduce water use in their landscaping plans. 

 NPDES Program Manager sent outreach letters and maintenance checklist to property owners with on-site stormwater treatment facilities 

(such as bio-swale, planter boxes) to encourage their landscaping contractors to use less toxic pesticides and to attend a Bay-Friendly 

Landscaping and Maintenance workshop. This information was underscored during City staff’s annual verification visits. 

 Projects covered under Provision C.3 must incorporate low-impact development (LID) features with drought-tolerance plants that required 

reduced water uses in comparison to a traditional landscaping palate. Landscaping elements were reviewed during the annual verification

Contra Costa municipalities will continue 
to require these procedures and criteria 
be used for regulated development pro-
jects, including capital improvement 
projects implemented by public agencies. 

Municipalities in Alameda County and 
some other Bay Area counties have, until 
now, allowed non-LID designs, includ-
ing detention basins and proprietary 
devices, to treat runoff. Under the MRP, 

these municipalities must require LID be 
used to reduce runoff and to treat re-
maining runoff before discharge off site.

CONNECTION TO STORM DRAIN or OUTLET ORIFICE inspection is required prior to backfilling IMP with any materials. 

DRAIN ROCK/SUB-DRAIN inspection is required prior to soil media mix (test) and installation. 

SOIL MEDIA MIX inspection (test) is required prior to soil media installation. 

SOIL MEDIA INSTALLATION inspection is required prior to irrigation installation. 

IRRIGATION inspection is required prior to plant materials installation. 

PLANTING inspection is required prior to FINAL INSPECTION.

Overflow Inlet/Surface Connection to Storm Drainage 

 Overflow inlet is at specified elevation (typically no lower than two inches below facility rim). 

 No knockouts or side inlets are in overflow riser. 

 Inlet location selected to minimize surface flow velocity (near and offset from inlet recommended). 

 Grating selected to exclude mulch and litter (beehive or atrium-style grates with ¼" openings recommended). 

 Inlet is connected to storm drain via appropriately sized piping. 

 Facility emergency overflow path designed to avoid flood damage. 

 
Underground Connection to Storm Drain/Outlet Orifice 

 Perforated pipe underdrain (PVC SDR 35 or approved equivalent) is installed with holes facing down. 

 No filter fabric is installed around the underdrain. 

 Perforated pipe is connected to storm drain (treatment-only) or orifice (treatment-plus-flow-control) per plans. 

 Underdrain pipe is at elevation shown in plans. In facilities allowing infiltration, preferred elevation is above native soil (but low 
enough to be covered at least 2 inches by Class 2 perm); in sealed planter boxes or bioretention facilities with liners, preferred 
elevation is as near bottom as possible. 

 Cleanouts are in accessible location(s) and connected via sweeps. 

 Structures (arches or large diameter pipes) for additional subsurface storage are installed as shown in plans and specifications 
and have the specified volume. 

 
Drain Rock/Subdrain 

 Rock is installed as specified. Class 2 permeable, Caltrans specification 68-1.025 recommended, or 4"-6" pea gravel is 
installed at the top of the crushed rock layer. 

 Rock is smoothed to a consistent top elevation. Depth and top elevation are as shown in plans, accounting for depth of soil mix 
and mulch to follow and required top reservoir depth. 

 No filter fabric is placed between the subdrain and soil mix layers. 

 
Soil Media Mix (Certification may be required) 

 Soil media mix is as specified. Quality of mix is confirmed by delivery ticket or on-site testing as appropriate to the size and 
complexity of the job. 

 Mix is installed in lifts not exceeding 12". 

 Mix is not compacted during installation but may be wetted thoroughly to encourage consolidation. 

 Mix is smoothed to a consistent top elevation. Depth of mix (18" minimum) and top elevation are as shown in plans, accounting 
for depth of mulch to follow and required top reservoir depth. 
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Irrigation 

 Irrigation system is installed so it can be controlled separately from other landscaped areas. Smart irrigation controllers and 
drip emitters are recommended. 

 Spray heads, if any, are positioned to avoid direct spray into outlet structures. 

 

Planting 

 Plants are installed consistent with the approved planting plan. 

 Any trees and large shrubs are staked securely. 

 No fertilizer is added. Compost tea may be used. 

 No native soil or clayey material are imported into the facility with plantings. 

 1" to 2" mulch may be applied following planting. Mulch selected to avoid floating. 

 Maintain final design elevation of soil mix following planting. 

 Curb openings are free of obstructions. 

 
Final Engineering Inspection 

 Drainage Management Area(s) are free of construction sediment; landscaped areas are stabilized. 

 Inlets are installed to provide smooth entry of runoff from adjoining pavement, have sufficient reveal (drop) from the adjoining 
pavement to the top of the mulch or soil mix, and are not blocked. 

 Inflows from roof leaders and pipes are connected and operable. 

 Temporary flow diversions are removed. 

 Rock or other energy dissipation at piped or surface inlets is adequate. 

 Overflow outlets are configured to allow the facility to flood and fill to near rim before overflow. 

 Plantings are healthy and becoming established. 

 Irrigation is operable. 

 Facility drains rapidly; no surface ponding is evident. 

 Any accumulated construction debris, trash, or sediment is removed from facility.

1  INTRODUCTION 

 

The City of Walnut Creek is required, under its National Pollutant Discharge Elimination 

System (NPDES) permit, to develop and utilize a written Inspection Plan to outline specific steps 

its inspector will take to conduct effective facility inspections (Performance Standard INSP‐1). 

This Standard Operating Procedure (referred to as “Inspection Plan” or “Plan”) satisfies the 

performance standard and forms a basis for City of Walnut Creek (City) to conduct effective 

inspections within its jurisdiction.  

The City of Walnut Creek’s Clean Water Program began in 1993 and has made efforts to 

develop a comprehensive and coordinated inspection program.  This Inspection Plan describes 

many activities that are currently implemented.  

1.1 Goal of the Inspection Program  

The goal of the inspection program is to reduce pollutant and non‐stormwater discharges to 

the storm drain system from industrial and commercial businesses through facility inspections 

and education.  To achieve this goal, a multi‐faceted approach has been developed to include 

the following tasks: 

1.  Identify businesses and/or facilities with high potential to generate stormwater pollution. 

2. Develop and implement a systematic inspection program. 

3. Develop and distribute educational information to businesses about stormwater issues. 

4. Develop an effective enforcement mechanism to achieve compliance with the local 

stormwater ordinance. 

5. Implement a training program to create highly skilled inspectors capable of eliminating 

pollutants at the source.  

6. Conduct focused outreach activities to targeted industrial and commercial sectors. 

7. Prepare reports to document inspection activities. 

8. Analyze trends and modify the Inspection Plan when necessary to improve the inspection 

program.   
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1.2 Inspection Program Organization 

To meet its NPDES Permit requirements, the City’s Inspection program is divided into 

the following categories: 

1. Commercial and Industrial inspections 

2. Residential and callout inspections 

3. Construction‐related inspections (for both construction projects and permanent stormwater 

treatment facilities). 

 



 

2  IMPLEMENTATION OF THE INSPECTION PLAN 

 

This section provides the mechanism to implement the Inspection Plan. 

2.1  Business/Facility Identification 

A countywide and regional analysis of businesses was conducted during the City’s first 

NPDES permit period (1993‐1998). This effort identified a base‐line universe of industrial and 

commercial businesses with high potential to cause stormwater pollution (“Identified/Targeted 

Business”). In addition, the Program conducted a study and developed a report in 2004 of 

businesses that generate pollutants of concern. Please refer to the Pollutants of Concern Source 

Assessment Report by the Contra Costa Clean Water Program, July 1, 2004. The City of Walnut 

Creek is to annually review its business license database by Standard Industrial Code (SIC), and/or 

Publicly‐Operated Treatment Waste (POTW) permitted facility databases, and/or Contra Costa 

County Watershed Program Clean Water Database, and/or Hazardous Materials Inspection Facility 

Database and Notice of Intent listings (NOI) to keep Identified/Targeted Business listings current 

and up‐to‐date. The following table lists priority facilities to be inspected annually: 

 Food‐service facilities (restaurants, cafeterias) 

 Auto‐service facilities (auto repair, body shop, radiator shop, tires) 

 Auto dealerships 

 Retail gas stations 

 Commercial car washes 

 Dry Cleanings and laundries 

 Nail salons 

 Supermarkets and grocery stores 

 Nurseries, lumber stores 

 Kennels, pet grooming services 

 Notice‐of‐Intent (NOI) Industrial‐permitted facilities (hospitals, light manufacturing) 

2.2 Identified/Targeted Business Types and Inspection Frequency 

Business types identified as having high potential to cause stormwater pollution in the City 

of Walnut Creek jurisdiction include manufacturing facilities, industrial facilities, food service 

facilities, vehicle service facilities, retail gas outlets, and nurseries. The municipalities use the 

Pollutant of Concern (POC) process to assist in evaluating the types of businesses identified as 



 

targeted for inspections under this program.   Table 2‐1 summarizes the business types with the 

potential to discharge pollutants of concern. The list of POCs are identified by the Program’s Draft 

Pollutants of Concern Pollution Prevention and Control Measures Plan, December 2004. The City of 

Walnut Creek’s goal is to inspect all Identified/Targeted Businesses within its jurisdiction at least 

once every five (5) years.   

Table 2‐2 describes specific business types that are subject to inspection at more frequent 

intervals based on several factors.  These factors include, but are not limited to, high personnel 

turnover rates, facility location to sensitive water bodies, and high volume of potentially hazardous 

substances used on a regular basis.  

2.3  Inspection Types 

Three types of inspections will be conducted – routine inspections, priority inspections and 

“call‐out” inspections.  “Routine” inspections are conducted at Identified/Targeted Businesses at a 

minimum of once every five (5) years.  “Priority” inspections are conducted at businesses that 

require inspections annually to ensure they are operating in compliance with the City’s 

stormwater ordinance.  One example of a “priority” inspection is if a business shows evidence of 

active non‐stormwater pollutant discharges during a routine inspection and is cited with a Notice 

of Violation (described in subsequent section), it is subject to “priority” inspection at least once 

the following year after compliance is achieved.  “Call‐out” inspections are conducted as needed 

following reported or referred non‐stormwater discharge or pollutant exposure.  Table 2‐3 

describes the types of inspection that are performed.   

2.4 Inspection Preparation 

Inspection preparation ensures that the inspectors have the necessary tools to conduct the 

inspection. 

2.4.1 Information Gathering and Permit Review 

The first step in preparing for an inspection is to gather the most recent information on the 

business/facility.  A  review  of  past  inspection  reports  will  reveal  any  operating  deficiencies  or 

problems. These  issues should be noted so that the facility’s progress toward compliance can be 

verified and documented. The following items are resource information: 

 Facility’s permit 

 General facility layout (drawing file, if necessary) 

 Facility contact 



 

 Monitoring results and pollutants of concern (WWAR), if any 

 Compliance  history,  if  any  (discharge  violations,  NOV’s,  self‐monitoring,  other 

enforcement action) 

 Location of sample point (if any) 

2.4.2 Electronic Data 

The City’s Clean Water Program database contains important information for facility 

inspected in the past years.  

2.4.3 Inspection Equipment 

The  equipment  requirements will  depend  primarily  on  the  type  of  inspection.  Because 

safety is a significant consideration, it is recommended that inspectors have the following Personal 

Protective Equipment (PPE) available: 

 Safety glasses 

 Hard hat 

 Boots or safety shoes 

 Acid fume/organic vapor mask 

 Rubber gloves 

 Ear plugs 

 Rain gear 

 Flashlight 

The City may choose to contract this monitoring task to Central Contra Costa Sanitary District. If 

the City chooses to conduct the monitoring in‐house, proper training will be offered to inspectors 

and the following additional equipment may be needed: 

 Automatic sampling equipment and batteries 

 Test equipment (pH paper, pH/conductivity meter, copper ampules) 

 Manual sampling equipment (long handled scoop, sludge judge) 

 Sample containers and lids 

 Sample preservation supplies (acids, bases, dispensers, cooler, ice) 

 Miscellaneous equipment  (hand tools,  flashlights, dye tabs, buckets,  first aid supplies, 

antiseptic hand lotion, paper towels) 

For street activities which involve traffic control, in addition to the above items, each vehicle 

should be equipped with the following items: 



 

 Safety light bar 

 Orange traffic vest 

 Supply of traffic cones and hand held warning flags 

 Manhole puller 

2.4.4 Forms, Guidelines and Supplemental Information 

It is recommended that an inspector keeps a supply of forms, documents, guidelines or 

reference materials, and other supplemental information to assist in handling the variety of 

situations normally encountered in the field. The following items could each become a critical tool 

in certain circumstances: 

 Copies of the City’s Stormwater Ordinance 

 Inspection Report Form 

 Chain of Custody Form 

 Correction Action Notice 

 Local storm drainage map 

 List of Local Agency contacts 

 Public education brochures (various topics) 

2.5 Inspection 

The typical goals of an inspection are to gather or update information about a business (or 

facility) operation, clarify significant permit questions, and verify compliance. The topics to be 

discussed in this section include: 

 Arrival and facility access 

 Evaluating potential stormwater pollution 

 Evaluating facility’s operations and business practices 

 Verifying and updating facility information 

 Required and general inspection items 

 Inspection documentation 

2.5.1 Arrival at the Business/Facility 

It is best to enter a facility through the main lobby or other designated point of entry. 

Present a business card or employee badge to the receptionist, if one is present, and ask for the 

designated contact. It is advisable to have more than one contact in case the primary contact is 



 

unavailable. For facilities where no receptionist is present, use the industry’s established protocol 

to locate the “person in charge” prior to proceeding with the inspection. 

The inspector may encounter situations when they are told by a receptionist, or other 

company representative, that no one is available to authorize the inspection or escort you through 

the facility. Ask to speak with the responsible officer. Be prepared to explain the City of Walnut 

Creek’s policy on facility inspection found in the Stormwater Ordinance (Section 9‐16.09). The 

discussion of the inspector’s right to enter should always remain professional. Denial of entry 

should be immediately reported to the Engineering Services Manager. The following details should 

be fully documented for follow‐up enforcement action: 

 Date and time of refusal 

 Name and title of person who refused entry 

 Reason for the denial 

The vast majority of inspections tend to proceed without any entry issues or delays. The 

designated contact should be encouraged to accompany the inspector during the inspection, not 

only to describe the facility operations, but for safety consideration as well. If the contact declines 

to accompany the inspector (not unusual), then inquire about any safety procedures or 

established safety protocols that need to be followed. 

2.5.2  Required Inspection Elements 

The inspector will interview the business staff and conduct a visual inspection to evaluate 

the potential for stormwater pollution to occur and to determine if the operations are complying 

with the City of Walnut Creek’s stormwater ordinance.   The following areas are inspected, at a 

minimum: 

A. Outdoor process/manufacturing areas; 

B. Outdoor material storage areas; 

C. Outdoor waste storage and disposal areas; 

D. Outdoor vehicle and heavy equipment storage and maintenance areas; 

E. Outdoor parking areas and access roads; 

F. Outdoor wash areas; 

G. Work practices from indoor areas that can either drain to outdoor areas (e.g. hosing 

indoor floors) or be discharged to outside areas (e.g. dumping mopwater); 

H. Stormwater conveyance system maintenance; 



 

I. Emergency response practices (e.g. hazardous waste spill response); and 

J. Other areas (such as loading and unloading facilities, warehouse facilities and 

rooftop downspouts). 

If any problems or areas of concern are identified, the inspector will notify the facility 

representative and discuss potential solutions.  If a stormwater violation is identified, the inspector 

will notify the facility representative in writing using one of the enforcement documents identified 

below.  This enforcement document will also be used to instruct the representative to take 

corrective action and to establish a correction schedule to solve the problem or violation.  If an 

active discharge is observed the inspector may collect samples and have them analyzed for 

appropriate parameters.  The inspector may also take photographs to document violations and 

obtain copies of documents as needed to record the compliance status of the business with the 

City’s stormwater ordinance.  An exit interview is conducted with the facility representative 

following each inspection. Individual inspections are documented using the Stormwater Inspection 

Report Form (Appendix 2‐1) or its equivalent. 

If applicable, the inspector should confirm the company’s compliance schedule, milestones 

such as special permit conditions, compliance letter requirements which may include 

manufacturing process modification, waste characterization reports, or the installation of the 

required treatment equipment. 

2.5.3  General Inspection Items 

In addition during the inspection, remember to pay attention to the following items: 

 Housekeeping. The general condition of the facility may give the inspector an overall 

impression as to the adequacy of the compliance effort. Spills, leaks, contamination of process 

solutions can significantly contribute to effluent contamination. 

 Chemical storage. Check for adequate containment and segregation of incompatible 

chemicals. Floor drains in the immediate vicinity of chemical storage areas that could convey 

spills to the City’s storm drain system must be sealed. 

 Spill containment. Verify that spill containment areas do not have level controlled sump 

pumps that can direct slug loads to the City’s drainage system. Areas that will be exposed to 

corrosive materials such as acidic solutions should be epoxy coated. Check for incompatible 

chemicals (acids and cyanide) that should not be within common containment areas. 



 

 Review waste manifests. The volumes of non‐treatable waste streams and sludges and the 

frequency of off‐site disposal must be inspected. 

 Suspicious conditions or activities. Gather relevant information, if suspicious conditions or 

activity is observed. In this situation, the inspector may document the observation in the 

narrative section of the report and provide additional information in support of further 

enforcement action. 

2.5.4  Inspection Conclusion 

At the conclusion of an inspection, it is recommended that the inspector meet with the 

facility representative to summarize the inspection findings in regard to the facility’s compliance 

with the City’s Stormwater Ordinance. This discussion will provide an opportunity to ask any final 

questions, about unresolved issues, or clarify any details that may be needed for the inspection 

report. It also provides an opportunity for the facility to inquire about any regulatory questions or 

impacts. Pass along all requested information that the inspector know to be correct.  The City’s 

intentions with regard to the facility inspection are: 

 Maintain a professional, cooperative, consistent and strong regulatory presence within the 

community, and 

 Provide a conduit for information and guidance regarding the City’s Stormwater Ordinance and 

Pollution Prevention program. 

2.6  Education  

Inspectors distribute and discuss appropriate educational and BMP materials with the facility 

representative during an inspection. These materials will serve a dual purpose ‐ to educate 

businesses and provide a narrative standard that may be utilized in cases where enforcement of 

ordinances is required. Distribution of educational materials is documented on the inspection 

form. Education of the City of Walnut Creek’s stormwater management program is ongoing from 

the initial inspection though any potential enforcement actions. 

2.7  Enforcement  

There are a variety of enforcement tools available to the City of Walnut Creek and/or its 

representatives to achieve and maintain commercial and industrial facility compliance with local 

stormwater ordinances.  These include a Warning Notice/Pollutant Exposure Notice (WN/PEN), 

issuance of a Notice of Violation (NOV), assessment of fines and referrals to other agencies of the 

District Attorney’s office.  Table 2‐4 provides guidance for minimum procedures of compliance 



 

enforcement. Generally, these enforcement procedures are applied in escalating steps, although 

the City of Walnut Creek may skip steps, as appropriate in egregious cases.  The level of evidence 

available influences the level of enforcement that can be taken as a result of a particular 

inspection. Any enforcement documents issued shall identify the applicable ordinance section 

violated, the corrective actions to be taken, and should have the business submit a formal 

response (when applicable). Table 2‐4 continues on the next page to describe general 

enforcement procedures in the form of a flowchart.   

Level I  Warning Notice 

Pollutant exposure, evidence of a historical pollutant discharge, or a stated business 

practice that has a potential to pollute the stormdrain system will result in issuance of a WN/PEN.  

The inspector and the facility representative will discuss the WN/PEN, appropriate BMPs or facility 

improvements and establish a schedule to eliminate the problem.  Education is used to 

communicate a general understanding of the stormwater program and its purpose during the 

inspection. The inspector may conduct one or more follow‐up inspections to ensure compliance.  

Following compliance, the business will be scheduled for a routine inspection. If compliance is not 

achieved through the WN/PEN, the enforcement procedure will escalate to Level II. 

Level II Notice of Violation 

An active non‐stormwater pollutant discharge that violates the local stormwater ordinance 

or a significant pollutant exposure that are identified during an inspection will result in issuance of 

Notice of Violation (NOV).  The inspector and facility representative will discuss the violation and 

potential solutions.  A written notice will be issued requiring the condition be abated immediately.  

If required, a remediation schedule will be approved by the inspector who will follow‐up to ensure 

that the discharge has been terminated and the business practices that resulted in the discharge 

has been corrected.  The inspector may also recommend implementation of appropriate Best 

Management Practices (BMPs).  Businesses that fail to comply with Level I enforcement 

procedures will also receive an NOV and be subject to timely corrective action and follow‐up 

inspection. The City of Walnut Creek or authorized representative may also employ Cease and 

Desist Orders, Orders to Clean and Abate, Notice to Clean or any other similar notification outlined 

in the stormwater ordinance that identifies a problem, requires correction or abatement but does 

not assess fines.  



 

  Any business receiving a NOV will then be considered a Priority Business.  As a Priority 

Business, the facility will be inspected at least once during the following year to ensure compliance 

with the local stormwater ordinance.  If the facility is compliant, it will then be scheduled for a 

routine inspection. 

Level III Formal Enforcement (Administrative Penalties, Cost Recovery)  

An egregious violation of the local stormwater ordinance that cannot be resolved through 

the NOV or WN/PEN enforcement actions will initiate formal enforcement of the stormwater 

ordinance.  Formal enforcement actions will result in penalties being assessed in the form of 

citations, agency cost‐recovery, and/or formal negotiated settlement.  Such actions will be 

coordinated by the City of Walnut Creek Stormwater Manager.   

Business practices constituting gross violation include a pattern of non‐compliance after 

issuance of NOV with repeat violations, failure to adequately address previous violations or 

notices, and/or directly discharging hazardous materials to the storm drain system.  The [Agency] 

Stormwater Manager has the discretion to include any serious violation(s) as warranting this level 

of enforcement so long as there is documentation and/or evidence available to support this 

action. 

Level IV Legal Action and/or Referral to State and Federal Agencies 

Inadequate measures taken by facility manager(s) to satisfy Level III enforcement violations 

will result in the City of Walnut Creek Stormwater Manager referring case to its city attorney or 

County District attorney.  If a serious stormwater violation that poses an imminent threat to 

human health and the environment is identified during an inspection, the City may refer the 

violation to qualified emergency response personnel, the District Attorney, the Regional Water 

Quality Control Board (RWQCB), the California Department of Fish and Game and/or the U.S. 

Environmental Protection Agency.   

2.7  Inspector Training  

The City will provide training and workshops to inspectors on an on‐going basis to ensure 

effective and consistent inspections. This training may include those provided by the Cal/EPA 

Inspector Academy, Contra Costa Clean Water Program, presentations by industry representatives, 

inspectors from sister agencies and informational updates from stormwater inspectors at various 

agencies.  Additional training on new regulations is conducted as needed.  Inspectors may also 

attend in house training, regional conferences, etc., as appropriate to improve their skills. 



 

2.8  Industry Outreach  

The City of Walnut Creek will conduct outreach activities to target businesses that are 

potential stormwater polluters and educate facility owners/operators about stormwater 

regulations and how stormwater pollution can be minimized.  Such outreach activities may be 

conducted for individual businesses or a group of businesses.  The City may also participate in 

Program activities that target specific industry groups.  For example, the Program works with the 

Green Business Program that provides certification for businesses that goes beyond compliance 

with stormwater and other environmental regulations. 

2.9  Reporting and Required Information 

Every field event will require documentation that may vary depending on the particular 

type of inspection being conducted. All inspectors shall document and submit their activities on 

the established Clean Water inspection tracking database. 

The narrative section of the report should be written in a manner suitable for presentation 

in an administrative or legal proceeding. For instances, the names and titles of all the contacts and 

any important discussions should be clearly reported. All written reports are due five (5) working 

days following the final day of the inspection. 

The City of Walnut Creek will report its inspection activities on an annual basis using the 

reporting form provided in Appendix 2‐2 or its equivalent.  This report will be included in the City 

of Walnut Creek Annual Report, which is submitted to the RWQCB, and will also be used to 

periodically evaluate the inspection program.

The goal of the stormwater inspection program is to reduce pollutants and non‐stormwater 

discharges to the storm drain system from industrial and commercial businesses through facility 

inspections and education. This Plan is used as a framework to implement the inspection program.  

If necessary, modifications to this Plan are made annually.

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Section 1.   Introduction 

The purpose of this Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) is to provide standard enforcement 

response protocol for illicit discharges and potential illicit discharges into the storm drain 

system. This ERP is a guidance document to outline consistent enforcement actions by the 

City of Walnut Creek that will reactively control illicit discharges and proactively eliminate 

potential illicit discharges to insure compliance with all state and local stormwater related 

pollution prevention laws. This ERP applies to private businesses, property owners or tenants, 

construction sites, and contracted mobile companies providing services to public and 

privately owned businesses and land. This ERP also satisfies the Municipal Regional Permit 

(MRP) for an ERP document in Provision C.4 Industrial and Commercial Site Controls, Provision 

C.5 Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination, and Provision C.6 Construction Site Control.  

1.1. MUNICIPAL CODE 

This ERP document utilizes the City of Walnut Creek’s municipal code (Title 9, Chapter 16) for 

stormwater regulation. In the event that stormwater regulatory law (NPDES permits or other) 

are more stringent regarding enforcement action against illicit discharges or potential illicit 

discharges, the more stringent enforcement law will be abided by the City. Any discharge that 

would result in or contribute to a violation of the City’s NPDES permit or municipal code 

separately considered or when combined with other discharges, is prohibited. Liability for any 

such discharge shall be the responsibility of the person causing or responsible for the 

discharge, and such person shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the City of Walnut 

Creek in any administrative or judicial enforcement action relating to such discharge. 

1.2. COMPLIANCE WITH BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES 

Where best management practice (BMP) guidelines or requirements have been adopted by the 

Federal Government, California State, MRP or NPDES permits, or the City of Walnut Creek for 

any activity, operation or facility which may cause or contribute to unlawful discharges, every 

person undertaking such activity or operation or owning or operating such facility shall 

comply with such guideline or requirement. Such guidelines include the California State 

General Industrial permit and the California State General Construction permit.  
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1.3. LEGAL AUTHORITY 

The City of Walnut Creek has the legal authority to prohibit and control illicit discharges and 

escalate stricter enforcement to achieve expedient compliance with stormwater law and 

regulation. The City has the legal authority to inspect and eliminate illicit discharges to the 

storm drain system and illicit connections to the waters of the state including: 

 Illicit connections to the waters of the state; 

 Privately owned septic systems; 

 Spills; 

 Illegal dumping and disposal of materials other than stormwater to the storm drain; 

 Discharges of wash water from exterior surfaces and pavement, equipment and 

facilities; 

 Discharges of runoff from material storage areas, including containing chemicals, 

fuels, vehicle related fluids, and other potentially polluting or hazardous materials; 

 Discharges of pool, spa or fountain water (including backwash water) containing 

chlorine, biocides, or other chemicals; 

 Ongoing, large-volume landscape irrigation runoff to the storm drain system; 

 Discharges of sediment, pet waste, vegetation clippings, or other landscape or 

construction-related wastes; and  

 Discharges of food-related wastes (e.g., grease, fish processing, and restaurant 

kitchen mat and trash bin wash water, etc.). 

The City of Walnut Creek is not required to inspect or take enforcement action against local 

entities with their own NPDES permit and subject to existing federal and state regulatory 

compliance programs including publicly owned systems. These local entities and their 

regulatory bodies include: 
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 Sanitary/Sanitation Agency: 

o Central Contra Costa Sanitary District (CCCSD) (regulated by the San Francisco 

Regional Water Quality Control Board) 

 Potable Water Agencies: 

o EBMUD (regulated by the San Francisco Regional Water Quality Control Board) 

o Contra Costa Water District (CCWD)  (regulated by the San Francisco Regional 

Water Quality Control Board) 

 Public School Districts: 

o Mt. Diablo Unified School District 

o Walnut Creek Intermediate School District 

o Acalanes Unified School District 

 Fire Department: 

o Contra Costa County Fire District 

In addition, the City of Walnut is not required to enforce compliance requirements of the 

Industrial General NPDES Permit on industrial facilities that are required to file a Notice of 

Intent (NOI) for coverage under the Industrial General Permit; nor is the City required to 

enforce compliance requirements of the Construction General NPDES Permit on construction 

or linear projects that are required to file a NOI for coverage under the Construction General 

Permit. All conditions of these State General Permits are regulated by the appropriate Water 

Board region and are not the responsibility of the City.  

The City of Walnut Creek is responsible for enforcing their own municipal code on NOI 

facilities, inspecting and checking construction and industrial NOIs for the presence of a 

SWPPP, ensuring that BMPs are properly implemented and maintained to prevent discharges 

in violation of the City’s municipal code, checking for monitoring data to insure no polluted 

discharges have left the site/facility that would impact the City’s stormwater system, and 
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notifying the appropriate Water Board region if a site/facility has not filed for coverage under 

a General Permit for which it is required to file for coverage.  

The following unpolluted discharges are exempt from prohibition of non-stormwater 

discharges in the City’s NPDES MRP effective December 1, 2009: 

 Flows from riparian habitats or wetlands; 

 Diverted stream flows; 

 Flows from natural springs; 

 Rising ground waters; 

 Uncontaminated and unpolluted groundwater infiltration; 

 Single family homes’ pumped groundwater, foundation drains, and water from crawl 

space pumps and footing drains; 

 Pumped groundwater from drinking water aquifers; and  

 NPDES permitted discharges (individual or general permits). 

The non-stormwater discharges listed above are exempted unless they are identified by the 

City of Walnut Creek or the Executive Officer of the Regional Water Quality Control Board as 

sources of pollutants to receiving waters.  
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Section 2.   Response and Enforcement Actions 

Section 2 includes response and enforcement actions and timeframes for correction of illicit 

discharge activities for various types and degrees of violations. This ERP provides guidelines 

on when to employ the range of regulatory responses from warnings, citations, cleanup and 

cost recovery, to administrative or criminal penalties. For further information on individual 

programs, BMPs, and compliance with specific requirements in the MRP provisions for illicit 

discharges, commercial/industrial inspections, and construction inspection programs, please 

refer to City’s individual plans/documents/records for each program. 

2.1. LEVELS OF ENFORCEMENT 

There are a variety of enforcement tools available to address stormwater violations during 

inspections and surveillance of illicit discharges within the jurisdiction of the City of Walnut 

Creek. The City can use but is not limited to the enforcement options listed in this ERP. The 

enforcement options listed in this ERP include verbal warnings, a written Warning Notice 

(WN), Notice of Violation (NOV), Administration Citation, Stop Work Orders, Cease and Desist 

Orders, and referrals to other agencies. This ERP provides guidance for the minimum 

procedures of compliance enforcement. Generally, these enforcement procedures are applied 

in escalating steps or a tiered response, although City may skip steps, as appropriate in 

egregious cases. Table 1 provides a flowchart of the tiered response of enforcement actions.  

The minimum tiered response to stormwater violations is as follows: 

Level I: Verbal Warning/Warning Notice/Education 

Pollutant exposure, evidence of a historical pollutant discharge, or a stated business practice 

that has a potential to pollute the storm drain system will result in issuance of a verbal 

warning or WN with education in the form of verbal and material outreach. The inspector will 

log the incident when written WNs are used, and communicate the issue to the discharger or 

representative of the facility/site. The inspector and the facility/site representative will 

discuss the WN, appropriate BMPs, and establish a schedule to eliminate the problem. 

Education will be used to communicate a general understanding by the discharger or 
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representative of the facility/site of the stormwater program, its regulations, and its 

purpose. The inspector may conduct one of more follow-up inspections to ensure abatement 

of discharges within a ten (10) business day period and may schedule the facility or site for a 

routine inspection and/or require a respond from the discharger to confirm corrective actions 

have been implemented during a thirty (30) day period. If compliance is not achieved through 

education, verbal warning and/or a WN, the enforcement procedure will escalate to Level II.  

Level II: Notice of Violation 

An active non-stormwater pollutant discharge that violates the local stormwater ordinance, 

and is identified during an inspection will result in issuance of a Notice of Violation (NOV). 

The inspector and facility/site representative will discuss the violation and potential solutions 

to correct the violation. A written notice will be issued and a remediation schedule will be 

approved by the inspector who will follow-up to ensure that the discharge has been 

eliminated. The inspector may also recommend implementation of appropriate BMPs. 

Businesses/sites that fail to comply with Level I enforcement procedures will also receive an 

NOV and be subject to timely corrective action and follow-up inspection. At this stage the 

City of Walnut Creek or authorized representative may also employ Cease and Desist Orders, 

Stop Work Orders, Orders to Clean and Abate, Notices to Clean or any other similar 

notification outlined in the stormwater ordinance that identifies an illicit discharge and 

requires correction or abatement but does not assess fines. 

All violations will be corrected before the next rain event but no longer than ten (10) business 

days after the violations are discovered. If more than ten (10) business days are required for 

compliance, a rationale shall be recorded in the electronic database or equivalent system. 

Immediate correction can be temporary and short-term if a long-term, permanent correction 

will involve significant resources and construction time.   

Level III: Formal Enforcement (Administrative Penalties, Cost Recovery) 

A gross violation of the local stormwater ordinance that cannot be resolved through the WN or 

NOV enforcement actions will trigger a formal enforcement action. Formal enforcement 

actions will result in penalties being assessed in the form of citations, agency cost-recovery, 

and/or formal negotiated settlement. Such actions will be coordinated by the City’s 

Stormwater Representative.  
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Gross violations include a pattern of non-compliance after issuance of a NOV, with repeat 

violations, failure to adequately address previous violations or notices, and/or directly 

discharging hazardous materials into the storm drain system. The City’s Stormwater 

Representative has the discretion to determine that any serious violation(s) warrants this 

level of enforcement so long as there is documentation and/or evidence available to support 

this action.  

All violations will be corrected before the next rain event, but no longer than ten (10) 

business days after the violations are discovered. If more than ten (10) business days are 

required for compliance, a rationale shall be recorded in the electronic database or 

equivalent system. Immediate correction can be temporary and short-term if a long-term, 

permanent correction will involve significant resources and construction time.   

Level IV: Legal Action and/or Referral to State and Federal Agencies 

Inadequate measures taken by facility manager(s) to satisfy Level III enforcement violations 

will result in the Stormwater Representative referring the case to the City Attorney or Contra 

Costa County District Attorney. If a stormwater violation posing an imminent threat to human 

health and/or the environment is identified during an inspection, the City of Walnut Creek 

may refer the violation to qualified emergency response personnel, the District Attorney, the 

Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB), the California Department of Fish and Game, 

and/or the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  

2.2. PENALTIES 

The violation of the City’s Stormwater Pollution Control Ordinances or failure to comply with 

any of its mandatory requirements may constitute a misdemeanor or infraction. The violator 

may be charged and prosecuted for an infraction or a misdemeanor or be issued an 

Administrative Citation per Section 1-7.104 of the Municipal Code. A conviction of an 

infraction of this Code shall be punishable by: 

$100.00 for the first violation 

$200.00 for the second violation within one year 

$500.00 for each additional violation in one year 
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Any person convicted of a misdemeanor under the City’s Ordinance is punishable by a fine of 

not more than that allowed for an infraction pursuant to Government Code Section 36900. 

Pursuant to Government Code Sections 36901 and 36903, the penalty for any person found 

guilty of a misdemeanor shall be a fine not to exceed one thousand ($1,000) dollars and/or 

imprisonment in the County Jail not to exceed six (6) months. [Section 1-7.101] 

2.3. RECORDKEEPING 

The City of Walnut Creek will maintain a record/database of all enforcement actions, follow-

up actions, and facilities/sites inspected for illicit discharges related to business inspection, 

construction inspection, and illicit discharge programs.  

The City will include all tracking and case follow-up information in the database listed in 

Provisions C.4, C.5, and C.6 of the MRP. The database of enforcement actions and incidents 

will be included as an appendix to this ERP document.

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C.4. Industrial and Commercial Site Controls 

Each Permittee shall implement an industrial and commercial site control program at all 
sites which could reasonably be considered to cause or contribute to pollution of 
stormwater runoff, with inspections and effective follow-up and enforcement to abate 
actual or potential pollution sources consistent with each Permittee’s respective 
Enforcement Response Plan (ERP), to prevent discharge of pollutants and impacts on 
beneficial uses of receiving waters. Inspections shall confirm implementation of 
appropriate and effective BMPs and other pollutant controls by industrial and commercial 
site operators.

C.4.a. Legal Authority for Effective Site Management 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall have sufficient legal enforcement authority 
to obtain effective stormwater pollutant control on industrial sites.  Permittees 
shall have the ability to inspect and require effective stormwater pollutant 
control and to escalate progressively stricter enforcement to achieve expedient 
compliance and pollutant abatement at commercial and industrial sites within 
their jurisdiction.

ii.  Implementation Level

(1) Permittees shall have the legal authority to oversee, inspect, and require 
expedient compliance and pollution abatement at all industrial and 
commercial sites which may be reasonably considered to cause or 
contribute to pollution of stormwater runoff. Permittees shall have the 
legal authority to require implementation of appropriate BMPs at 
industrial and commercial to address pollutant sources associated with 
outdoor process and manufacturing areas, outdoor material storage areas, 
outdoor waste storage and disposal areas, outdoor vehicle and equipment 
storage and maintenance areas, outdoor parking areas and access roads, 
outdoor wash areas, outdoor drainage from indoor areas, rooftop 
equipment, and contaminated and erodible surface areas, and other sources 
determined by the Permittees or Water Board Executive Officer to have a 
reasonable potential to contribute to pollution of stormwater runoff.  

(2) Permittees shall notify the discharger of any actual or potential pollutant 
sources and violations and require problem correction within a reasonably 
short and expedient time frame commensurate with the threat to water 
quality. Permittees shall require timely correction of problems involving 
rapid temporary repair, and may allow longer time periods for 
implementation of more permanent solutions, if these require significant 
capital expenditure or construction. Violations shall be corrected prior to 
the next rain event or within 10 business days after the violations are 
noted. If more than 10 business days are required for correction, a 
rationale shall be given in the tabulated sheets. 
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C.4.b. Industrial and Commercial Business Inspection Plan (Inspection Plan) 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall develop and implement an inspection plan 
that will serve as a prioritized inspection workplan. This inspection plan will 
allow inspection staff to categorize the commercial and industrial sites within 
the Permittee’s jurisdiction by pollutant threat and inspection frequency, change 
inspection frequency based on site performance, and add and remove sites as 
businesses open and close.

The Inspection Plan shall contain the following information: 

(1) Total number and a list of industrial and commercial facilities requiring 
inspection, within each Permittee’s jurisdiction, to be determined on the 
basis of a prioritization criteria designed to assign a more frequent 
inspection schedule to the highest priority facilities per Section C.4.b.ii. 
below.

(2) A description of the process for prioritizing inspections and frequency of 
inspections. If any geographical areas are to be targeted for inspections 
due to high potential for stormwater pollution, these areas should be 
indicated in the Inspection Plan. A mechanism to include newly opened 
businesses that warrant inspection shall be included. 

ii. Implementation Level – Each Permittee shall annually update and maintain a list 
of industrial and commercial facilities in the Inspection Plan to inspect that 
could reasonably be considered to cause or contribute to pollution of stormwater 
runoff.  The following are some of the functional aspects of businesses and types 
of businesses that shall be included in the Inspection Plans: 

(1) Sites that include the following types of functions that may produce 
pollutants when exposed to stormwater include, but are not limited to: 
(a) Outdoor process and manufacturing areas 
(b) Outdoor material storage areas  
(c) Outdoor waste storage and disposal areas 
(d) Outdoor vehicle and equipment storage and maintenance areas 
(e) Outdoor wash areas 
(f) Outdoor drainage from indoor areas 
(g) Rooftop equipment  
(h) Other sources determined by the Permittee or Water Board to have a 

reasonable potential to contribute to pollution of stormwater runoff 

(2) The following types of Industrial and Commercial businesses that have a 
reasonable likelihood to be sources of pollutants to stormwater and non-
stormwater discharges:  
(a) Industrial facilities, as defined at 40 CFR 122.26(b)(14), including 

those subject to the State General NPDES Permit for Stormwater 
Discharges Associated with Industrial Activity (hereinafter the 
Industrial General Permit);  
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(b) Vehicle Salvage yards; 
(c) Metal and other recycled materials collection facilities, waste transfer 

facilities; 
(d) Vehicle mechanical repair, maintenance, fueling, or cleaning;
(e) Building trades central facilities or yards, corporation yards;
(f) Nurseries and greenhouses;
(g) Building material retailers and storage;  
(h) Plastic manufacturers; and 
(i) Other facilities designated by the Permittee or Water Board to have a 

reasonable potential to contribute to pollution of stormwater runoff. 

(3) Prioritization of Facilities 
Facilities of the types described in Provision 4.b.ii.(2) above and identified 
by the Permittees as having the reasonable potential to contribute to 
pollution of stormwater runoff shall be prioritized on the basis of the 
potential for water quality impact using criteria such as pollutant sources 
on site, pollutants of concern, proximity to a waterbody, violation history 
of the facility, and other relevant factors. 

(4) Types/Contents of Inspections 
Each Permittee shall conduct inspections to determine compliance with its 
ordinances and this Permit. Inspections shall include but not be limited to 
the following: 
(a) Prevention of stormwater runoff pollution or illicit discharge by 

implementing appropriate BMPs;  
(b) Visual observations for evidence of unauthorized discharges, illicit 

connections, and potential discharge of pollutants to stormwater; 
(c) Noncompliance with Permittee ordinances and other local 

requirements; and 
(d) Verification of coverage under the Industrial General Permit, if 

applicable. 

(5) Inspection Frequency – Permittees shall establish appropriate inspection 
frequencies for facilities based on Provision 4.b.ii (3) priority, potential for 
contributing pollution to stormwater runoff, and commensurate with the 
threat to water quality. 

(6) Record Keeping – For each facility identified in Provision 4.b.ii, the 
Permittee shall maintain a database or equivalent of the following 
information at a minimum: 
(a) Name and address of the business and local business operator; 
(b) A brief description of business activity including SIC code; 
(c) Inspection priority and inspection frequency; and 
(d) If coverage under the Industrial General Permit is required. 

iii. Reporting – The Permittees shall include the following in the Annual Report: 
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(1) The list of facilities identified in Provision 4.b.ii in the 2010 Annual 
Report and revisions or updates in subsequent annual reports; and 

(2) The list of facilities scheduled for inspection during the current fiscal year. 

C.4.c. Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall develop and implement an ERP that will 
serve as a reference document for inspection staff to take consistent actions to 
achieve timely and effective compliance from all commercial and industrial site 
operators.

ii. Implementation Level – The ERP shall contain the following: 

(1) Required enforcement actions – including timeframes for corrections of 
problems – for various field violation scenarios. The ERP will provide 
guidance on appropriate use of the various enforcement tools, such as 
verbal and written notices of violation, citations, cleanup requirements, 
administrative and criminal penalties.  

(2) Timely Correction of Violations – All violations must be corrected in a 
timely manner with the goal of correcting them before the next rain event 
but no longer than 10 business days after the violations are discovered. If 
more than 10 business days are required for compliance, a rationale shall 
be recorded in the electronic database or equivalent tabular system. 
A description of the Permittee’s procedures for follow-up inspections and 
enforcement actions or referral to another agency, including appropriate 
time periods for each level of corrective action. 

(3) Referral and Coordination with Water Board – Each Permittee shall 
enforce its stormwater ordinances as necessary to achieve compliance at 
sites with observed violations. For cases in which Permittee enforcement 
tools are inadequate to remedy the noncompliance, the Permittee shall 
refer the case to the Water Board, district attorney or other relevant 
agencies for additional enforcement. 

(4) Recordkeeping – Permittees shall maintain adequate records to 
demonstrate compliance and appropriate follow-up enforcement responses 
for facilities inspected.  
Permittees shall maintain an electronic database or equivalent tabular 
system that contains the following information regarding industrial 
commercial site inspections: 

(a) Name of Facility/Site Inspected 
(b) Inspection Date 
(c) Industrial General Permit coverage required (Yes or No) 
(d) Compliance Status 
(e) Type of Enforcement (if applicable) 
(f) Type of Activity or Pollutant Source 
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Examples: Outdoor process/manufacturing areas, Outdoor material 
storage areas, Outdoor waste storage/disposal areas, outdoor vehicle 
and equipment storage/maintenance areas, Outdoor parking areas and 
access roads, Outdoor wash areas, Rooftop equipment, Outdoor 
drainage from indoor areas

(g) Specific Problems 
(h) Problem Resolution 
(i) Additional Comments 
The electronic database or equivalent tabular system shall be made readily 
available to the Executive Officer and during inspections and audits by the 
Water Board staff or its representatives.

(5) The ERP shall be developed and implemented by April 1, 2010.

iii. Reporting – Permittees shall include the following information in each Annual 
Report:

(1) Number of inspections conducted, Number of violations issued (excluding 
verbal warnings), Percentage of sites inspected in violation, and number 
and percent of violations resolved within 10 working days or otherwise 
deemed resolved in a longer but still timely manner; 

(2) Frequency and Types/categories of violations observed, Frequency and 
type of enforcement conducted; 

(3) Summary of types of violations noted by business category; and 

(4) Facilities that are required to have coverage under the Industrial General 
Permit, but have not filed for coverage. 

C.4.d. Staff Training 

i. Task Description

Permittees shall provide focused training for inspectors annually. Trainings may 
be Program-wide, Region-wide, or Permittee-specific. 

ii. Implementation Level  

At a minimum, train inspectors, within the 5-year term of this Permit, in the 
following topics: 

(1) Urban runoff pollution prevention; 

(2) Inspection procedures; 

(3) Illicit Discharge Detection, Elimination and follow-up; and 

(4) Implementation of typical BMPs at Industrial and Commercial Facilities. 

Permittees, either countywide or regionally, if they have not already done so, are 
encouraged to create or adopt guidance for inspectors or reference existing 
inspector guidance including the California Association of Stormwater Quality 
Agencies (CASQA) Industrial BMP Handbook. 
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iii. Reporting

The Permittees shall include the following information in the Annual Report: 

(1) Dates of trainings; 

(2) Training topics that have been covered; and 

(3) Percentage of Permittee inspectors attending training. 
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C.5. Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination 

The purpose of this provision is to implement the illicit discharge prohibition and to 
ensure illicit discharges are detected and controlled that are not otherwise controlled 
under provision C4, Industrial and Commercial Site Controls and C6, Construction Site 
Controls. Permittees shall develop and implement an illicit discharge program that 
includes an active surveillance component and a centralized complaint collection and 
follow-up component to target illicit discharge and non-stormwater sources.  Permittees 
shall maintain a complaint tracking and follow-up data system as their primary 
accountability reporting for this provision. 

C.5.a. Legal Authority 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall have the legal authority to prohibit and 
control illicit discharges and escalate stricter enforcement to achieve expedient 
compliance.  

ii. Implementation Level 

(1) Permittees shall have adequate legal authority to address stormwater and 
non-stormwater pollution associated with, but not limited to the following: 
(a) Sewage;
(b) Discharges of wash water resulting from the cleaning of exterior 

surfaces and pavement, or the equipment and other facilities of any 
commercial business, or any other public or private facility;  

(c) Discharges of runoff from material storage areas, including containing 
chemicals, fuels, or other potentially polluting or hazardous materials;  

(d) Discharges of pool or fountain water containing chlorine, biocides, or 
other chemicals; discharges of pool or fountain filter backwash water;  

(e) Discharges of sediment, pet waste, vegetation clippings, or other 
landscape or construction-related wastes; and

(f) Discharges of food-related wastes (e.g., grease, fish processing, and 
restaurant kitchen mat and trash bin wash water, etc.).

(2) Permittees shall have adequate legal authority to prohibit, discover 
through inspection and surveillance, and eliminate illicit connections and 
discharges to storm drains. 

(3) Permittees shall have adequate legal authority to control the discharge of 
spills, dumping, or disposal of materials other than storm water to storm 
drains.

C.5.b. Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall develop and implement an ERP that will 
serve as guidance for inspection staff to take consistent actions to achieve timely 
and effective abatement of illicit discharges. 

ii. Implementation Level – The ERP shall contain the following:  
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(1) Recommended responses and enforcement actions – including timeframes 
for corrections of problems – for various types and degree of violations. 
The ERP shall provide guidelines on when to employ the range of 
regulatory responses from warnings, citations and cleanup and cost 
recovery, to administrative or criminal penalties.  

(2) Timely Correction of Violations: All violations must be corrected in a 
timely manner with the goal of correcting them before the next rain event 
but no longer than 10 business days after the violations are discovered. If 
more than 10 business days are required for compliance, a rationale shall 
be recorded in the electronic database or equivalent tabular system. 
Immediate correction can be temporary and short-term if a long-term, 
permanent correction will involve significant resources and construction 
time. An example would be replumbing of a wash area to the sanitary 
sewer, which would involve an immediate short-term, temporary fix 
followed by permanent replumbing. 

(3) If corrective actions are not implemented promptly or if there are repeat 
violations, Permittees shall escalate responses as needed to achieve 
compliance, including referral to other agencies were necessary.   

(4) The ERP shall be developed and implemented by April 1, 2010. 

C.5.c. Spill and Dumping Response, Complaint Response, and Frequency of 
Inspections

i. Task Description – Permittees shall have a central contact point, including a 
phone number for complaints and spill reporting, and publicize this number to 
both internal Permittee staff and the public. If 911 is selected, also maintain and 
publicize a staffed, non-emergency phone number with voicemail, which is 
checked during normal business hours. 

Permittees shall develop a spill/dumping response flow chart and phone tree or 
contact list for internal use that shows the various responsible agencies and their 
contacts, who would be involved in illicit discharge incident response that goes 
beyond the Permittees immediate capabilities. The list shall be maintained and 
updated as changes occur. 

Permittees shall conduct reactive inspections in response to complaints and 
follow-up inspections as needed to ensure that corrective measures have been 
implemented to achieve and maintain compliance. 

ii. Implementation Level – Permittees will have the phone number and contact 
information available and integrated into training and outreach both to Permittee 
staff and the public by July 1, 2010. 

iii. Reporting – Submit the complaint and spill response phone number and spill 
contact list with the 2010 Annual Report and update annually if changes occur. 

C.5.d. Control of Mobile Sources 

i. Task Description – The purpose of this section is to establish oversight and 
control of pollutants associated with mobile business sources. 
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ii. Implementation Level – Each Permittee shall develop and implement a program 
to reduce the discharge of pollutants from mobile businesses.  

(1) The program shall include the following:
(a) Development and implementation of minimum standards and BMPs 

to be required for each of the various types of mobile businesses such 
as automobile washing, power washing, steam cleaning, and carpet 
cleaning. This guidance can be developed via county-wide or regional 
collaboration.

(b) Development and implementation of an enforcement strategy which 
specifically addresses the unique characteristics of mobile businesses.  

(c) Outreach to mobile businesses operating within the Permittee’s 
jurisdiction with minimum standards and BMP requirements and local 
ordinances through an outreach and education strategy.

(d) Inspection of mobile businesses as needed. 

(2) Permittees should cooperate regionally in developing and implementing 
their programs for mobile businesses, including sharing of mobile business 
inventories, BMP requirements, enforcement action information, and 
education.

iii. Reporting – Permittees shall report on implementation of minimum standards 
and BMPs for mobile business and their enforcement strategy in each Annual 
Report.

C.5.e. Collection System Screening - Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) 
Map Availability 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall perform routine surveys for illicit discharges 
and illegal dumping in above ground check points in the collection system 
including elements that are typically inspected for other maintenance purposes, 
such as end of pipes, creeks, flood conveyances, storm drain inlets and catch 
basins, in coordination with public works/flood control maintenance surveys, 
video inspections of storm drains, and during other routine Permittee 
maintenance and inspection activities when Permittee staff are working in or 
near the MS4 system. 

ii. Implementation Level – Permittees shall develop and implement a screening 
program utilizing the USEPA/Center for Watershed Protection publication, 
“Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination: A Guidance Manual for Program 
Development and Technical Assessment.”  Permittees shall implement the 
screening program by conducting a survey of strategic collection system check 
points (one screening point per square mile of Permittee urban and suburban 
jurisdiction area, less open space) including some key major outfalls draining 
industrial areas as defined in 40 CFR 122.26 (b)(5) once each year in dry 
weather conditions meaning no significant rainfall within the past 3 weeks. 
Routine surveys that occur on an ongoing basis during regular conveyance 
system inspections may be credited toward this requirement. Make maps of the 
MS4 publicly available, either electronically or in hard copy by July 1, 2010.
The public availability shall be through a publicized single point of contact that 
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is convenient for the public, such as a staffed counter or web accessible maps. 
The MS4 map availability shall be publicized through Permittee directories and 
web pages. 

iii. Reporting – Permittees shall provide a summary of their collection screening 
program, a summary of problems found during collection system screening, and 
any changes to the screening program in each Annual Report.

C.5.f. Tracking and Case Follow-up 

i. Task Description – All incidents or discharges reported to the complaint/spill 
system that might pose a threat to water quality shall be logged to track follow-
up and response through problem resolution. The data collected shall be 
sufficient to demonstrate escalating responses for repeated problems, and 
inter/intra-agency coordination, where appropriate. 

ii. Implementation Level – Create and maintain a water quality spill and discharge 
complaint tracking and follow-up in an electronic database or equivalent tabular 
system by April 1, 2010.  

The spill and discharge complaint tracking system shall contain the following 
information: 

(1) Complaint information: 
(a) Date and time of complaint 
(b) Type of pollutant 
(c) Problem Status (potential or actual discharge.) 

(2) Investigation information: 
(a) Date and time started 
(b) Type of pollutant 
(c) Entered storm drain and/or receiving water
(d) Date abated 
(e) Type of enforcement (if applicable) 

(3) Response time (days) 
(a) Call to investigation 
(b) Investigation to abatement 
(c) Call to abatement 
The electronic database or equivalent tabular system shall be made 
available to Water Board staff as needed for review of enforcement 
response through problem resolution.

iii. Reporting – Permittees shall provide the following information in the Annual Report:  

(1) Number of discharges reported; 

(2) Number of discharges reaching storm drains and/or receiving waters; 

(3) Number and percentage of discharges resolved in a timely manner; and 

(4) Summary of major types of discharges and complaints.
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C.6. Construction Site Control 

Each Permittee shall implement a construction site inspection and control program at all 
construction sites, with follow-up and enforcement consistent with each Permittee’s 
respective Enforcement Response Plan (ERP), to prevent construction site discharges of 
pollutants and impacts on beneficial uses of receiving waters. Inspections shall confirm 
implementation of appropriate and effective erosion and other construction pollutant 
controls by construction site operators/developers; and reporting shall demonstrate the 
effectiveness of this inspection and problem solution activity by the Permittees. 

C.6.a. Legal Authority for Effective Site Management 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall have the ability to require effective 
stormwater pollutant controls, and escalate progressively stricter enforcement to 
achieve expedient compliance and clean up at all public and private construction 
sites.

ii. Implementation Level 

(1) Permittees shall have the legal authority to require at all construction sites 
year round effective erosion control, run-on and runoff control, sediment 
control, active treatment systems (as appropriate), good site management, 
and non storm water management through all phases of construction 
(including but not limited to site grading, building, and finishing of lots) 
until the site is fully stabilized by landscaping or the installation of 
permanent erosion control measures.  

(2) Permittees shall have the legal authority to oversee, inspect, and require 
expedient compliance and clean up at all construction sites year round. 

iii. Reporting – Permittees shall certify adequacy of their respective legal authority 
in the 2010 Annual Report. 

C.6.b. Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall develop and implement an ERP that will 
serve as a reference document for inspection staff to take consistent actions to 
achieve timely and effective compliance from all public and private construction 
site owners/operators. 

ii. Implementation Level 

(1) The ERP shall include required enforcement actions – including 
timeframes for corrections of problems – for various field violation 
scenarios.  All violations must be corrected in a timely manner with the 
goal of correcting them before the next rain event but no longer than 10 
business days after the violations are discovered. If more than 10 business 
days are required for compliance, a rationale shall be recorded in the 
electronic database or equivalent tabular system. 
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(2) If site owners/operators do not implement appropriate corrective actions in 
a timely manner, or if violations repeat, Permittees shall take progressively 
stricter responses to achieve compliance.  The ERP shall include the 
structure for progressively stricter responses and various violation 
scenarios that evoke progressively stricter responses. 

(3) The ERP shall be developed and implemented by April 1, 2010. 

C.6.c. Best Management Practices Categories 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall require all construction sites to have site 
specific, and seasonally- and phase-appropriate, effective Best Management 
Practices (BMPs) in the following six categories: 

� Erosion Control 

� Run-on and Run-off Control 

� Sediment Control 

� Active Treatment Systems (as necessary) 

� Good Site Management 

� Non Stormwater Management. 
Theses BMP categories are listed in State General NPDES Permit for Stormwater 
Discharges Associated with Construction Activities (hereinafter the Construction 
General Permit). 

ii. Implementation Level

The BMPs targeting specific pollutants within the six categories listed in C.6.c.i. 
shall be site specific. Site specific BMPs targeting specific pollutants from the 
six categories listed in C.6.c.i. can be a combination of BMPs from: 

� California BMP Handbook, Construction, January 2003. 

� Caltrans Stormwater Quality Handbooks, Construction Site Best 
Management Practices Manual, March 2003, and addenda. 

� California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay 
Region, Erosion and Sediment Control Field Manual, 2002. 

� New BMPs available since the release of these Handbooks. 

C.6.d. Plan Approval Process 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall review erosion control plans for consistency 
with local requirements, appropriateness and adequacy of proposed BMPs for 
each site before issuance of grading permits for projects. Permittees shall also 
verify that sites disturbing one acre or more of land have filed a Notice of Intent 
for coverage under the Construction General Permit. 

ii. Implementation Level – Before approval and issuance of local grading permits, 
each Permittee shall perform the following: 
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(1) Review the site operator’s/developer’s erosion/pollution control plan or 
Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) to verify compliance with 
the Permittee’s grading ordinance and other local requirements. Also 
review the site operator’s/developer’s erosion/pollution control plan or 
SWPPP to verify that seasonally appropriate and effective BMPs for the 
six categories listed in C.6.c.i. are planned; 

(2) For sites disturbing one acre or more of soil, verify that the site 
operators/developers have filed a Notice of Intent for permit coverage 
under the Construction General Permit; and 

(3) Provide construction stormwater management educational materials to site 
operators/developers, as appropriate. 

C.6.e. Inspections

i. Task Description – Permittees shall conduct inspections to determine 
compliance with local ordinances (grading and stormwater) and determine the 
effectiveness of the BMPs in the six categories listed in C.6.c.i.; and Permittees 
shall require timely corrections of all actual and threatened violations of local 
ordinances observed.

ii. Implementation Level 

(1) Wet Season Notification 
By September 1st of each year, each Permittee shall remind all site 
developers and/or owners disturbing one acre or more of soil to prepare 
for the upcoming wet season. 

(2) Frequency of Inspections 
Inspections shall be conducted monthly during the wet season11  at the 
following sites: 
(a) All construction sites disturbing one or more acre of land; and 
(b) High Priority Sites – Other sites determined by the Permittee or the 

Water Board as significant threats to water quality.  In evaluating 
threat to water quality, the following factors shall be considered: 
(i) Soil erosion potential or soil type; 
(ii) Site slope; 
(iii) Project size and type; 
(iv) Sensitivity or receiving waterbodies; 
(v) Proximity to receiving waterbodies; 
(vi) Non-stormwater discharges; and 
(vii) Any other relevant factors as determined by the local agency or 

the Water Board. 

11  For the purpose of inspections, the wet season is defined as October through April, but sites need to implement 
seasonally appropriate BMPs in the six categories listed in C.6.c.i throughout the year. 
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(3) Contents of Inspections 
Inspections shall focus on the adequacy and effectiveness of the site 
specific BMPs implemented for the six categories listed in C.6.c.i. 
Permittees shall require timely corrections of all actual and potential 
problems observed. Inspections of construction sites shall include, but are 
not limited to, the following: 
(a) Assessment of compliance with Permittee's ordinances and permits 

related to urban runoff, including the implementation and 
maintenance of the verified erosion/pollution control plan or SWPPP 
(from C.6.d.ii.(1));  

(b) Assessment of the adequacy and effectiveness of the site specific 
BMPs implemented for the six categories listed in C.6.c.i.; 

(c) Visual observations for: 
� actual discharges of sediment and/or construction related 

materials into stormdrains and/or waterbodies. 
� evidence of sediment and/or construction related materials 

discharges into stormdrains and/or waterbodies. 
� illicit connections. 
� potential illicit connections. 

(d) Education on stormwater pollution prevention, as needed. 

(4) Tracking
All inspections must be recorded on a written or electronic inspection 
form.  Inspectors shall follow the ERP if a violation is noted and shall 
require timely corrections of all actual and threatened violations of local 
ordinances observed. All violations must be corrected in a timely manner 
with the goal of correcting them before the next rain event but no longer 
than 10 business days after the violations are discovered.  If more than 10 
business days are required for compliance, a rationale shall be recorded on 
the inspection form. 

Permittees shall track in an electronic database or tabular format all 
inspections. This electronic database or tabular format shall be made 
readily available to the Executive Officer and during inspections and 
audits by the Water Board staff or its representatives. This electronic 
database or tabular format shall record the following information for each 
site inspection: 

(a) Site name; 
(b) Inspection date; 
(c) Weather during inspection; 
(d) Has there been rainfall with runoff since the last inspection?; 
(e) Enforcement Response Level (Use ERP); 
(f) Problem(s) observed using Illicit Discharge and the six BMP 

categories listed in C.6.c.i.; 
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(g) Specific Problem(s) (List the specific problem(s) within the BMP 
categories); 

(h) Resolution of Problems noted using the following three standardized 
categories: Problems Fixed, Need More Time, and Escalate 
Enforcement; and 

(i) Comments, which shall include all Rationales for Longer Compliance 
Time, all escalation in enforcement discussions, and any other 
information that may be relevant to that site inspection. 

iii. Reporting

(1) In each Annual Report, each Permittee shall summarize the following 
information: 
(a) Total number of active sites disturbing less than one acre of soil 

requiring inspection; 
(b) Total number of active sites disturbing 1 acre or more of soil; 
(c) Total number of inspections conducted; 
(d) Number and percentage12 of violations in each of the six categories 

listed in C.6.c.i.; 
(e) Number and percentage13 of each type of enforcement action taken as 

listed in each Permittee’s ERP; 
(f) Number of discharges, actual and those inferred through evidence, of 

sediment or other construction related materials; 
(g) Number of sites with discharges, actual and those inferred through 

evidence, of sediment or other construction related materials; 
(h) Number and percentage14 of violations fully corrected prior to the 

next rain event but no longer than 10 business days after the 
violations are discovered or otherwise considered corrected in a 
timely, though longer period; and 

(i) Number and percentage15 of violations not fully corrected 30 days 
after the violations are discovered. 

(2) In each Annual Report, each Permittee shall evaluate its respective 
electronic database or tabular format and the summaries produced in 
C.6.e.ii.(4) above.  This evaluation shall include findings on the program’s 
strength, comparison to previous years’ results, as well as areas that need

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more focused education for site owners, operators, and developers the 
following year. 

(3) The Executive Officer may require that the information recorded and 
tracked by C.6.e.ii.(4) be submitted electronically or in a tabular format.  
Permittees shall submit the information within 10-working days of the 
Executive Officer’s requirement. Submittal of the information in tabular 
form for the reporting year is not required in each Annual Report but 
encouraged. 

C.6.f. Staff Training 

i. Task Description – Permittees shall provide training or access to training for 
staff conducting construction stormwater inspections. 

ii. Implementation Level – Permittees shall provide training at least every other 
year to municipal staff responsible for conducting construction site stormwater 
inspections. Training topics will include information on correct uses of specific 
BMPs, proper installation and maintenance of BMPs, Permit requirements, local 
requirements, and ERP. 

iii. Reporting – Permittees shall include in each Annual Report the following 
information: training topics covered, dates of training, and the percentage of 
Permittees’ inspectors attending each training.  If no training in that year, so 
state.

6   *Install erosion control blankets or (equivalent) on any disturbed site with 2:1 slopes or greater. 

 

7   *Construct a concrete washout site adjacent to stabilized entrance.  Clean as needed and remove at end of project. 

 

8   Cover all stockpiles and landscape materials.  Keep behind silt fence, away from water bodies. 

 

9   *Use pea-gravel bags (or similar product) around drain inlets located both onsite and in gutter as a last line of defense. 

 

10  Place port-a-potty near stabilized site entrance, behind the curb and away from storm drain inlets and water bodies. 

 

11  Cover all exposed soil with straw or straw/tackifier.

Dear Gary,
     First, I would like
to thank the entire
City of Walnut Creek
family for all of the cards, calls and emails
as a result of my recent heart surgery.
Discovering a serious heart condition and
going through open-heart surgery has
been quite an experience. The thoughts
and prayers from our City family bright-
ened each day and gave me strength and
hope during the rough times following
the surgery. Thankfully, I am recovering
remarkably well and look forward to being
back with the Community Development
team in short order.
     The primary reason for this letter,
however, is to express my gratitude for
the City’s Wellness Program, which
played a significant role in discovering
my medical condition. During our most
recent Wellness Program Health Fair in
September, I casually mentioned that I
was experiencing shortness of breath.
They noted that my last two quarterly
blood pressure checks were abnormal
from my previous readings. They recom-
mended that I see my regular doctor. I
called our Wellness Program representa-
tive, Sharon Jenkins, who provided my
blood pressure records for the past few
years.

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What is a bio-swale and why is
there a model of one near the
Permit Counter on the second

            floor?
Carlton Thompson of Engineering

loves hearing those kinds of questions.
With Rinta Perkins, he spearheaded
creation of the Plexiglas model, complete
with living plants and a drip system ready
to ‘rain’ at the push of a button.

“It started out as just another hare-
brained idea from me, but with Rinta’s
support it took shape,” he says. “Once
you see it work, its purpose becomes
clear.”

Bio-swales are a way of easing the
impacts of urbanization on creeks or the
Bay, explains Rinta, who manages the
City’s Clean Water program.

Without a bio-swale, rainwater mixes
with pollutants from the streets and other
impervious surfaces, flows into storm
drains and then into the creeks and Bay.

Heavy rains hitting the pavement rush
into the storm drains, causing unantici-
pated consequences like flooding,
destabilized stream banks and destruction
of stream habitat.

Drainage swales (such as the bio-
swale) retain the run-off on site. The rain
slowly seeps into the ground, and
pollutants washed out from the atmo-
sphere are absorbed through contact with
soils and vegetation.

Under the City’s Clean Water permit
program, some projects must minimize
impervious areas and incorporate methods
such as a bio-swale to detain, retain or
treat runoff.

Science made
simple with
bio-swale model

Rinta Perkins and Carlton Thompson with the bio-swale demonstration model (in its
temporary location during the winter holidays; the model is usually near the Permit
Counter on the second floor of City Hall.)

 “Managing runoff from a single
development site may seem inconsequen-
tial, but by changing the way most sites
are developed (and re-developed), we may
be able to preserve and enhance existing
stream ecosystems in urban and urbaniz-
ing areas,” says Rinta.

Many staff members helped create the
model, notes Carlton, including building
maintenance team Steve Schmidt, Jon
Minor, Keith Keller and Jeff Jolivette.

All the “dirt” or soil and rocks are from
the Palos Verde Mall project and the
model is loosely based on the bio-swale
built for that site.

“Every day as the public comes to the
permit counter; (permit tech) Jessica
Manuel gets the question about what it is
and how it works and if they can press the
button to make it ‘rain,’” says Carlton.
“We’re glad they try it, otherwise how
would you know that it really works?”

Talk about a case of “fish out of water!”
Five members of the Walnut Creek

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On a trip to Laos in October, I had
 the good fortune to meet
Manophet Mouidouangdy, whose

English Development Class is opening the
door to a better life for hundreds of local
youngsters.

Manophet’s work on behalf of these
students is particularly remarkable
considering the economic and political
hardships he himself has overcome.
In September 1968, Manophet’s home was
destroyed as a result of the bombing
campaign undertaken by U.S. forces. He
lived with his mother in a cave for six
years, separated from his father and
brothers.

Today he works for the Mines Advi-
sory Group, an international organization
that clears the remnants of conflicts all
over the world.
Most bombed country in the world

Laos is the most bombed country in
history, with more than 2 million tons of
ordnance dropped on it between 1964-
1973. It is estimated that 30 percent of that
ordnance did not explode at the time; each
year, 60 people in Laos are killed by
unexploded ordnance.

But despite these experiences,
Manophet always has believed in the
possibility for a better life. He learned
English working as a receptionist at a
guesthouse in Phonsavan, and used that
knowledge to work as a UN translator and
as a tour guide.

When the tourist office needed more
English speakers, Manophet began
teaching his young son the language,
then a friend of his son’s, then another. By
2001, he was running his English Develop-
ment Class. To date, 235 students have
participated in the class, and 65 have gone
on to win scholarships to study abroad,
returning home with priceless skills and
education.

Manophet runs and pays for the entire
operation by himself. His students come
from families living on about a dollar per
day.

I learned about Manophet from John
O’Kernan, a semi-retired math teacher from
Western Australia traveling with his

daughter Beth and her husband Rory.
John had become acquainted with
Manophet and his classroom during
previous travels.
The world outside their province

One evening, John assembled a group
of fellow travelers to visit Manophet’s
classroom. We walked in to a room full of
smiling faces, beaming with enthusiasm
and eagerness to learn about the world
outside their province. Maps of the world,
which John had sent Manophet over the
years, were tacked to the walls.

The room became incredibly loud with
questions and chatter despite the quiet
and shy tone of the individual kids. They
asked questions about where we were
from, and about our families, our jobs, and
the divide between rich and poor. Some-
how it was particularly gratifying that
when I told the students that I lived in
California, they didn’t know quite where it
was, and they didn’t have a single
question about Hollywood.

The short time I spent in that class-
room was an incredibly moving experi-
ence, reinforcing the notion that we all
share more in common as human beings
than whatever differences might divide us.

When we left, we asked Manophet
what he could use for the class. Besides
paper and pencils and the usual day-to-
day supplies, he asked for a copy ma-

chine. Currently he finds English lessons
online and then makes copies for all of his
kids. Having a copier in the classroom
would save him a great deal of time and
money.

I’ve started a fund to raise $1,800 to
get Manophet and his kids that copier. If
we go beyond the target, the next goal will
be a computer. If you’re interested in
contributing, even if it’s just a few bucks,
please stop by the Bedford Gallery with
your donation, drop it in interoffice mail,
or email me and I’ll fill you in on how to
contribute online.

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IT  recently replaced
             the aging computers
              in our Training Room with

Panologic “zero clients,” nicknamed
“Panos.” These small devices use state-
of-the-art software technology along with
the hardware and software from our server
replacement project to function just like a
PC, but at a lower cost. The Panos made
their debut during the Community
Conversations Step 2 sessions, when
community members allocated a ‘virtual
$500’ among various goals. You’ll get to
use them the next time you attend a class
in the IT Training Room, and soon we
hope you’ll see Panos on some staff
desks as well.
     Why is IT so excited about the Panos?
2010 savings: The 2010 budget included
funds to replace the Training Room
equipment and other aging PCs. Total cost
for the Pano pilot project, including all the
equipment, software, implementation
support, and ongoing costs, is less than
the planned cost to replace with PCs.
     Ongoing energy savings: A Pano uses
less power when it’s turned on than a
standard PC uses when it is plugged in
but turned off. The estimated savings for
the pilot project are more than $1,500 per
year.
     Long life: The Panos have no moving
parts, no fan, no disk drive, etc. That

Good -- and green -- things come in small packages

means a Pano has an estimated life of 8 to
10 years, compared to 5 years for a typical
PC, and a very low cost to maintain. Over
the life of the equipment, the City will save
money.
     Small size = less material to recycle:
Not only is this good for the environment;
it reduces workload for both IT and the
Warehouse disposing of equipment.
Reduced packaging: Panos ship to us in
small cardboard boxes, completely
recyclable, with neither Styrofoam nor
plastic bag to discard.

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Integrated pest management is an ecosystem-based strategy that focuses on long-term prevention 
of pests or their damage through a combination of techniques such as biological control, habitat 
manipulation, modification of cultural practices, and use of resistant varieties.  The least toxic 
pesticides are used only after other methods of control have failed or were deemed unfeasible.  
 
I. MISSION STATEMENT 
 
It is the mission of the City of Walnut Creek IPM Policy to promote an environmentally sensitive 
pest management strategy while preserving assets and protecting the health and safety of the 
public and our employees. All costs and impacts associated with pesticide use, including 
community and environmental health, will be considered.  A copy of the adopted IPM 
Administrative Policy is attached to this document (Refer to Attachment D).         
 
II. DEFINITIONS 
 
Contract: a binding written agreement requiring the services of an outside provider for grounds 

maintenance or any pest control related services. 
 
Contractor: a person, firm, corporation or other entity, including a governmental entity, which 

enters into a contract with a department. 
 
Emergency: a pest outbreak that poses an immediate threat to public health or significant 

economic or environmental damage. 
 
Exemption: a process by which materials not on the tiered product list can temporarily be used, 

but only after all alternatives have been reviewed, evaluated, and/or implemented and only 
after the IPM Advisory Committee has authorized the use of the pesticide for the specific 
purpose.  The application for an exemption shall be filed on a form specified by the IPM 
Advisory Committee and signed by the IPM Coordinator. The decision to approve an exemption 
will be based upon an evaluation of the failure of alternatives, and taking into consideration 
public health, environmental and financial risks (See Attachment A). 

 
Hazardous Material: a chemical or mixture that may pose a physical hazard, health hazard, or 

environmental hazard and that is regulated under the law to control its harmful effects.  This 
definition is not intended to be rigid or legalistic because all materials regulated in this 
manner merit special attention and consideration under this program. 

 
IPM Advisory Committee: the advisory committee will be made up by a group of management staff 

and outside experts as deemed appropriate by each department involved in the IPM strategy 
implementation.  This Advisory Committee shall be responsible for guiding the agency-wide 
implementation of the approved IPM policy.  The IPM committee shall meet as needed to 
perform the duties outlined in this policy.  

 
IPM Coordinator: individual designated for those departments that apply pesticides or contract 

with pesticide applicators. The Public Services Director may appoint a person to coordinate 
these activities on a citywide basis to serve as the primary point of contact. The IPM 
coordinator(s) shall be trained in the principles of low-risk IPM, safe application of pesticides 
and alternatives to pesticide use. 
 

Landscapes: grounds that are actively managed such as parks, plantings, lawns around public 
buildings, right-of-ways, watersheds and open spaces. 
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Pest: for the purposes of this Policy, a “pest” is defined as an insect, weed, rodent or other animal, 
or fungus. 

 
Pesticide definition: for the purpose of this Policy, “Pesticide” means pesticide as defined in 

Section 12753 if Chapter 2 of Division 7 of the California Food and Agricultural Code, but does 
not include antimicrobial agents as defined by Section 21F.2(a) of the Administrative Code. 

 
Sustainable Design, Construction and Maintenance: principles, materials and techniques that 

conserve natural resources and improve environmental quality throughout the life cycle of the 
landscape and its surrounding environment. Sustainable designs for buildings and landscapes 
incorporate methods that reduce the potential for pest problems from the start and with long-
term maintenance needs in mind. 

 
Toxicity Category I Pesticide Product (DANGER / POISON): any pesticide product that meets U.S. 

EPA criteria for Toxicity Category I under Section 156.10 of Part 156 of Title 40 of the Code of 
Federal Regulations. 

 
Toxicity Category II Pesticide Product (WARNING): any pesticide product that meets U.S. EPA 

criteria for Toxicity Category II under Section 156.10 of Part 156 of Title 40 of the Code of 
Federal Regulations. 
 

III. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
 Department Director 
 IPM Advisory Committee 
 IPM Coordinator 

 
Department Director shall be responsible for: 

1. Ensuring that departmental procedures, budget and staffing decisions support 
implementation of the IPM policy. 

2. Providing training to grounds management staff in the requirements of the IPM policy. 
3. Designating an Integrated Pest Management (IPM) Coordinator to ensure products used by 

the Department meet the standards outlined in the IPM policy and represents the 
Department on the IPM Advisory Committee. 

4. At least annually and in conjunction with the IPM Advisory Committee, report to the City 
Manager and/or City Council on the Department’s implementation of the IPM Policy as 
appropriate. 

 
IPM Advisory Committee is responsible for: 

1. Meeting as needed to review and discuss pest management practices. 
2. Develop, adopt and periodically review the Tiered Product List. 
3. Review, approve and deny exemptions to the Phased-out Pesticide approved list. 
4. Review emergency pest control decisions. 

5. Investigate low-risk/least hazardous alternatives to conventional treatments. 
6. Assist departments in implementing the IPM policy by developing educational information 

for staff and public users about IPM plans and programs.  
7. Annually review the written IPM policy and recommend appropriate revisions to ensure the 

program meets the intended purpose and goals of IPM. 
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The Committee is comprised of representatives from City management staff and outside 
experts as deemed appropriate. If the Committee is disbanded or becomes inactive at any 
time during this policy implementation, the responsibilities of the IPM Advisory Committee will 
be assigned to its successor, if any, or to the discretion of the Director of the Public Services 
Department. The Committee’s role is supportive of the IPM Coordinator(s).   
 

The IPM Coordinator shall be responsible for: 
1. Coordinating efforts across departments to adopt IPM techniques. 

2. Communicating with all staff on the goals and guidelines of the program. 
3. Coordinating training programs for staff. 
4. Facilitating meetings with the IPM Advisory Committee. 
5. Tracking all pesticide use and ensuring that the information is available to the public. 
6. Preparing and presenting the IPM Annual Report. 

7. Coordinating with other public agencies that are practicing IPM programs as needed. 
8. Maintaining regular communications with the county agricultural commissioner’s office. 
9. Creating, in conjunction with the IPM Advisory Committee, written standard operating 

procedures for pesticide application. 
 
Annual Report should, at a minimum: 

1. Identify the types of pest problems that the Department has encountered. 
2. Identify the types and quantities of pesticides used by the Department. 
3. Identify the alternatives currently used for phased out pesticides. 
4. Identify the alternatives proposed for adoption within the next 12 months. 

5. Identify any exemptions currently in place and granted during the past year. 
6. Identify planned changes to pest management practices. 
7. Evaluate the effectiveness of any changes in practice implemented. 

 
IV. NOTIFICATION 
 
a.   Any department that uses any pesticide should comply with the following notification 

procedures: 
1. Signs should be posted at least 48 hours before application of the pesticide product and 

remain posted at least 48 hours after application of the pesticide. 

2. Signs should be posted at every entry point where the pesticide is applied if it is applied in 
an enclosed area; and in highly visible locations, signs will be posted around the perimeter 
of the area where the pesticide is applied. 

3. Signs shall be of standard design that is easily recognizable to the public and City 
employees (see Attachment B for sample sign). 

4. Signs shall contain the name and active ingredient of the pesticide product, target pest, 
the date of pesticide use, the toxicity category of the pesticide project, the name and 
contact number for the Department responsible for the application (see Attachment B for 
sample sign). 

5. Individual copies or photographs of posted signs shall be retained for record keeping 
purposes for one year. 

 
b. Signs are not required in right-of-way locations where public use and potential exposure is 

limited. Each department that uses pesticides in locations where their use is not posted will 
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keep records of pesticide use in these areas on file for a minimum of one (1) year and provide 
these records to the public upon request.  

 
c. The IPM Advisory Committee may authorize the application of a pesticide without providing a 

48 hour advance notification in the event of a public health emergency or to comply with 
worker safety requirements.  Signs meeting the requirement of Subsection (a)(2) through 
Subsection (a)(4) shall be posted at the time of application and remain posted 48 hours 
following the application. (See Section VI(c)). 

 
d. The IPM Advisory Committee may grant exemptions to the notification requirements for one-

time pesticide uses and may authorize permanent changes in the way City departments notify 
the public about pesticide use in specific circumstances.  Upon finding that good cause exists 
to allow an exemption pursuant to this subsection, the Department requesting the exemption 
shall identify specific situations in which it is not possible to comply with the notification 
requirements and propose alternative notification procedures.  The Committee shall review 
and approve the alternative notification procedure. 

 
e. Pesticide use information shall be made available to staff and the public upon request. Each 

department shall maintain a list of all materials applied on a site-specific basis. The list shall 
be available at each department’s main offices or made available to the public upon request. 

 
V. TIERED PRODUCT LIST AND EXEMPTION PROCESS 
 
The IPM Advisory Committee shall develop a tiered risk assessment of pesticides. A prioritized list 
of products will be developed to identify products that may be targeted for future phase-out 
based on review of the product’s contents, precautions, need for the product, and adverse health 
and environmental effects. The IPM Advisory Committee will make product recommendations and 
establish and prioritize the Tiered Product Lists for future phase out. The list shall be submitted 
as part of the annual report to the City Council and Parks, Recreation and Open Space (PROS) 
Commission. The list may be used if determined appropriate by the IPM Advisory Committee in 
compliance with the emergency exemption process. 
 
Criteria for developing products list shall be based on acute and chronic toxicity of products and 
chemicals known to cause cancer and known to cause reproductive toxicity. Environmental 
impacts of the products shall also be considered.  
 
Products on the Tiered Product List will be divided into three classifications:  
 Approved Use  
 Limited Use  
 Banned Used  

 
If the use of a material that is not either Approved Use or Limited Use is deemed necessary, the 
IPM Coordinator may apply for an emergency exemption. 
 
a.  Approved Use Products 
 
The IPM Coordinator shall maintain a list of all pesticides that have been approved for use by the 
IPM Advisory Committee, along with any restrictions for such use.  This list shall be referred to as 
the Approved Use Products List, which shall include bit not limited to: 
 Insecticides, herbicides, rodenticide baits and traps 
 Caulking agents and crack sealants 
 Borates, silicates and diatomaceous earth 
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 Soap-based products 
 EPA GRAS-generally recognized as safe products pursuant to Federal EPA 
 Biological controls such as parasites and predators 

 Physical barriers 
 Glyphosate herbicides 
 Sluggo slug bait 
 Pheromones and attractants for traps 

 
b.  Limited Use Products  
 
The IPM Advisory Committee may grant a recommendation that particular pesticides not classified 
as the Approved Use be approved for a specific purpose.  Limited use products may not be a 
pesticide on the Banned Use Product.  The request must be reviewed and approved by the IPM 
Advisory Committee.  The Committee may grant a limited use exemption upon a finding that the 
requestor has: 
 

1. Identified a compelling need to use the pesticide. 
2. Made a good faith effort to find alternatives to the particular pesticide. 
3. Demonstrated that effective, economic alternatives to the particular pesticide do not exist 

for the particular use. 
4. Developed a reasonable plan for investigating alternatives to the pesticide in question 

during the exemption period. 
 
c.  Banned Use Products  
 
The following high health-risk pest management products are completely banned from use on City 
property: 

1. Pesticides linked to cancer (US EPA Class A, B and C carninogens and chemicals known to 
the State of California to cause cancer under Proposition 65). 

2. Pesticides that cause birth defects, reproductive or development harm (identified by the 
US EPA or known to the State of California under Proposition 65 as reproductive or 
development toxins). 

3. Pesticides classified as Toxicity Category I and Category II pesticide products by the US 
EPA, carbonate and organophosphate pesticides. 

4. Foggers, fumigants, or sprays that contain pesticides identified by the State of California 
as potentially hazardous to human health (CFR 6198.5). 

5. Pesticides that interfere with human hormones. 
 
d. Emergency Exemption 
 
A department may apply to the IPM Advisory Committee for an emergency exemption in the event 
that an emergency pest outbreak poses an immediate threat to public health or significant 
economic damage will result from failure to use a pesticide that is on the Phase-Out Pesticide 
List. An application for an exemption shall be filed on a form specified by the IPM Advisory 
Committee (see Attachment A).  
 
The IPM Advisory Committee shall respond to the application in a timely manner. If the requesting 
department is unable to reach the IPM Advisory Committee, the IPM Coordinator may authorize 
the one-time emergency use of the required pesticide. The IPM Coordinator must notify the IPM 
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Advisory Committee members of the determination to use the pesticide prior to its application in 
the event that the IPM Coordinator is unable to make the request at the IPM Advisory Committee 
meeting. 
 
The IPM Advisory Committee will review the circumstances of the emergency permit issued by the 
IPM Coordinator at the next scheduled IPM Advisory Committee meeting. Signs shall be posted at 
the time of application and remain posted 48 hours following the application. The IPM Coordinator 
may impose additional conditions for emergency applications. 
 
VI. RECORD KEEPING 
 
Each department that uses pesticides shall keep records of all pest management activities. Each 
record shall include the following information: 

 Target pest, 
 Type and quantity of pesticide used, 
 Specific location of the pesticide application, 
 Date of pesticide application, 
 Name of the pesticide applicator, 

 Application equipment used, 
 Prevention and other non-chemical methods of control used, 
 Experimental efforts, if any; and 
 Exemptions granted for that application. 

 
Each department that uses pesticides shall maintain a pest management record as part of their 
individual department’s Integrated Pest Management (IPM) policy. Pest management records shall 
be made readily available to the public upon request. 
 
VII.  IPM APPLICATIONS 
 
Only persons specifically trained by the IPM Coordinator as Pesticide Applicators will be permitted 
to use pesticides on the facilities. Use of pesticides by pesticide applicators is limited to Approved 
Use and Limited Use Products.  Pesticide applicators must follow regulations and label precautions 
as well as established standard operating procedures for pesticide application.   
 
Everyone who works with or is potentially exposed to hazardous materials will receive training in 
Integrated Pest Management, Hazard Communication Standards and the safe use of those 
hazardous materials in their workplace by their supervisor or designee. 
 
Education and training of appointed personnel is critical to the success of the IPM program. 
Appropriate staff will be educated on the least toxic IPM practices and procedures.  Understanding 
the objectives of the program will be updated periodically and reviewed.  Education will include 
formal classroom training, on-site and informal meetings for those employees responsible for 
providing pest control at least once per year. No pesticides may be used at City facilities except in 
accordance with the City’s adopted IPM policy. 
 
VIII.  TRAINING 
 
Increasing knowledge of City staff and contractors who design and maintain buildings and 
landscapes is critical to the success of the IPM Program. Consequently, providing ongoing training 



 9 

and educational opportunities to City staff and contractors regarding building and landscape IPM 
concepts, practices and products will be a priority. 
 
The IPM Coordinator shall invite speakers and arrange for other educational opportunities to assist 
implementing the IPM Program each year. IPM Coordinators shall inform employees on 
departmental policies and procedures relevant to this IPM Program and keep staff current with 
best landscape-management practices and technologies that utilize IPM. Employees shall also be 
involved in identifying and implementing strategies to minimize the use of pesticides and in 
evaluating replacements to chemicals targeted for phased-out. 
 
All staff associated with planning, design, construction and maintenance of city owned buildings 
and landscapes shall receive an orientation to the IPM policy and their roles and responsibilities in 
implementing it in a written or verbal format. 
 
All personnel involved in pest management activities shall receive training on: 
 Orientation to the IPM policy and pesticide application standard operating procedures; 
 Identification and lifecycles of typical northern California pests, weeds and beneficial 

insects; threshold levels for different types of landscapes; monitoring techniques; and 
strategies for successful management of these pests; 

 Noxious weed identification, control and regulations; 
 Pesticide laws and safety; and 
 Specific best management practices as appropriate 

 
Training will be provided by City/County staff, IPM consultants, IPM technical advisors and invited 
guest speakers. The IPM Coordinator, with assistance from the IPM Advisory Committee, will 
schedule training. Training and educational opportunities, both formal and informal, will also 
occur at landscape staff meetings. Managers and supervisors are not only expected to participate 
in the training, but to fully support involvement of their staff and contractors in the training. 
 
IX.   PUBLIC INFORMATION 
 
Efforts will be made to educate the public about reduced risk pest management goals and 
practices implemented under this policy in the most effective manner given time and budget 
constraints. Various venues may be utilized for public education and information including: 
 City website 
 Articles in City publications (Nutshell and Focus) 
 Press release (as appropriate) 

  
X. REVIEWING PLANS FOR CITY-OWNED NEW CONSTRUCTION AND LANDSCAPE PROJECTS 
 
Poorly planned landscape designs may require intensive maintenance and greater reliance on 
pesticides for pest control than landscapes created with Integrated Pest Management design 
specifications. 
 
Departments participating in a City project that includes the design of new landscapes or 
renovation of existing landscapes shall design and construct the project consistent with IPM plans 
to ensure that, where possible, the design considers IPM measures. 
In planning, designing and installing landscapes owned and managed by the City, site objective 
shall include future management and maintenance practices that protect and enhance natural 
ecosystem. The design should take into account parameters that will enhance the intended use of 
land and minimize pest problems; such as, types of uses, soil conditions, grading and slope, water 
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table, drainage, proximity to sensitive areas, selection of vegetation and vector control issues.  
Priority shall be given to IPM strategies when designing new and renovating existing landscape 
areas. 
 
Applicable IPM strategies include: 
 Proper soil preparation and amendment; 
 Weed-free soil amendments; 
 Mulches to control weeds, conserve water and build healthy, biologically diverse soils; 

 Biodegradable weed control fabrics under organic mulches; 
 Site adapted and pet resistant plants: “the right plant for the right place”; 
 Group together plants with similar horticultural needs; 
 Retain and use regionally native trees, shrubs and perennials where appropriate, 

preferably from genetic stock; 

 Pre-plant control of noxious weeds and invasive, non-native plant species; 
 Plant for erosion and weed control; 
 Assess whether landscapes can still meet the intended site use objectives while modifying 

the aesthetic standard and/or applying less maintenance; 
 Match maintenance standards to site objectives in the design stage; 

 Construct walkways so as to prevent weed intrusion; and 
 Plant vegetation that will encourage the presence of beneficial insects and birds. 
 

XI.  CONTRACTORS 
 
When a contractor is retained to apply pesticides to City property, the contractor shall be 
obligated to comply with all provisions of this IPM policy. In addition, the contractor shall submit 
to the City an IPM implementation plan that lists: 
 Types and estimated quantities, to the maximum extent practicable, of pesticides that the 

contractor may need to apply to property during its contract; 
 Outline actions the contractor will take to meet the IPM policy to the maximum extent 

practicable; and 
 Identify the primary IPM contact for the contractor. 

 
A contractor, or department on behalf of a contractor, may apply for any exemption authorized 
under the exemptions section of this Policy. 
 
XII. PRECAUTIONARY PRINCIPLE 
 
It is the policy of the City to adopt, properly implement and practice low risk/least hazardous 
Integrated Pest Management with the goal of immediately minimizing the risk of pesticide 
exposure to staff, the environment and the public. 
 
This policy is based on what is referred to as the “Precautionary Principle” of pest management. 
The guiding principles in this policy are based on the following:  

1. No pesticide is free from risk or threat to human health,  
2. All reasonable alternative measures of pest management have been attempted and have 

been demonstrated to be unsuccessful, and  
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3. Pesticides suspected of being in conflict with the mission and goals of this Policy shall not 
be used without exemption, or until it is determined that a specific product is safe for use 
around sensitive individuals (i.e. children, elderly, asthmatics, etc.). 

 
The Precautionary Principle should guide decision-making processes when it comes to the health 
and safety of City staff and public. All aspects of the program will be in accordance with Federal 
and State laws and regulations.
