Unresolved Issues for New Development
1. Threshold for requiring onsite stormwater treatment – Keep the same or lower:
a. Lower threshold

b. Lower threshold and/or require municipalities to adopt measures to increase infiltration and treatment of runoff (ordinance requirements, positive incentives, bans)
c. Develop standard specifications for lot-scale treatment measures.

2. HMP – Keep threshold the same and have Programs implement their HMPs or add additional requirements: 

a. Make threshold for treatment and HMP the same.

b. Require hydromod controls for redevelopment (replaced impervious surface) to get net reduction in runoff peaks, volume, and/or duration

3. Single-family homes – Keep current “encouragement” of good site design measures or add specific requirements:

a. Require treatment BMPs for all homes above new threshold

b. Require homes above new threshold to pick from specific list of BMPs (to be determined in MRP)

c. Require treatment BMPs for all homes above new threshold but no municipal inspections required 

4. O&M – Keep current requirements or add more specific requirements:

a. Specify priorities for inspections (minimum percentage to be inspected)

b. Require more specific reporting of O&M inspections

c. Require construction inspections by local agencies to ensure construction to plans.

5. Alternative Compliance by offsite treatment:

a. Write Model Program into MRP

b. Supersede all previously EO approved programs 

c. Discontinue special treatment for Brownfields, low-income housing, transit villages

d. Allow special treatment only for portion of low-income housing that is truly low-income

6. Reporting Requirements

a. Require a stand-alone report of ordinances and other measures that have been adopted to-date for each municipality.

b. Require tabular reporting with more specificity

c. Add impervious surface reporting for small projects
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
