In accordance with the Central Coast, California Regional Water Control Board (Water 
Board) letter dated June 11, 2007, Olin Corporation (Olin) herein provides 
documentation that we have evaluated feasible treated water disposition options and 
have selected a final treated water disposition option. 
 
As communicated to Mr. Hector Hernandez on June 12, 2007, after deliberate discussion 
with the City of Morgan Hill regarding the municipal water supply option, we have 
jointed agreed that it is not a viable treated water disposition option. As a result, we are 
proceeding with the recharge options discussed in the Area I Well Installation Work Plan 
and applicable documents. In accordance with the June 11, 2007 letter, Olin will submit 
the Recommendation for Area I Final Extraction Well Design and Location by close of 
business July 30, 2007.
