The City of Williams (Discharger) owns and operates a publicly owned treatment works. 
The treatment system consists of headworks with grit removal, unlined aerated waste 
stabilization ponds, and chlorination/dechlorination.  Sludge is occasionally removed 
from the ponds, dewatered and disposed off-site.  Wastewater is discharged to Salt 
Creek, a water of the United States, and a tributary to Freshwater Creek that flows into 
Colusa Basin Drain within the Sacramento River Watershed.  The Discharger is 
currently discharging pursuant to Order No. 5-01-049 and National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System (NPDES) Permit No. CA0077933.  The terms and conditions of the 
current Order have been automatically continued and remain in effect until new Waste 
Discharge Requirements (WDRs) and NPDES permit are adopted.

Such interested persons 
may request status as a designated party for purposes of this hearing by submitting 
such request in writing to the Board no later than 15 October 2008.  The request must 
explain the basis for status as a designated party and in particular how the person is 
directly affected by the discharge.

The tentative amendment to Waste Discharge Requirements Order No. R5-2008-XXXX 
was issued on 15 September 2008.

All designated parties and interested persons may speak at the Regional Board 
meeting, and are expected to orally summarize their written submittals. Oral testimony 
and cross examination will be limited in time by the Board Chair.
