A letter from Francis H. Frederick, mining geologist, dated
Jenuary 25, 1966, recommending Black Mewmoth, was read to the
board. V. Blomberg reported that, among all of the proapects,
the Black Mammoth company appeared te be the most desireable at
the present time, that company having had the most experience
in gqulcksilver mining and having the recommendation of the Cordero
Mining Uompany.

After. disoussion, it was moved by G. L. Henry, secondsd by
Dorothy Lanning, that V. Blomberg be empowered to meet with the
authorigzed persormel of Black Mammoth Oonsolidated Mining 9o,

and to approve an assignment of the Cordere Mining Co. leasse,
subject to the following considerations:

(1) That we obtain a current financial statement of the
company and that the facts ahown on such atatement
are satisfactory. .

(2) That we determine the intentions as to future operations
by the vompany and determine, if possible, their plans
as to amounts of money evailable for the Mt, Diablo
operatlon.

(3) That e new lease agreement be drawn, along the same lines
ag thet now held with Cordero Mining Company, but with
the following suggosted amendments:

(e) Mlnimum royalty of $300 per month.

(v) Minimum of 120 shifte to be worked per month.

{¢) In the event lessee abandons the property, =
30 day notice be given with 60 additional days
during which to remove their property, and
that such property be retained by our company
after thet date,
