RESCISSION OF CEASE AND DESIST ORDER No. 95-079
FOR

SAFARI MOBILE HOME PARK
CALAVERAS COUNTY

The Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board (Central Valley Water Board) finds that:

On 28 April 1995, the Central Valley Water Board issued Cease and Desist Order
(CDO) 95-079 for Safari Mobile Home Park (hereafter Discharger).

The CDO was issued to address ongoing violations of the Waste Discharge Requirements and
required the Discharger to complete certain tasks.

Wastewater from the Safari Mobile Home Park is now treated at the Arnold wastewater treatment
plant. The Discharger no longer operates a wastewater treatment system and therefore is no
longer subject to the requirements of the CDO.

The Central Valley Water Board has notified the Discharger and interested agencies and persons
of its intent to rescind the CDO and has provided them with an opportunity for a public hearing and
an opportunity to submit written comments and recommendations.

Cease and Desist Orders are issued by the Central Valley Water Board to enforce underlying
permit obligations. The issuance and rescission of this CDO is therefore exempt from the
provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (Pub. Resources Code, § 21000 et seq.) in
accordance with California Code of Regulations, title 14, section 15321(a)(2).

The Central Valley Water Board, in a public meeting, heard and considered all comments and
evidence pertaining to this matter.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Cease and Desist Order No. 95-079 is rescinded.
