Concerning 

Draft Waste Discharge Requirements for Growers  
within the San Joaquin County and Delta Area  

 
The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Valley Region (Central Valley 
Water Board) has released an administrative draft of waste discharge requirements and a 
monitoring and reporting program for growers that are members of the third-party group within 
the San Joaquin County and Delta Area (San Joaquin and Delta Order).  The administrative 
draft relies on the Irrigated Lands Regulatory Program, Program Environmental Impact Report 
(Resolution R5-2011-0017) for California Environmental Quality Act compliance.  The draft 
documents are available on the Central Valley Water Board’s website:

Materials received by 13 September 2013 will 
be included in the administrative record; response to submitted comments will not be prepared, 
but staff will consider the comments when preparing the tentative Order.  Written comments 
shall not be read into the record unless allowed by the Central Valley Water Board Chair.
